On     Monday,     Nov.     1st,     the     great 

heart  of  Maryvilb  was  made  glad 

by  the  final  results  of  this  spirit's 
activity. 

Ever  since  Bartlett  Hall  has  been 

built  the  spirit  that  built  it  has 

dreamed  of  a  swimming  pool  in  con- 
nection with  the  gymnasium.  Exca- 
vations were  made,  but  no  further 

work  was  done  towards  a  pool  until 
lyK,  when  the  question  again  came 
up  in  a  Y.  M.  C.  A.  Cabinet  Meeting. 
Determination  wrought  their  dreams 
into  gold  and  the  first  of  November, 
1914,  found  the  student  body  with 
what  the  Faculty  had  promised  to 

give,  lacking  only  seven  hundred  dol- 
lars to  complete  a  sv/imming  pool. 

On  the  first  day  of  November,  1914,  a 

week's  compaign  was  begun  to  raise 
the  needed  amount.  The  Y.  W.  C. 

A.  cooperated  with  the  Y.  M.  C.  A. 
in  conducting  the  financial  campaign 
and  on  November  the  seventh  the 

^needed  Mven  Hundred  dollars  were  in 

the  Trt^mfurer's  hands.  A  year  pass- 
ed, duJPwg  which  the  College  more 

than  fulfilled  its  promise  and  the 
clang  of  the  hammer  has  been  a 
constant  portend  of  the  joys  of  Nov. 
1,  1915. 

As  the   students  were  gathered  in 

Chapel  Nov.  1st,  ebullient  with  joy 
over  the  Chattanooga  football  victory, 
there  could  not  have  been  a  more  op- 

portune time  for  the  Swimming  Pool 
dedication. 

The  Swimming  pool  was  complete 
and  the  day  for  the  formal  opening 
had  arrived.  Dr.  Wilson  gave  a  history 

of  the  "Spirit  of  the  Larger  Mary- 
ville," mentioning  what  the  Athletic 

Association,  the  Y.  M.  C.  A.  and  the 
Cooperative  Boarding  Club  had  done 
to  advance  the  college  along  lines  of 
greatest  value  to  the  students. 

Pat.  Quinn  was  then  introduced  to 
speak  for  the  Y.  M.  C.  A.  and  to  re-

Brooks   Fletcher  give   his  address  on '  . 

•'The  Martyrdom  of  Fools"  was  held  deSire  at    MorHstO  A^U   tO-] 
spellbound  by  the  orator's  dramatic 
presentation  of  his  subject.  Mr. 
Fletcher  is  truly  a  live  wire  when  he 
deals  with  social  problems.  He  is 
especially  forceful  and  dramatic  in 

his  picturing  of  social  conditions  andJElIVE 
in  his  urgent  request  for  the  awak- 

ening of  the  public  conscience. 
The  speaker  at  the  beginning  of  his 

address,  said  that  there  are  two 
kinds  of  fools  in  the  world  today; 
first,  those  whom  the  public  declare 

fools,  but  who  are  really  great 

men;  secondly,  those  who  'actually do  unwise  and  foolish  things,  but  who 
are  not  condemned  by  the  dormant 
conscience  of  the  people.  Under  the 
former  class  he  mentioned  men  who 

dared  to  advocate  unpopular  reforms, 
and  in  the  face  of  persecution  carried 
out  their  measures.  The  so-called 
heretics  of  old,  he  said,  were  the  men 
who  have  made  possible  our  reforms 
of  today.  And  the  persecution  of  real 
men  is  still  going  on  today  as  is 
shown  in  the  case  of  Judge  Ben 
Lindsay  of  Denver,  who  has  dared  to 
say  and  do  wirnt  he  believes.  He 
cited  other  examples  to  prove  his 

point. Under  the  second  class  Mr.  Fletcher 

placed  those  people  whom  the  gener- 
al public  should  condemn,  but  does 

not.  He  vividly  portrayed  the  evils  of 
child  labor,  the  spread  of  disease  and 
vice,  all  as  a  result  of  the  failure  on 

the  pait  of  people  to  point  the  finger 
of  scorn  at  tlie  men  who,  on  account 
of  their  wealth  and  influence,  dare  to 

enrich  themselves  still  more  by  aid- 
ing such  crimes.  For  the  prevention 

of  such  evils,  Mr.  Fletcher  ofl"ered  no 
immediate  remedies,  but  urged  that 

people  become  awakened  to  the  condi- 
tions of  society  today  and  dare  to 

think  right  upon  these  questions,  for 

the  speaker  emphasized,  "One  be- 
comes what  one  thinks." 

No  one  could  doubt  Mr.  Fletcher's 
sincerity  in  his  masterly  representa- 

tion of  the  need  for  reform,  and  from 
his  recital  of  his  own  experience  it 
would  not  be  difficult  to  apply  to  him

We  wish  that  more  of  our  alumni, 
when  subscribing  for  the  paper,  would 

gvie  us  some  information  as  to  their 
work  since   leaving  the  College. 

the  year's  success  educationally.  This 
can  best  be  appreciated  by  a  compari- 
son. 

European  universities  have  been 
all  but  demolished  in  the  past  year. 

Oxford,  for  example,  has  suffered 
greatly.  Some  700  of  her  students 
have  fallen  and  100  others  are  report- 

ed as  missing. 

The  average  number  of  undergrad- 
uates in  normal  times  is  between 

3,000  and  4,000.  Today  there  are  but 
few  over  500;  and  whereas  before  the 
war  broke  out  there  were  usually 
1200  freshmen  enrolled,  now  only 
250  have  entered. 

Besides  this  loss  of  students,  most 

of  the  professors  have  either  met  the 
same  fate  or  have  been  dismissed  as 

foreign  enemies.  The  revenues  also 
have  fallen  off,  making  the  whole 
situation  dreadful  to  think  about.

in  this  relation  means  community 
activities  of  the  college  group). 

Both  affirmative  and  negative  dis- 
cussed the  question  from  the  view- 

point of  what  benefit  the  individual 
derives  from  the  interference  or  non- 

interference of  his  "college  education" 
by  his  studies.  The  affirmative,  Mr. 
Ross  and  Miss  Lily  Mitchell,  em- 

phasized in  their  arguments  the  su- 
preme value  of  social  adjustment 

which  results  from  participation  in 

group  activities.  On  the  other  hand, 
the  negative,  Mr.  McClelland  and 
Miss  Carrie  Sheddan,  stressed  the 
mental  development  acquired  through 

the  discipline  of  studies  as  of  para- 
mount importance. 

The  judges  rendered  a  decision  in 
favor  of  the  negative. 

After  the  debate.  Miss  Frazier 

gave  a  pianologue,  "The  Girl  on 
the  Stairs."  As  usual  Miss  Frazier 
was  encored  and  she  responded  with 

"Here's  The  Way  You  Look,"  and  so 
well  was  this  received  that  she  was 

again  recalled  by  the  audience.  This 

time  she  read  "Aw  Shoot!"  which 
is  always  a  favorite  with  M.  C. 
students. 

These  readings  closed  the  program, 

and  the  assembly  adjourned  notwith- 
standing several  negative  votes  which 

are  yet  a  source  of  amazement  to 
the  Bainonian  president.

It  is  now  generally  admitted  by 

educators  that  the  pupils  in  our  insti- 

tutions of  learning  need  some  kind 

of  systematized  physical  training  in 
connection  with  their  mental  work. 

The  action  of  the  foremost  educa- 

tors in  the  world,  the  faculties  of 

our  leading  colleges,  permitting  the 

expenditure  of  many  hundreds  of 

thousands  of  dollars  on  magnificent 

gymnasiums,  strengthens  the  asser- 
tion. 

Maryville  is  not  behind  the  rest  of 

the  colleges  in  this  respect,  but  in- 

vested more  for  the  physical  train- 
ing of  the  students  this  year  than 

it  has  ever  done  before,  and  good 
results  have  already  been  gained. 

Muscles  are  in  a  peculiar  sense  the 
organs  of  the  will.  They  have  built 
all  the  roads,  cities  and  machines  in 
the  world,  written  all  the  books, 
spoken  all  the  words,  and,  in  fact,  done 

everything  that  man  has  accom- 
plished with  matter.  If  they  are  un- 

developed or  grow  relaxed  and  flabby, 

the  dreadful  chasm  between  good  in- 
tentions and  their  execution  is  liable 

to  appear  and  widen. 
It  is  with  this  in  mind  that  the 

physical  department  of  Maryville 
has  set  to  work,  endeavoring  to  build 
up  the  weak  bodies  and  make  stronger 
the  strong  ones,  and  give  them  grace 
and  co-ordination. 

So  far  the  student  body  has  given 
us  their  loyal  support,  and  seem  to 
enjoy  their  physical  training.  We 

are  trying  to  make  the  work  as  in- 
teresting as  possible  and  will  con- 

tinue to  do  so.  We  hope  that  you 
will  keep  on  giving  us  your  support, 

and  that  you  will  keep  your  enthu- 
siasm for  the  work. 

On  December  the  eleventh  we  are 

going  to  give  the  public  a  chance  to 
see  what  kind  of  work  we  are  doing 
in  the  gymnasium.  We  expect  it  to 
be  the  finest  exhibition  of  physical 
training  that  has  ever  been  given  in 

Maryville. — H.  Weisbecker. 

The  College  is  preparing  to  welcome  the  largest  number  of 
after-Christmas  students  that  have  ever  entered  for  the  winter  and 
spring  terms.  Among  the  indications  of  such  an  increase  is  the 
fact  that  the  present  term  has,  in  the  matter  of  enrollment,  far 
exceeded  any  preceding  fall  term  in  the  history  of  the  institution. 
It  is  interesting  to  trace  the  growth  in  the  fall  terms  during  the 
past  five  years.  In  the  fall  of  1911  the  enrollment  was  510;  in 
1912,  555;  in  1913.  613;  in  1914,  644;  and  in  1915  it  is  669.  The 
winter  terms  show  corresponding  increase.  Last  year  the  number 
was  684,  with  a  total  for  the  year  of  771.  The  coming  term  will 
not  fail  to  exceed  the  number  on  the  roll  last  winter. 

The  factors  in  this  increasing  popularity,  and  the  consequent 
increasing  usefulness  of  the  College,  are  chiefly  three:  (1)  The 
high  standard  of  scholarship  maintained.  (2)  The  wholesome 
Christian  influences  exerted.  (3)  The  exceedingly  low  prices 
charged  the  students. 

During  the  past  few  years,  through  the  agency  of  the  College 
Extension  Committee,  the  College  has  been  accredited  by  the 
Boards  of  Public  Instruction  in  a  large  number  of  States.  Univer- 

sities throughout  the  country  have  for  many  years  given  high 
rating  to  graduates  of  the  College  that  have  entered  those  univer- 

sities as  candidates  for  higher  degrees.  The  Preparatory  Depart- 
ment of  the  institution  also  ranks  very  high.  Mention  was  recent- 

ly made  in  this  paper  of  the  standing  accorded  the  Preparatory  De- 
partment in  the  special  interstate  classification  made  by  the  South- 

ern College  Association,  and  reported  by  Prof.  Harry  Clark,  of 
Knoxville,  whose  letter  was  printed  in  full.  Graduates  of  the  de- 

partment have  access  to  the  freshman  class  of  colleges  and  univer- 
sities throughout  the  country  without  examination.  The  College 

has,  moreover,  always  had  especial  regard  to  the  needs  of  young 
men  and  young  women  wlio  are  teaching,  or  who  are  preparing  to 
teach,  in  the  public  schools  of  Tennessee.  The  work  in  teacher 
training  has  many  times  been  highly  commended  by  college  visitors 
who  are  closely  connected  with  the  public-school  system  of  the 
State.  Among  these,  recently,  were  the  State  Superintendent  of 
Education,  S.  W.  Sherrill,  who  graduated  from  Maryville  College 
in  1892,  and  President  Gilbreath,  of  the  East  Tennessee  State 

Normal  School. 
The  first  concern  of  the  institution  has  always  been  the  spiritual 

well-being  of  all  the  students.  Great  care  is  exercised  in  the  mat- 
ter of  admitting  students  to  the  College,  not  only  with  regard  to 

certificates  for  work  done  elsewhere,  and  for  which  credit  is  asked, 
but  also,  and  especially,  with  regard  to  testimonials  of  high  moral 
character.  New  students,  therefore,  must  bring  credentials  from 
their  former  teachers,  or  pastors,  or  from  some  other  equally  re- 

liable person.  Care  is  also  exercised  in  the  elimination  of  those 
who,  despite  the  vigilance  of  the  authorities,  unworthily  find  en- 

trance to  the  college  halls.  For  the  sake  of  the  best  welfare  ol 
every  student  positive  effort  is  made  to  safeguard  reputation  and 
to  build  up  character  along  wholesome  lines.  Students  of  positive 
conviction  and  Christian  character  heartily  co-operate  with  the 
Faculty,  and  are  influential  and  active  in  all  the  student  organizations 
of  the  College. 

As  to  the  matter  of  cost  to  the  stur*  the  reader  is  recom- 
mended to  read  the  college  advertisemen  appears  elsewhere 

in  this  paper.  The  principal  items  are  there  given  with  the  very 
low  rates  that  are  charged  students.  One  of  the  greatest  services 
that  the  College  renders  is  through  its  ability  and  willingness  to  ex- 

pend for  maintaining  the  institution,  more  than  twice  the  amount 
that  the  student  pays  in  for  all  his  bills.  Opportunities  for  self-help 
also  are  aflforded  to  a  large  number  of  students  that  can  not  meet 

even  these  low  prices. 
It  is  probable  that  many  who  read  this  brief  summary  are  con- 

sidering the  matter  of  attending  school  after  the  Christmas  holi- 
days, and  doubtless  would  like  to  know  something  more  about  the 

College.  Let  those  that  are  interested  write  at  once  for  informa- 
tion, asking  for  a  copy  of  the  catalog,  and  also  for  a  copy  of  the 

application  blank.  Promptness  is  necessary,  for  the  dormitories 
will  all  be  full,  and  only  those  students  who  send  to  the  Registrar 
the  required  two  dollars  deposit  will  be  able  to  obtain  dormitory 
rooms.  A  few  vacancies  now  exist,  but  they  will  soon  be  filled. 

Young  men,  however,  that  may  not  be  able  to  get  rooms  in  Carne- 
gie or  Memorial  Hall  can  procure  good  rooms  with  approved  fami- 
lies near  the  campuo.  The  Boarding  Club  will  accomodate  all  that 

come. 
The  question  is  often  asked :  In  view  of  the  fact  that  I  could 

not  be  in  school  during  the  fall  term,  what  courses  can  I  get  during 
the  winter  and  spring  terms?  Many^new  courses,  including  a  large 
number  especially  provided  for  school  teachers,  begin  in  January 
and  March.  Among  these  courses  are.  Methods  of  Teaching,  Psy- 

chology Applied  to  Education,  Child  Psychology,  Educational  Psy- 
chology, Problems  in  Secondary  Education,  History  and  Civics, 

Higher  Arithmetic,  and  Grammar,  and  double  courses  covering  a 

full  year's  work  in  Algebra  and  Latin.  The  Home  Economics  De- 
partment and  the  Bible  Training  Department  offer  courses  that  are 

accepted  for  the  B.  A.  degree,  and  the  Music,  Expression,  and  Art 
Departments  provide  special  work  in  their  respective  branches. 
In  the  matter  of  preparatory  courses  that  began  in  September, 

students  that  have  had  the  equivalent  of  the  fall  term's  work  and 
are  able  to  pursue  successfully  the  work  of  the  class,  may  be  enter- 

ed at  Christmas  time  in  any  suitable  course. 
The  winter  term  opens  on  Tuesday,  January  4, 1916;  the  spring 

term  on  Tuesday,  March  28, 1916.

Nov.  28,  was  "The  Life  of  Miss 
Grace  Hoodley  Dod^e."  Leader, 
Geor^je  Simpson. 
On  the  Sunday  after  Christmas, 

December  the  twenty-seventh,  lt>14, 
Miss  Grace  Hoodley  Dodge  died  at 
her  home  in  New  York  City,  after 
an  illness  of  but  two  days.  Death 
came  to  her  when  the  givintr  that 

made  up  her  life  was  at  fall  tide. 
It  has  been  said  that  the  Y.  W.  C. 

A.,  of  which  she  was  the  head,  is 

the  "Kf^ate.st  least-known  organiza- 
tion in  the  world."  In  a  similar 

way.  Miss  Dodge  herself,  because  of 
an  extreme  shrinking  from  publicity 

of  any  kind,  was  one  of  the  greatest 
least-known  women  of  her  generation. 
Because  of  this  fact  I  shall  make  an 

introductory  statement,  to  show  who 
Miss  Dodge  was. 

Grace  II.  Dodge  was  a  daughter 
of  William  Earl  Dodge,  Jr.,  of  New 

York,  and  in  this  city  she  lived 
her  fifty-eight  years  of  Christian 
citizenship  in  its  fullest  sense. 

After  graduating  from  Miss  Port- 
er's school  at  Farmington,  she  at  once 

began  to  assume  the  responsibilities 
which  later  grew  to  statesmanlike 

proportions. Her  principal  interests,  in  brief, 
were  as  follows:  I 

When  largely  through  the  influence 

of  I).  L.  Moody,  who  was  often  en- 

tertained in  her  father's  home,  she 
began  to  tui'n  her  attention  to  or- 

ganized philanthropic  work.  One  of 
the  first  things  to  claim  her  active 
service  was  the  State  Charities  Aid 
Association.  Out  of  this  grew,  later, 

the  Consumer's   League. 
She  founded  in  New  York  City,  the , 

first  working  Girl's  Club  ever  formed. 
Later    she    established    the     Kitchen 

Garden,  and  the  Industrial  Education^ 
Association.     She  also  founded  Teach- 

er's College  in  New  York  City. 
She  was  one  of  the  first  two  women 

on  the  Board  of  Education  in  New 
York  City. 

By  her  support  she  helped  to  make 
possible  the  organized  movement 
against    vice     in     this     country     and 

t 

;  abroad. 

j  She  was  president  of  the  Board  of 
trustees  of  the  American  College  for 
Girls  in   Constantinople. 

\  One  of  her  latest  and  most  absorb- 
ing interests  was  the  Y.  W.  C.  A.  To 

the  presidency  of  its  National  Board 
she  gave  the  greater  part  of  her  time 
during   the    last    eight    years    of   her 

I  life.     She   lived   to   see   the   National 
'  Board  and  its  Training  School  for 
Secretaries  housed  in  a  building  of 
its  own  in  New  York  City.  Her  last 
piece  of  work  was  thus  the  grounding 
of  an  organization  which  should  strike 

at  the  very  root  of  all  problems  af- 
fecting the  life  of  giils — always  and 

fojever  her  greatest  concern.

studied  by  the  Bainonian  Friday 

night.  But  before  beginning  the 

program  for  the  evening,  a  well-writ- 

ten and  instructive  paper  on  "South- 
ern CdfltTibutions  to  American  Litera- 

ture," which  had  been  postponed 
from  a  previous  program,  was  read 

by  Miss  Enloe, 
The  first  number  of  the  regular 

program  was  a  resume  of  the  cycle  of 
Theseus  myths  by  Miss  Zeora 

Brocklehurst,  who  told  of  his  paren- 
tage, his  deeds  as  a  hero,  and  his 

deification  by  the  Greek  nation.  The 

Minotaur  myth  of  this  cycle  was 
stressed  because  it  is  thought  to 

have  a  historical  significance  since

found  a  trail  leading  down  the  moun- 
tain. It  was  here  we  found  snow. 

We  started  down  the  trail,  slipping 

and  sliding  in  the  mud,  and  falling 

over  rocks  and  trees.  When  we  got 

about  half  way  down  five  of  the 

party  decided  to  stop  and  build  a  fire 

and  wait  until  morning  before  go- 
ing further.  But  Smith  and  I  decided 

to  push  ahead,  and  try  to  find  some 
"civilization."  We  followed  the  trail 
by  feeling  with  our  feet  for  it  was 
so  dark  that  we  could  not  see.  We 

traveled  for  about  an  hour  after  leav- 
ing the  party  and  then  went  into 

camp  as  it  began  raining  again.  It 
soon  stopped  however  and  the  moon 

came  out,  so  at  1:15  Saturday  morn- 
ing we  shouldered  our  packs  and  fol- 

lowed on  down  the  trail.  We  reached 
the  first  house  at  2.30  a.  m.  We  woke 

the  people  up  and  explained  to  them 
our  condition.  We  found  out  that  we 

were  in  the  opposite  end  of  Cades 
Cove  to  that  which  we  had  entered 
and  that  it  was  12  miles  across  Mt. 

Rich  to  Riverside,  the  nearest  rail- 
way station.  We  crossed  the  cove  ̂  

but  could  not  find  the  trail  across 

the  Mt.  Seeing  a  light  in  a  house 

we  stopped  and  asked  directions ' 

again. The  man  said  that  if  we  would 

come  in  and  eat  breakfast,  he  would 
tell  us  the  way.  We  could  see  a 
nice  fire  burning  and  as  we  were 
still  very  wet  we  did  not  have  to  be 
coaxed.  The  man  proved  to  be  W.  A, 
Gregory  the  father  of  Abe  Gregory 
who  was  here  last  year.  We  were 
soon  set  down  to  a  fine  breakfast, 

At  day- 
break Mr.  Gregory  showed  us  the 

trail.  We  were  well  dried  by  this 
time  so  we  took  our  leave  of  those 

fine  people  and  started  on  our  last 
climb  over  Mt.  Rich,  which  is  3,500 
ft.  high.  We  had  a  good  trail  up 

,the  Mt.  and  a  good  road  down  through 
the  Mountains  clear  to  Riverside, 

which  place  we  reached  at  11  o'clock 
Saturday  a.  m. 

We  bought  dinner  at  the  store  and 
then  cleaned  up  as  best  we  could. 
Along  about  3:30  the  rest  of  the  party 
came  straggling  in,  and  at  3:55  we 
all  boarded  the  train  and  arrived  in 

Maryville  at  5:10.  We  had  covered 
a  total  distance  of  50  or  60  miles  in 

50  hrs.  None  of  us  were  any  the 
worse  for  the  trip  and  all  glad  to 
be  home  again.

"State  Of  Franklin"  Sub- 
ject Of  Program 

Large   Audience  Attends 

The  first  mid-winter  of  the  year 
occurred  Friday  eveninp:  when  the 
Athe^an  Literary  Society  presented 

a  play  the  tide  of  which  was  "The 
State  of  Franklin."  The  play  was 
based  on  the  historical  facts  which 

led  to  the  birth  of  a  new  state,  Ten- 
nessee, and  was  centered  about  the 

early  public  life  of  John  Sevier. 
The  stage  decorations  were  unique 

in  that  they  were  very  characteristic 
of  the  early  pioneer  days  of  East 
Tennessee.  Two  rough  chinked  log 
cabins  had  been  constructed  and  there 

was  a  profusion  of  trees  on  the 
rostrum  which  took  the  mind  of  the 
audience  back  to  early  frontier  days. 
The  costumes  of  the  players  were 

also  very  characteristic  of  the  early 
days,  some  of  the  higher  personages 
were  clad  in  the  best  colonial  dress, 
others  of  lower  station,  in  rougher 

pioneer  style. 
The  leading  characters  of  the  play 

were,  "Gov.  John  Sevier,"  Fred  R. 
Whalin,  "Col.  John  Tipton,"  Aubrey 
Williams  and  "Capt.  Robertson," 
Chas.  Smith. 

Synopsis  of  the  Play 
The  first  act  opens  with  Sevier 

and  his  negro  servant  in  a  combat 

of  words  before  Sevier's  home  in  the 
wilderness.  The  negro  is  sent  away 

"to  rest."  Sevier  begins  a  soliloquy 
which  is  interrupted -by  a  messenger 
announcing  the  fact  that  a  new  state, 
Franklin,  has  been  formed  and  he  is 

the  first  governor. 
In  the  second  act  Tom  Tipton  tells 

his  father  of  Sevier's  election.  Tipton 
is  disappointed  from  selfish  reasons 
and  plans  revenge  on  Sevier.  Tipton 
orders  Sevier's  arrest  by  the  militia, 
but  Capt.  Robertson  and  the  militia 
mutiny. 

In  the  third  act  Tipton  has  arrested 
Sevier  and  threatens  his  life  but 

spares  him  and  takes  him  to  North 
Carolina.  Later,  while  Capt.  Robert- 

son is  addressing  a  meeting  of  the 
Watauga  Settlers,  Sevier  returns  very 
unexpectedly  and  then  Tipton  appears. 
The  play  closes  in  a  very  touching 
scene  where  Tipton  and  Sevier  become 
reconciled. 

The  play  was  spiced  with  wit  and 
humor  at  the  expense  of  the  negro 
servant  and  the  love  affair  which  ran 

through  the  whole  play.  The  orches- 
tra furnished  some  very  good  music 

before  the  curtain  rose  and  Messrs. 

Rankin,  Leonard,  and  Anderson  filled 
in  the  time  between  acts  in  the  way 
which  is  characteristic  of  them. 
The  entertainment  was  something 

different  in  the  line  of  midwinters  and 

was  enjoyed  by  a  very  large  and  ap- 
preciative audience.

Arthur  Samuel  Kiefer  was  born  in 

Kingston,  Ohio,  April  2,  1889,  but 
shortly  after  this  important  event  in 

his  life  his  parents  moved  to  Ports- 
mouth, Ohio,  where  he  lived  until 

five  years  of  age.  He  was  always 

the  "biggest  kid  in  school,"  and  al- 
though barely  missing  being  an 

"April  Fool"  he  turned  out  to  be 
quite  above  normal,  intellectually 
speaking. 

After  leaving  Portsmouth  he  went 
to  Columbus  where  all  his  school  days 

were  spent.  On  finishing  the  gram- 
mar grades  he  entered  North  High 

School  and  enrolled  in  the  literary 
course.  At  the  end  of  his  third  year 
Arthur  decided  to  discontinue  his  edu- 

cation for  the  time  being,  and  spent 

three  years  in  the  photographic  busi- 
ness with  his  father.  Up  until  this 

time  his  athletic  ability  had  remained  i 
dormant  owing  to  the  objections  of 
his  parents,  but  in  his  senior  high 
school  year  he  took  up  football  and 
track  work,  in  the  latter  specializing 
on  the  discus  throw  and  the  shot  put. 

The  year  following  his  gradua- 
tion from  high  school  he  entered  the 

Agricultural  College  of  Ohio  State 
University  and  won  his  numeral  in 
both  Freshman  track  and  football. 
He  was  also  second  lieutenant  in 
the  annual  cane-rush  and  a  member 

of  the  tug-of-war  team.  In  his  Soph- 
omore year  he  began  his  Varsity  foot 

ball  career  as  substitute,  but  lost  only 
two  quarters  in  the  entire  season, 
tying  for  first  place  in  the  amount 
of  time  played.  He  played  tackle, 
guard,  and  end,  won  his  letter,  and 
helped  make  his  team  champion  of 
Ohio.  In  his  Junior  and  Senior  years 

he  played  guard,  and  in  these  two 
years  lost  only  the  first  two  quarters 
of  the  first  game.  In  his  last  year 
his  team  was  again  champion;  of 
Ohio,  and  in  his  Junior  year  it  tied 
with   Oberlin  for  that  place, 

Kiefer  also  played  some  basket- 
ball but  had  to  drop  it  on  account  of 

heavy  school-work,  averaging  twenty 
hours  a  week  throughout  his  entire 
course.  His  athletic  training  was 

taken  under  such  men  as  Steve  P^'ar- rel,  now  trainer  at  Michigan;  J.  R. 
Richards,  now  head  of  the  Chicago 

Recreation  Department;- J.  W.  Wilce, 
L.  W.  St.  John,  and  F.  R.  Castleman. 

Kiefer  is  a  non-fraternity  man  but 
belonged  to  several  honorary  societies. 

Among  these  was  the  Varsity  "O" Association,  the  Bucket  and  Dipper, 

Gamma  Phi,  the  Sphinx,  and  the 
Horticultural  Society. 

In  June,  1915,  he  graduated  from 
the  Agricultural  College  in  a  class 
of  three  hundred  and  eight,  receiving 

the  degree  of  Bachelor  of  Science  in 
Horticulture.  Shortly  after  this  he

His  work  in  opening  up 
holes  and  aiding  guards  was  very 
noticeable. 

Flannery,  weight  160,  although  not 
winning  his  letter,  received  personal

PROF.  JOHNSON  GIVES 
ADDRESS  TO 

Y.  M.  C.  A. 

The  address  before  the  Y.  M.  C. 

A.  Sunday  afternoon  drew  one  of 
the  largest  crowds  that  has  been  out 
this  year,  about  eighty  men  being 
present.  Prof.  Johnson,  although 

choosing  a  subject  that  is  often  dis- 
cussed, presented  his  material  in  such 

a  novel  and  attractive  way  as  to  com- 
mand the  interest  of  all  present.  He 

spoke  on,  "Why  Christian   Living   is 

Essential  to  a  Successful  Life." 
In  the  beginning  he  read  a  few 
stanzas  from  Rubaiyat  of  Omar 

Khayyam  and  included  the 
philosophy  of  this  Persian  poet,  in  a 
brief  mention  of  that  of  the  Stoic, 

Epicurean,  Moralist,  and  Rationalist. 
As  he  compared  these  ancient  and 
modern  philosophies  with  that  of  the 
Christian  he  showed  that,  in  the  last 

analysis,  only  the  choice  of  the 
latter  could  bring  a  man  to  success. 
Success,  said  the  speaker,  does  not 

lie  in  one's  ability  to  command  a 
high  salary,  or  in  commanding  the 
praise  of  certain  people,  but  success 
is  attained  only  through  .service  for 
others.  A  man,  as  a  moralist,  may 

live  a  clean  upright  life,  but  it  is  a 
selfish,  negative  life,  or  a  man  may  be 

guided  by  reason  and  live  the  same 
righteous  life,  and  yet  will  lack 
that  motive  power,  Jesus  Christ,  to 

impel  him  on  to  positive  influence 
for  good.  Only  as  we  take  Christ 
into  our  lives  can  we  hope  to  be 
real  successes.  And  especially  did 
the  speaker  drive  home  this  point, 

that,  although  we  have  the  right 
ideas  of  success  now,  ten  years  hence 
may  find  us  in  an  almost  opposite 

attitude,  for  the  pressure  of  voca- 
tional life  will  change  our  motives, 

and  what  we  consider  essential  now, 

may  then  be  swamped  by  more 
worldly  views. 

The  meeting  next  Sunday  will  be 

led  by  "Red"  Turner,  his  subject  be- 

ing "Imago  Christi."

This,  gentlemen,  is  a  record  of  the 

names  of  some  of  the  members  of 

the  Bundesrath  and  the  way  they 
voted  on  the  question  of  war,  when 
it  was  presented  to  them,  after  the 
masterly  address  by  Herr  Von  Deck 

Williams  and  Herr  Von  "Shorty" 
Wallin.  The  names  of  the  other 
members  of  the  Bundtsrath  and  the 
way  they  voted  can  be  secured  from 
the  German  Kaiser,  Jonathan  Ed- 

ward Kidder.  Vater  Martin  Luther 

(Her  Von  Andy  "Deacon"  Richards) 
distinguished  himself  by  emphatical- 

ly and  decisively  voting  "Nein"  on 
the  question.  When  the  German 
Kaiser  declared  war  and  finished  ad- 

dressing his  staff,  the  curtain  went 
down  on  the  first  scene  of  one  of  the 

best  Midwinter  plays  ever  given  on 
College  Hill.  This  Midwinter  was 

presented  by  the  Alpha  Sigma  Lit- 
erary Society  in  the  Chapel  on  Sat- 
urday night,  December  18th. 

The  play  was  divided  into  two 
acts,  the  first  act  presenting  four 
scenes  from  the  theater  of  the  Eu- 

ropean war.  The  first  scene,  men- 
tioned above,  shows  the  German 

Bundesrath  in  session,  debating  the 
question  of  war.  The  German  Kai- 

ser is  seated  on  his  throne,  and  on 
his  right  in  his  military  staff. 

The  second  scene  transplants  us  to 
England,  and  we  see  a  review  of  the 

English  troops  by  Earl  Kitchener, 

("Happy"  L'oyd)  and  hea^  him  ad- 
dress his  soldiers.  The  drill,  which 

followed  his  address,  led  by  General 
Douglas  Haig  (Pat  Quinn)  was  al- 

most perfect,  and  showed  a  good  deal 
of  work.  It  was  pleasing  to  watch 
the  perfect  symmetry  and  harmony 
of  the  movements  of  the  soldiers  as 
the  commands  were  given. 

The  large  audience  that  witnessed 
the  play  will  never  forget  the  realis- 

tic effect  of  the  third  scene,  which 
showed  a  battle  in  Northern  France. 
The  scene  was  enacted  behind  a  white 

linen  screen,  upon  which  a  red  light 
played,  while  all  other  lights  were 
cut  off.  This  threw  the  shadows  of 
the  actors  into  bold  relief  on  the 

screen,  and  as  the  opposing  armies 
came  into  closer  and  closer  conflict 
with  each  other,  as  the  bombs  and 
shrapnels  and  Krupp  guns  claimed 
their  victims,  who  fell  dead  here  and 

there,  as  ever  and  anon  a  shriek,  a 
cry,  a  moan,  would  go  up  from  the 
wounded,  as  those  ministering  angels, 
the  Red  Cross  nurses,  came  to  carry 

)  off  the  victims,  all  through  this  won- 
derful scene,  the  audience  sat  spell- 
bound and  entranced. 

Scene  four  showed  a  French  hos- 
pital at  the  front,  wounded  soldiers 

lying  in  their  cots,  and  the  Red 
Cross  nurses  and  a  Catholic  priest 
ministering  to  them.  Some  people 
still  refuse  to  believe  that  the  nurses 

(Jack  Cook  and  Harry  Ferntheil) 
were  not  of  the  feminine  sex,  which 
speaks  well  for  Miss  Fanson,  the  art- 

ist, and  for  the  delusive  article  which 
some  folks  use  on  their  faces. 

Act  two,  which  presented  the  last 

scene,  showed  some  Maryville  stu- 
dents in  a  military  camp.  They  re- 

called old  college  days,  and  had  a 
good  time  at  the  expense  of  Aubrey 
Williams,  and  some  members  of  the 

faculty.  The  play  closed  with  a  fit- 
ting climax,  when  the  picture  of  the 

Prince  of  Peace  was  thrown  upon  a

For  graduation  from  this  depart- 
ment, two  years  of  individual  lessons 

with  their  required  hour  of  practice 

each  day  are  necessary.  Further  re- 
quirements for  graduation  are  the

student  an  opportunity  of  doing  pub- 
lic work.  Opportunities  are  also 

given  to  many  students,  when  their 
work  is  adequate,  to  read  for  church 
organization  societies,  clubs  and 
lodges.  Such  readings  are  gladly 

furnished  upon  application  to  the  de- 

partment.

Miss  Almira  Jewell,  '08,  Miss  Ruth  Jew- 
ell '11,  and  Rev.  Stanley  H.  Jewell  '07. 

Dr.  Jewell's  wife  was  Miss  Belle  Porter, 
an  old  student  of  the  college  and  sister 
of  Rev.  James  Boyd  Porter  of  the  Class 
of  1877. 

Dr.  Jewell  delivered  the  address  be- 
fore the  Y.  M.  C.  A.  and  Y.  W.  C.  A. 

at  the  Commencement  of  1913.  He  has 

always  been  a  warm  friend  of  Maryville 
college  and  of  several  students  who 
were  directed  here  by  his  influence. 
He  was  a  Christian  statesman  and 

was  greatly  depended  upon  in  his

per  cent,  shall  be  graduated,  Magna 

cum  Laude. 

3 — That  members  of  the  Senior 

Class  that  have  been  resident  stu- 
dents for  at  least  six  terms  and  have 

an  average  scholarship  of  90  per 

cent  shall  be  graduated.  Cum  Laude. 

4 — That  this  distinction  be  indi- 

cated on  the  diploma  and  published 

in  the-  commencement  program  and 
in  tht  catalog.

Term  and  Total  Year's  En-  _ 
rollment  Will  Exceed  800 

For  the  first  time  in  any  one  term 

of  any  year  throughout  the  ninety- 
five  years  of  useful  service  that 
Maryville  College  has  given  to  the 

cause  of  Christian  education,  the  en- 
rollment has  passed  the  700  mark. 

The  total  enrollment  for  a  full  year 
has,  to  be  sure,  been  much  larger, 

having  reached  during  1914-1915  a 
total  of  771.  With  more  than  700 

in  onB  term,  however,  there  is  every 
reason  to  believe  that  the  roster  for 

the  year  will  contain  the  names  of 
800  students. 

On  the  thirteenth  day  of  the  winter 
term  six  years  ago,  500  students  had 
enrolled,  and  on  that  day  this  term 
712  have  enrolled.  This  growth  is 
the  more  remarkable  when  we  re- 

member that  Maryville  has  been  rais- 
ing her  standards  and  abolishing 

grade  work. 

This  record  for  a  term's  enroll- 
ment, climbing  from  500  to  712  in 

six  years,  naturally  brings  the  ques- 

^'ion,  what  has  been  the  total  year's 
^  enrollment  during  the  past  few  years. 

Briefly  stated,  the  enrollments  are 

the  following:  for  1900-01,  389; 
for  1909-10,  609;  for  1914-15,  771; 
and  for  1915-16,  as  stated  before, 
there  will  be  probably  over  800  en- 
rolled. 

Professor  W.  L.  Johnson  addressed 

the  Junior  Section  of  the  Alpha 
Sigma  Literary  Society  Saturday 
night,  January  22nd.  Taking  for  his 

subject,  "Is  Literary  Work  Worth 
While?",  the  speaker  showed  that 
sucess  in  life  depends  on  two  things: 
first,  one  must  have  a  mastery  of  his 
life  work;  again,  one  must  have 
a  strong  personality.  He  showed 
that  literary  work  will  help  a  student 

to  develop  both  things.  "Literary 
work",  he  said,  "will  make  you  think, 
and  thinking  will  help  you  to  master 
your  subject.  Personality  counts  in 
every  walk  of  life  ,  and  literary  work 
will  help  you  develop  personality.  In 

the  first  place,  it  will  develop  self- 
control,  which  is  absolutely  neces- 

sary. Again,  it  will  develop  confi- 
dence. The  last  thing  that  literary 

work  develops,  the  speaker  said,  was 

persuasiveness.  He  said  it  is  neces- 
sary in  one's  life  work,  and  also  in 

"moonshining",  otherwise  known  as 
courtship.  Some  members  of  the 
society  are  anxious  to  know  why  the 
Professor  does  not  show  the  results 

of  his  persuasiveness.

Meetings  To  Begin  February  7. 

Points  of  Law  are  Discussed 

The  program  of  the  Maryville  Col- 
lege Law  Club  Saturday  night,  Jan. 

29,  was  one  of  much  interest.  Dif- 
ferent phases  of  law  were  discussed 

by  five  of  its  members. 
Jason  B.  Deyton  was  the  first 

speaker  of  the  evening.  His  sub- 

ject, "Exposition  of  Crime,"  was 
introduced  with  a  history  of  criminal 
law.  He  told  of  the  three  phases  of 

it,  which  were  felony,  treason  and 
misdemeanor. 

"Habeas  Corpus"  was  the  subject 
of  J.  H.  Turner's  theme.  He  said 
that  "Habeas  Corpus"  originated  in 
the  year  1216,  during  the  reign  of 

King  John,  and  in  the  Magna  Char- 
ta. 

Ray  Quinn  spoke  on  "Dower."  He 
defined  it  thus:  "It  is  that  portion  of 
the  lands  or  tenements  of  a  man 

whic)i  his  widow  enjoys  during  her 

life,  after  the  death  of  her  husband." 
The  amount  of  dower,  he  said,  varies 

acording  to  the  laws  of  the  different 
states.  Some  states  allow  the  widow 
in  her  dower  one-third  and  others 
one-half  of  the-  real  estate  of  the 

husband's  estate. 
"Torts  and  Contracts"  was  well 

discussed  by  Jesse  B.  Ross.  H6  de- 
fined and  showed  wherein  torts  differ 

from  contracts.  "Torts,"  he  said, 
is  a  legal  wrong  committed  outside  of 
a  contracted  relation  or  infraction  of 

some  duty  wherein  damages  occur." 
"A  contract,"  he  said,  "is  an  agree- 

ment between  two  or  more  persons 

based  upon  sufficient  consideration, 
to  do  or  not  to  do  some  particular 

thing." 
E.  K.  James  talked  on  the  "Immu- 

nities From  Execution."  He  men- 
tioned a  phase  of  the  homestead  law 

in  Florida  and  Tennessee.  He  spoke 

chiefly  on  the  homestead  law.

Mr.  Kiefer  took  his  B.  S.  degree  in 

the  department  of  agriculture  and 
horticulture  at  the  University  of 

Ohio  in  '15.  During  his  three  years 
football  career  there  he  was  out  of 

the  game  only  one  quarter,  and  that 
was  the  first  quarter  of  his  first  game 
Mr.  Kiefer  was  also  a  valuable  track 

man.  Only  heavy  literary  work  pre- 
vented him  from  playing  basketball. 

The  thoroughness  of  his  work  is 

shown  by  the  fact  that  he  was  award- 
ed the  first  Western  Conference 

medal  for  combined  scholastic  and 
athletic  work. 

Mr.  Kiefer  will  have  general  super- 
vision of  all  departments  of  athletics. 

Besides  he  will  teach  two  or  three 

hours  each  day.  In  this  work  he  will 
be  an  instructor  in  the     Agricultural 

Rev.  Dr.  Thornton  Whaling,  Pres- 
ident of  the  Theological  Seminary  at 

Columbia,  S.  C,  gave  a  very  instruct- 
ive address  to  the  student  body  at 

chapel  Thursday  morning.  His  text 

was  "Beginning  at  Jerusalem,"  and 

the  subject  which  he  gave  to  his  ad- 
dress was  "The  Greatest  Thing  in  the 

World."  The  weight  of  his  address 
was  thrown  for  home  missions. 

Among  the  many  arguments  he 

put  up  were  these.  "The  United States  is  now  and  must  continue  for 
some  time,  to  be  the  predominating 
nation.  She  is  like  a  human  body 

■*  possessing  a  heart,  brains  and  feet, 
sending  forth  her  hands  to  aid  every 

existing  nation  and  with  the  same  in- 
struments bringing  unto  herself  rich 

treasure.  If  the  U.  S.  is  to  save  she 
must  herself  be  saved.  Only  the 

saved  can  save." "The  U.  S.  is  a  pivotal  nation.  Her 
mission  as  a  saving  force  can  be  felt 
like  that  of  Paul  if  she  will  but  save 
herself  as  Paul  himself  was  saved.  If 

we  as  a  nation  are  saved,  the  immi- 
grants returning  to  the  Eastern 

World  will  carry  that  saving  power. 

"Especially  must  the  South  rise  to 

the  call.  The  "back  door"  of  the  U. 

S.  is  fast  becoming  the  "front  door" since  the  Panama  canal  has  been 
built.  Galveston  as  an  export  city  is 
second  to  New  York  City.  Rural  life 

is  being  transformed  by  agricultural 

colleges,  good  roads,  community  cen- 
ters, automobiles,  co-operative  clubs.

A  BASIS  FOR  OUR 
ATHLETICS 

IIow  are  we  students  to  place  our 
athletics  on  a  sure  and  solid  basis? 

First,  must  athletics  not  be  support- 
ed? IIow  must  athletics  Le  support- 
ed? How  is  each  student  tj  lend  his 

support — only  to  groan,  or  grumble 
when  the  price  of  a  game  is  demand- 

ed an:i  let  the  thoug'.it  Cx  „he  spent 
quarter  dampen  his  spirit  at  the 

game?  Or  v/ill  you,  with  your  intel- 
ligent interest,  co-opeiation  and  your 

eiforts  especially  directe.i  along  this 

line  help  to  oil  the  cogs  of  o  ir  athlet- 
ics and  make  them  "hu:r.?"  The 

Maryville  College  spirit  in  athletics 
has  been  fine  this  year — almost  as 
good  as  in  the  years  when  we  used  to 
beat  the  University  of  Tennessee. 

Yot,  could  we  not  have  still  more  spir- it? 

This  is  the  first  reason,  then,  why 

Maryville  College  should  charge  an 
athletic  fee  from  each  stude  it  on  en- 

tering every  term  and  make  all  the 
games  free  to  the  students.  If  the 
side-lines  were  crowded,  the  gymna- 

sium jammed,  or  the  jvrandstand 
pacl:ed,  the  spirit  and  intei3st  both 

on  the  part  of  the  team  and  the  on- 
looker would  be  at  its  hei;Tht.  This 

crowd  would  necessitate  so.ne  band 

music  and  there  would  be  so.ap  con- 
crete evidences  of  hoarse  voices  say- 

ing, "That's  the  best  game  I  ever 

saw," If  a  study  or  merely  an  inquiry 
were  made  as  to  conditions  of  our 

athletics  financially,  it  would  be 

found  that  they  are  on  a  very  unsta- 
ble basis.  The  official  buyer  must 

purchase  cheap  equipment  for  the 
team  because  the  funds  in  the  treas- 

ury &re  lovv  and  uncertain  and  it  cer- 
tainly is  true  that  in  the  end  it  pays  to 

buy  good  materials.  Each  team  man- 
ager has  to  worry  about  the  (inancial 

pide  of  the  question  as  well  as  the 
schedule  side.  But  if  each  student 

paid  the'  fee,  which  would  not  need 
to  be  more  than  fifty  cents  a  term,  at 
the  beginning  of  school,  our  athletics 
would  be  on  a  solid  basis.

That  we  place  on 
record  this  expression  of  our  deep 
sorrow  at  the  loss  we  have  sustained 

in  the  removal  of  one  so  long  and 
honorably  a  representative  of  the 
work  of  the  old  College  with  which 
he  and  we  have  been  connected;  but 
that,  at  the  same  time,  we  also  place 
on  record  this  expression  of  our 
gratitude  to  Almighty  God  for  the 
long  and  greatly  useful  life  that  was 
granted  to  our  departed  friend. 

Resolved,  2.  That  v/e  commend  to 

the  young  people  of  the  present  gen- 
eration the  inspiring  example  that 

this  life  presents  of  scholarly  prepar- 

ation for  life's  work,  of  unwavering 
honor  in  the  toil  of  his  profession,  of 
faithful  devotion  to  duty,  and  of 
conscientious  performance  of  the 
work  that  Providence  assigned  to  his 
hands.  The  annals  of  the  College 
and  the  work  of  the  world  have  been 

enriched  by  this  life  of  devotion. 

Resolved,  2.  That,  while  sympa- 
thizing with  the  kindred  of  our 

friend  in  their  great  loss,  we  con- 
gratulate them  that  he  was  allowed 

to  round  out  a  long  and  useful  life 
and  to  enjoy  with  them  years  of  a 
tranquil  and  happy  old  age;  and  that 
his  end  was  peace. 

Biographical  sketch  of  John  Wil- 
kinson Catcs. 

John  Wilkinson  Cates  was  born  in 

Maryville  on  April  7,  1833.  His  per- 
ents  were  Reuben  Louis  Cates  (born 
on  Jan.  2G,  179G;  died  on  April  20, 
18C6)  and  Amanda  Wilkinson  Cates. 
The  family  home  then  stood  on  Main 

Street  where  Mr.  Reagan's  store  now 
stands.  Ilis  father  came  to  Blount 

County  from  Orange  County,  N.  C. 
His  mother  was  Amanda  Wilkinson 

(born  on  Sept.  1,  1800;  died  on  Sept. 

17,  18G7),  daughter  of  John  Wil- 
kinson, Esq.,  originally  from  Penn- 
sylvania and  serving  in  Blount  Coun- 

ty, Tennesssee,  as  Attorney-General 
for  many  years,  and  dying  in  office 
in  1829;  and  of  his  wife,  Margaret 
Brady  Wilkinson,  originally  from 

Rock  Bridge  County,  Va.  The  mar- 

riage of  Dr.  Cates'  parents  took  place 
on  June  3,  1819.  I 

Dr.  Cates  was     educated  in    Mary- ' 
ville  under     Dr.     Isaac     Anderson  at 

the  old  College,  from  which  he  grad- ' 
uated,  with  the  degree  of  Bachelor  of  I 

Arts,  in  the  class     of  1851.     He  also  i 
took  a  complete  medical     course  and 
graduated  at  the     Nashville     Medical 

College.     While  in  the     Medical  Col- 
lege he  gained  a  fifty-dollar  prize  for 

proficiency  in  anatomy,     having  car- 

ried the  honor    ofl'  among    two  hun- 
dred students.   He  returned  to  Mary- 

ville, where  he  began  his  pi'actice  of 
medicine  about  the  year  1857.  From 

the  beginning  he  commanded  the  re- 
spect of  the  community  as  being  one 

of  the  most  thoroughly  educated  and 
skilled     physicians    that    had       ever 
practiced  in  our  section. 

The  war  interrupted  his  career,  as 
it  did  the  career  of  all  the  young  men 
of  the  South.  He  and  his  brother 

Charles  enlisted  together  in  the  Con- 
federate army  at  the  outbreak  of 

hostilities  in  1861,  He  was  com- 
missioned as  First  Lieutenant  of  Cav- 

alry under  Capt.  W.  C.  Holland,  a 
company  belonging  to  the  battalion 
commanded  by  Colonel  George  R. 

McClellan.  Soon  afterwards,  how- 
ever, he  was  appointed  surgeon  in  the 

army  and  resigned  his  lieutenancy. 
He  served  as  surgeon  for  three  years 

in  the  field  and  in  hospitals  in  Ken- 
tucky, Tennessee,  and  Virginia.  He 

was  present  on  the  battle  field  at 
Shiloh  and  witnessed  the  death  of 

General  Albert  Sidney  Johnston.  He 
rendered  most  faithful,  skillful,  and 

untiring  service-during  these  danger- 
ous «nd  arduous  years,  lie  resigned 

from  the  service  in  1864  and  came 

back  to  Maryville,  where  he  resumed 
his  practice. 

On  May  31,  1864,  at  Boyds  Creek, 
Sevier  County,  Tenn.,  he  was  united 

in  marriage  by  Rev.  John  M.  Cald- 
well, the  son-in-law  of  Dr.  Anderson, 

with    Miss  Mary  Elizabeth    Brabson, 

Y.  W.  C.  A.

Tuesday  of  this  week  newspapers 

throughout  the  country  announced 

the  action  of  thm  QahwaI  Ed- 

ucation Board  appropriating  to  M*- 

ryville  College  the  sum  of  $75,000.00 
towards  a  Centennial  Forward  Fund 

of  $300,000.00,  to  be  added  to  the 

present  endowment  of  the  institu- 
tion. This  news  will  be  joyfully  re- 

ceived by  all  friends  of  the  College, 
i'he  action  of  the  Board  comes  as  the 
climax  to  painstaking  toil  on  the  part 
of  Fresiuent  Wilson  extending  over 

a  period  of  many  months.  It  is  only 

the  beginning,  however,  of  a  cam- 
paign to  raise  this  Centennial  For- 

ward Fund  of  Three  Hundred  Thous- 
and Dollars  imperatively  needed  to 

enable  the  college  to  meet  its  oppor- 
tunities and  obligations  in  the  task  of 

furnishing  the  highest  possible  educa- 
tional advantages  to  young  men 

and  young  women  of  limited  needs. 

The  present  equipment  of  the  Col- 
lege consists  of  an  invested  endow- 
ment of  $498,000.00,  $119,000.00  of 

which  is  subject  to  annuity;  and  its 

plant  of  235  acres  of  campus  and 

woodland,  and  twelve  buildings,  val- 
ued at  $416,000.00.  This  total  of 

$914,000  is  so  handled  that  the  Col- 
lege contributes  as  much  to  the  cause 

of  education  as  colleges  less  happily 
situated  are  able  to  do  with  much 

larger  sums.  Nevertheless  the  man- 
agement is  unable  to  meet  the  in- 

creasing demands  of  modern  educa- 
tion and  the  ever  increasing  host  of 

students  without  such  additional  in- 

come as  the  proposed  Centennial  For- 
ward Fund  of  Three  Hundred  Thous- 

and Dollars  will  provide. 

Among  other  new  developments  of 

the  College  that  this  Fund  is  to  pro- 
vide is  an  Agricultural  Department. 

A  start  toward  the  establishment  of 

this  department  has  already  been 
made.  Gifts  amounting  to  $800.00 

have  been  received  from  friends  out- 
side of  Tennessee,  and  friends  in 

Blount  County  are  contributing  live 

ptock  and  farm  implements.  Treas- urer Proffitt  has  special  charge  of 

the  inauguration  of  this  department 
and  should  be  corresponded  with  by 
alumni  and  friends  who  may  desire  to 

have  their  contributions  to  the  For- 
ward Fund  applied  to  this  special 

work. 

President  Wilson  will  labor  unspar- 
ingly to  secure  contributions  to  the 

Fund,  and  will  spend  most  of  his  time 
in  the  field.

dom of  speech  so  far  as  it  is  Christ- 
ian in  spirit  and  relates  to  vital  facts, 

but  without  bigotry  or  unnecessary 

acidity.

E.  Speer  will  be  president  of  the  Con- 
gress, nad  his  presence  in  the  chair

Rev.  Mr.  Bartlett  to  conduct  our  Feb- 
ruary meetings.  Mr.  Bartlett  is  a 

man  who  knows  the  whole  meaning 

of  college  life.  He  knows  the  needs 
of  college  students,  is  thoroughly  in 

sympathy  with  their  ideals  and  wish- 
es to  serve  them  in  showing  them  how 

they  may  best  attain  those  ideals. 
It  has  been  the  experience  of  those 

students  who  have  attended  the  Feb- 
ruary meetings  in  the  past,  that  no 

wave  of  exciting,  nerve  storm  is 
found  in  any  service.  One  simple 
but  sincere  purpose  seems  to  run 
thru  all  the  services — to  show  the 
sanity  of  living  the  Christ  life. 

The  meetings  are  not  of  the  ultra- 
emotional  type  that  is  so  common  in 

many  revivals.  The  sermons  deliv- 
ered by  a  college  man  to  college  stu- 

dents are  meant  to  impress  upon 

thinking  people  the  reasonableness 

and  the  practical  value  of  the  Christ- 
ian life. 

Those  who  already  have  Christian 
standards  of  actions  will  be  stirred 
to  new  endeavor  by  atending  these 
meetings. 

Those  who  have  not  seriously  con- 
sidered the  question  of  consecrating 

their  lives,  or  those  who  are  still  in 
doubt,  will  find  in  these  services  the 

strong  appeal  that  Christianity  al- 
ways makes  to  the  best  that  is  in 

manhood  and  womanhood. 

No  attempt  is  made  to  play  upon 

the  emotions.  It  is  the  earnest  de- 
sire of  the  college  that  Christianity 

be  presented  in  its  true  light,  that  it 
be  clearly  shown  that  faith  has  its 
foundation  on  fact;  and  that  religion 
is  not  something  that  appeals  to 

weaklings  but  that  it  holds  a  chal- 
lenge today  as  never  before  for  real 

men  and  women  who  shall  go  forth, 
made  strong  by  what  Christianity  can 
give  them  to  fight  victorious  battles 
for  righteousness.

Excellent  Series  Of  Sermons

secrated    Their    Lives  To 

Christ 

Again  the  glorious  and  heaven- 

filled  days  of  the  annual  "February 
JHeetings"  have  come  and  passed! 
Like  the  traveller,  we  have  climbed 
to  the  highest  peak  of  the  mountain, 
above  the  clouds,  and  have  beheld  the 

wonderful  beauty  of  the  Sun  of 

Righteousness.  We  have  experienc- 
ed the  exhilirating  atmosphere  of  the 

spiritual  heights,  its  wonderful  joys 
and  pleasures,  and  the  memory  of 
these  days  will  always  remain  with 

all  who  had  the  privilege  of  partici- 
pating in  them. 

If  Voorhees  Chapel  could  speak, 
what  a  tale  it  would  tell,  of  battles

very  mildly.  Himself  a  Maryville 
College  student  of  the  Class  of  1901, 
son  of  the  former  President  of  the 

College,  having  been  born  in  Baldwin 
Hall,  he  knows  students  and  their 
problems,  and  knows  how  to  help 
them.  His  love  for  the  students  and 

his.  sympathy  with  their  struggles, 

couphd  with  his  strong  personality — 
these  were  great  factors  in  the  suc- 

cess of  the  meetings.  As  a  man,  Mr. 
Bartlett  is  well  worth  the  second 

glance.  One  feels,  as  he  looks  at 
him,  that,  should  the  occasion  ever 
arise,  he  would  be  able  to  give  a 

good  display  of  what  has  been  term- 
ed "muscular  Christianity."  And 

well  he  needs  his  strong  constitution, 
for  as  Associate  Superintendent  of 

the  Synod  of  Tennessee,  he  is  charg-

nooga, Tenn. 

As  a  preacher,  Mr.  Bartlett  is  of 
the  John  the  Baptist  type,  filled  with 
a  passionate  love  for  God  and  for 
righteousness,  and  blazing  a  way  for 
His  Master.

first  sermon  that  he  preached  on  the 
first  Monday  morning,  when  he  told

that  of  a  strong  man  to  strong  men 
and  women.  They  were  logical  and 

appealed  to  the  fair-mindedness  of 
the  students.

"Faith"  was  a  good  illustration  of  his 
sober,  sane,  reasonable  and  intelli- 

gent presentation  of  the  great 
truths  of  the  Gospel.

At 

the  present  time  there  are  twelve 

missionaries  there,  and  outside  of  the 

girls'  school  there  is  also  a  boys' 
school,  a  dispensary  and  a  hospital. 

In  spite  of  the  fact  that  Hengchow 

is  as  far  south  as  the  central  part  of 

Florida,  the  winters  are  quite  cold 

and  severe,  probably  on  account  of 

the  high  altitude,  but  the  summers 

are,  on  the  other  hand,  long  and  hot. 

Miss  Ewers  is  very  enthusiastic  ov- 

er her  prospects  in  the  new  field  and 

hopes  very  much  that  her  work  will 

be  among  younger  children. 
We  bespeak  for  Miss  Ewers  a 

splendid  career  of  usefulness  in  her 
chosen  field  of  service.

HARDER  WORK 
IN  COLLEGES 

There  is  evidence  of  a  disposition 
on  the  part  of  college  authorities  to 
make  college  work  harder.  There 

has  been,  say  some  who  are  in  a  posi- 
tion to  pass  judgment,  too  much 

"intellectual  pampering."  Things 
have  been  too  easy.  And  there  has 
been  too  much  indulgence.  The 
road  to  knowledge,  in  short,  has  been 

made  too  easy  and  too  smooth.  Presi< 
dent  John  Grier  Hibben,  of  Princeton 

is  among  those  who  hold  to  these 
views.     Says  he: 

If  I  were  asked  to  name  the  great- 

est defect  of  the  present  undergradu- 
ate, I  would  say  it  was  his  tendency 

to  postpone  until  tomorrow  the  task 
of  today.  Colleges  connive  in  this 
by  making  his  work  agreeable ;  the 
teacher  at  once  helps  him  over  any 

difficulty.  Men  in  the  world  must 
earn  their  daily  bread  by  the  sweat 
of  their  brows,  but  the  student  can 

acquire  knowledge  quite  vicariously 
without  having  to  exert  himself  for 
it.  He  should  be  made  to  think  his 

way  out  of  difficuHies  for  himself. 
There  is  a  great  deal  of  truth  in 

this,  of  course.  That  fact  is  quite 
obvious.  The  surprising  thing  about 
most  college  graduates  except  those 
perhaps,  who  have  had  technical 
training,  is  how  little  they  seem  to 
know.  They  may  know  a  very  great 

deal,  to  be  sure,  but  they  fail  some- 
how to  inspire  any  one  with  confi- 

dence in  their  knowledge.  Was  that 
the  case  with  the  college  graduate  of 
twenty  or  thirty  years  ago?  We 

fancy  not.  He  came  from  the  uni- 
versity surer  of  himself  than  the 

graduate  of  today.  He  was  more  in- 
dependent; he  had  greater  self  re- 

liance.   Jle  appeared  to  be  less  help-

All  the  streams  that  collect  in 

Southwestern  Virginia  and  in  the 

northern  part  of  East  Tennessee 

crawl  down  through  the  hills  and 

ridges  of  this  valley.  So  in  hiking 

from  Maryville  to  the  Cumberlands, 

streams,  low  ridges  and  small  valleys 
are  crossed. 

Leaving  Maryville  at  3:40  Thurs- 
day afternoon,  we,  a  party  of  two, 

reached  Knoxville  in  time  for  supper 

before  5:30.  At  about  5:30  p.  m. 

we  left  Knoxville  on  the  Maynard- 

ville  pike,  a  good  road  that  runs 

northwest,  directly  toward  the  Cum- 

berlands. After  having  crossed  sev- 
en ridges,  seven  valleys  and  seven 

creeks,  and  having  covered  twenty- 
four  miles  of  moonlit  road,  we  ar- 

rived at  Clinch  river  at  11:50  p.  m. 

We  crossed  by  canal.  Two  miles 

farther  a  farmer  kindly  received  us 

at  the  still  hour  of  12:40.  We  arose 

in  time  to  get  breakfast  by  daylight, 

ready  for  the  final  dash.  The  pike 
had  been  left  twelve  miles  behind, 

a  graded  road  had  ended  four  miles 
back  and  now  we  were  traveling  over 

roads  that  the  buffaloes  had  survey- 
ed— rough  and  hilly. 

At  about  6:30  Friday  morning  we 

set  out  to  cover  the  last  twenty  miles 

of  our  journey.  After  traveling  two 
miles  we  crossed  Powell  River.

Bartlett  spoke  of  the  essentials  in  a 

revival  campaign.  He  mentioned 

three  factors,  the  Holy  Spirit,  the 

Truth,  and  the  people  of  God.  From 

the  start,  the  Christian  students  of 

the  College  worked  together  in  uniy 

and  harmony,  realizing  the  great  re- 
sponsibility that  rested  upon  them  as 

the  "people  of  God"  of  Maryville 
College.  In  the  prayer  services  for 
the  workers  at  the  Y.  M.  C.  A.,  in  the 

meetings  on  the  various  floors  in  the 

halls,  in  the  personal  conversations 

of  the  student-workers  and  teachers 

with  those  who  were  as  yet  undecid- 
ed as  to  their  relations  to  Christ,  a 

general  spirit  of  helpfulness  and 

good-will  pervaded.  It  was  wonder- 
ful to  look  on  and  notice  how  all  dif- 

ferences were  laid  aside  between 
studtnt  and  student,  and  between 
student  and  teacher,  and  how  closely 
students  were  united  to  each  other 

and  to  the  faculty.  Surely  the  Gos- 
pel of  Christ  can  work  wonders!  It 

makes  one  forget  self  in  his  or  her 
zeal  to  win  others  for  the  great 
Christ. 

The  closing  service  on  the  last  Fri- 
day morning  will  long  be  remembered 

as  the  most  impressive  service  of  the 
whole  meeting.  The  battle  had  been 
fought.  The  victory  had  been  won. 
Yet  there  were  a  few  who  were  still 
undecided.  Mr.  Bartlett  asked  those 
who  had  accepted  the  Christ  during 
the  meetings  to  again  confess  Him 
by  standing,  and  many  young  men 
and  women  responded.  In  a  very 
earnest,  tender  and  loving  appeal, 
he  asked  those  who  had  not  made  the 

decision  as  yet  to  "come  across"  on the  last  morning.  To  his  great  joy, 

and  to  the  great  joy  of  all  the 
Christian  students,  a  good  number 

responded.  Following  the  custom 
of  the  whole  meeting,  the  Doxology 

was  sung  for  each  of  the  students 
who  had  made  the  decision,  and  then 
Mr.  Bartlett  asked  the  students  to 

give  the  "How-we-How"  for  Jesus 
Christ.  He  then  asked  all  who  had 
decided  for  Christ  to  come  forward 

to  the  platform,  shake  his  hand,  and 
receive  a  beautiful  little  pocket 

Testament,  which  would  help  them 
Iceep  close  to  the  Saviour  they  had 

found.  With  the  singing  of  "Blest 
be  the  tie  that  binds  our  hearts  in 

Christian  love",  and  "God  be  with 

you  till  we  meet  again,"  there  closed 
the  twelve  happiest  days  that  the 

sudents  had  yet  experienced  on  Col- 

lege Hill. 
Almost  the  whole  student  body 

followed  Mr.  Bartlett  to  he  train  on 
which  he  was  to  leave  for  Knoxville. 

A  number  of  the  young  women  were 
seen  with  tears  in  their  eyes  as  they 
saw  him  leave  the  Chapel,  and  no 

doubt  there  was  a  "thump"  in  the 
hearts  of  the  young  men,  too.  At 
the  train,  standing  on  the  rear  end, 

the  great  man  asked  us  to  sing  the 
chorus  "Since  Jesus  came  into  my 

heart",  which  drew  the  attention  of 
all  the  passengers  on  the  train.  He 
then  asked  us  to  sing  the  Doxology 
three  times,  the  last  verse  being 
sung  as  the  train  was  pulling  out, 
while  all  the  students  were  giving 
him  the  Chautauqua  salute. 

As  a  result  of  the  meetings,  83 

young  men  and  women  openly  con- 
fessed Christ  for  the  first  time,  285 

students  reconsecrated  their  lives  to 

God,  all  had  their  faith  renewed  and 
strengthened,  their  vision  enlarged, 
and  their  hearts  warmed.  Faculty 

and  students  have  been  drawn  to- 
gether in  a  closer  bond  of  love  and 

fellowship,  and  a  spirit  of  good  will 
is  prevalent  all  over  the  hill.  All 
feel  like  saying  with  Joseph  of  old, 

"Surely  God  is  in  this  place!"

Urges     College     Men     To  Get 

Back  Of  The  Great  Prohi- 
bition Movement 

Mr  William  T.  Mclntyre,  secretary 

of  the  Inter-collegiate  Prohibition 

Association,  gave  a  short  and  instruc- 
tive address  at  chapel  last  Thursday 

morning.  Mr.  Mclntyre  says  that 

the  saloons  are  being  stamped  out  at 

the  rate  of  40  each  day. 

In  the  interest  of  the  I.  P.  A.,  Mr. 

Mclntyre  said  that  one-half  of  the 
colleges  in  the  United  States  are  in 

the  organization.  The  Association 

has  10,000  members  and  2,500  stu- 
dents are  enrolled  in  study  courses 

given  by  the  I.  P.  A.  and  credited  by 
colleges. 

He  said  that  the  oratorical  contests 

conducted  under  the  supervision  of 

the  I.  P  A.  constitute  the  greatest 

forensic  contest  now  in  existence. 

Last  year  1,200  students  competed  in 
this  series  of  orations. 

Mr.  Mclntyre  urges  that  College 

men  support  the  Prohibition  move- 
ment because  College  men,  although 

constituting  2  per  cent  of  our  total 

population,  furnish  more  than  80  per 
cent  of  the  leaders  of  the  country. 

Speaking  of  the  success  of  the 
movement  at  present,  the  speaker 

said  that  19  states  now  are  dry  and 

that  a  constitutional  amendment  for 

nation  wide  prohibition  is  receiving 

favorable  consideration  at  the  hands 

of  the  congressional  committees,  and 

is  expected  to  show  an  increased 

number  of  supporters  when  it  is  pre- 
sented to  Congress  for  a  vote. 

Mr.  Mclntyre  said  that  the  I.  P.  A. 

has  been  organized  in  Tennessee  col- 
leges for  only  four  years  and  is  now 

supported  by  only  half  of  the  colleges 
'  of  the  state,  while  in  some  of  the 

states  in  the  north  and  the  east  the 

organization  has  existed  for  16  years.

Prof.  Albert  Stuart  Myers  was

Recently  he  decided  to  enter  other 
work  at  the  end  of  the  year  and  has 
found  it  to  his  advantage  to  return

He,  however,  loyal- 
ly offered  to  remain  at  Maryville  Col- 

lege throughout  the  year  if  it  should 
prove  difficult  to  supply  his  place. 

By  a  happy  chance  it  was  possible 
to  make  satisfactory  arrangements 
for  his  work,  so  he  was  released  from 
his  engagement  and  carries  with  him 
the  hearty  good  will  of  the  College 
authorities. 

Prof.  Myers  is  a  thorough  and  ac- 
curate scholar.  He  has  had  the  best 

advantages  that  are  afforded  by  cul- 
ture within  the  home  and  in  the  uni- 

versity, for  his  father  was  Rev.  Dr. 
Myers  of  the  Marble  Collegiate 
Church  of  New  York  City,  and  his 
university  was  Columbia.  He  has 
thrown  himself  into  the  college  work 
while  at  Maryville  Colege. 

The  College  was  very  fortunate  in 

securing  as  substitute  for  Prof.  My- 
ers, Rev.  Charles  Kimball  Hoyt,  D.D., 

a  very  prominent  educator.  Among 
his  fields  of  labor  have  been  Bellevue 

College,  where  he  was  professor  of 
English  literature  for  fourteen  years, 
and  Huron  College,  where  he  taught 

for  four  years,leaving  there  last  com- 
mencement on  account  of  the  rigor- 

ous climate.  Dr.  Hoyt  is  a  graduate 
of  Hamilton  College,  so  famous  for 

the  type  of  public  speakers  it  devel- 
ops; and  of  Auburn  Theological  Sem- 

inary. He  was  once  secretary  of  the 
College  Board  of  the  Presbyterian 
Church.  He  was  a  contributor  to 

the  last  edition  of  Johnson's  Encyclo- 

pedia. 
Dr.  Hoyt  began  hi.3  work  at  Mary- 

ville on  Monday,  and  took  hold  of  his 
task  with  vigor  and  enthusiasm.  He 

has  a  room  at  Prof.  Hall's.

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EDITORIALS 

STUDENT    SELF-GOVERNMENT 

In  modern  ideals  and  ideas,  student 

self-government  is  prominent  both  in 

theory  and  in  practice,  and  much  can 

be  said  in  its  favor.  But  its  chief  ad- 

vantages result  from  the  develop- 
ment of  character  of  the  individual 

and  from  training  him  for  efficient 

citizenship  in  the  future,  for  the  last 

necessarily  follows  the  first. 

(  Student  self-government  develops 

the  character  of  the  individual  first  in 

making  him  feel  his  responsibility  to 

himself  and  to  his  fellows  as  a  mem- 

ber of  a  self-governing  semi-political 

social  group  for  the  law  and  order  of 

that  group.  Thus  it  tends  to  make 
him  self-reliant  and  at  the  same  time 

co-operative.  It  enables  him  to  fore- 
see the  needs  and  issues  of  the  day, 

and  it  developes  his  leadership  as 
well  as  his  moral  courage  in  placing 
on  him  the  responsibility  of  meeting 
and  satisfactorily  disposing  of  these 
issues. 

Again,  self-government  will  tend 
to  develop  loyalty  to  principle  in- 

stead of  loyalty  to  a  personality,  and 
thus  it  will  train  the  judgment  in 

weighing  the  relative  merits  or  val- 
ues of  the  issue  at  stake.  And  these 

elements  are  the  essentials  of  strong 
character  and  of  good  citizenship. 
Next  one  would  know,  What  are 

the  types  of  students  to  be  influenced 

or  affected  by  student  self-govern- 
ment? In  every  student  body  there 

are  three  distinct  types  or  classes  of 

students.  First,  there  is  the  consci- 
entious student  who  obeys  the  rules 

and  regulations  of  the  existing  form 
of  government  because  he  feels  that, 

having  voluntarily  placed  himself  un- 
der this  government,  he  can  do  no 

less  than  stand  by  its  rulings  so  far 

as  they  do  not  demand  of  him  viola- 
tioh  of  his  principles,  altho  he  may 
not  consider  them  altogether  just. 

His  response  to  student  self-govern- 
ment will  be  conscientious  initiative 

based  on  deliberate  judgment  and 
self-control. 

Then  there  is  another  type  of  stu- 
dent— ^he  who  obeys  rules  for  poli- 

cy's sake,  fearing  an  infringement 
might  mean  to  him  the  loss  of  some 

aid.  But  in  the  system  of  self-gov- 
ernment, the  motive  of  policy  being 

removed,  this  student,  though  less 
conscientious  than  the  first,  will  up- 

hold the  system  sincerely  because  he 
has  no  fear  save  the  merited  censure 
of  his  fellows  should  he  shirk  his  part 
and  responsibility. 

The  third  type  of  student  will  prob- 
ably be  aided  more  than  either  of  the 

others.  He  it  is  who  asserts  his  in- 

dependence and  "originality"  by 
breaking  a  rule  because  he  feels  it 
unjust  or  irksome,  and  because  he 
likes  to  prove  to  himself  most  of  all 

his  ability  "to  slip  one  over  on"  those 
in  authority.  He  does  this  because 
he  regards  authority  by  which  he  is 
hampered  as  despotic.  With  this  at- 

titude the  consequence  to  himself  or 
to  others  following  a  breach  of  law 
is  given  little  consideration.  Yet 

were  he  made  responsible  for  exist- 
ing laws,  he  too  would  learn  to  ap- 

preciate the  responsibility  of  the  indi- 
vidual in  maintainng  the  law  and  or- 

der of  the  social  group  of  the  student 

body,   responsibility   comes   "nearer 

home"  than  in  a  larger  and  less  prim- 
itive type  of  society. 

With  the  existing  order  of  things, 

Maryville  College  is  not  ready  for 

self-government  now.  But  when  her 

plant  shall  have  been  enlarged  by  the 

addition  of  new  buildings  made  possi- 

ble by  the  fund  for  the  Forward 

movement,  it  will  be  possible  al- 

so for  the  Prep  and  College  depart- 

ments to  be  separated,  and  self-gov- 
ernment for  the  College  students 

will  then  be  feasible. 

This  will  result  ultimately  in  good 

for  both  departments.  It  will  give 

the  College  students  the  "meat"  of 
school  life,  instead  of  the  "milk," 
which  they  now  have  in  common  with 

Prep  and  Eighth  grade  students,  for 

all  are  under  exactly  the  same  re- 

strictions. To  the  Preps  it  will  pre- 
sent a  goal  toward  which  they  may 

strive.  And  since  self-government 

means  responsibility,  let  us  strive  to 

make  ourselves  worthy  and  capable 

of  assuming  that  responsibility  in  the 

future  by  a  just  and  "square"  atti- 
tude toward  our  present  form  of  gov- 

ernment.

RIDGE  CONFERENCE 

Money  to  be  Used  in  Construct- 
ing a  New  Auditorium. 

Dr.    Weatherford    Speaks    on 

Oriental  Conditions. 

At  our  chapel  service  last  Wednes- 

day morning,  Dr.  W.  D.  Weatherford, 
Southern  Field  Executive  Secretary 
of  the  Student  Department  of  the  Y. 
M.  C.  A.,  gave  us  one  of  the  best 
missionary  talks  it  has  been  our 
pleasure  to  hear  this  year.  He  spoke 
at  length  of  the  conditions  in  the 
Orient  and  showed  how  Christianity 

was  gradually  obtaining  a  f«  rmer 
hold,  although  greatly  hindered  by 
the  superstitions  of  the  people.  He 
told  of  the  eagerness  of  the  Oriental 
student  to  study  about  Christianity 
and  of  the  many  invitations  he  had 
received  to  speak  in  the  Colleges  and 
Universities  of  China,  Korea,  and 

Japan.  He  closed  by  appealing  to 
the  students  to  devote  their  lives  to 

God's  service  in  the  Orient~the  place 
where  it  can  count  for  most. 

After  finishing  his  missionary  talk 
Dr.  Weatherford  announced  that  he 
had  still  another  talk  to  make  so  he 

proceeded  to  tell  of  that  "Palace  in 
the  Woods"— Blue  Ridge,  the  home 
of  the  Southern  Student  Conferences. 

A  few  days  ago  the  writer  received 

in  his  mail  "A  Toast  to  Blue  Ridge" 
and  he  feels  he  cannot  do  better  than 

quote  from  it.  "I  think  Dr.  Weath- 
erford who  selected  this  conference 

ground  must  have  had  in  mind  the 
men  and  women  all  over  the  South,

TAKES  "CITY  PROB- 
LEM" CLASS  TO 

KNOXVILLE 

Various     Departments     of  the 

City  Studied. 

Much     Shown  Students  by  the 

City  Officials. 

FIRST  PRELIMINARY 

INTERCOLLEGIATE 

DEBATES  HELD 

Captains  of  Teams  and  Sides  of 

Question  are  Chosen. 
The  first  of  the  intercollegiate 

preliminary  debates  was  held  in 
V^orhees  chapel  Wednesday  night, 
March  1,  1916.  The  proposition  for 
discussion  was:  Resolved,  That  a  Fed- 

eral Board  should  be  established  to 

which  all  labor  disputes  shall  be  re- 
ferred for  compulsory  arbitration. 

The  debate  started  at  6  o'clock 
with  Prof.  Johnson  as  chairman.Prof. 
Davis  timekeeper,  and  Professors 
Barnes  and  Hoyt  judges. 

Those  contesting  were  Deck  Wil- 
liams, 0.  H.  Logan,  J.  M.  Cox,  Ho- 

mer Frater,  W.  B.  Holmes,  J.  H. 
Turner,  and  C.  E.  Conrad.  Each 
speaker  was  given  10  minutes,  and 
5  minutes  for  rebuttal.  The  contest 

was  very  exciting  as  well  as  hard 
fought.  However,  the  judges  had  to 
select  some  one  to  be  the  alternate, 
and  the  lot  fell  to  J.  M.  Cox. 

Then  came  the  problem  of  select- 
ing the  teams  in  such  a  maner  as  to 

make  them  of  approximately  equal 
strength.  After  much  deliberation 
Deck  Williams  was  chosen  as  captain 
of  the  negative  team,  with  W.  B. 

Holmes  and  J.  H.  Turner  as  his  col- 
leagues, and  C.  E.  Conrad  was  chos- 

en captain  of  the  affirmative  team 
with  Homer  Frater  and  O.  H.  Logan 
as  his  colleagues.  This  was  really  an 
example  of  compulsory  arbitration, 
with  Prof.  Johnson  as  judge  of  the 
court.  The  remarkable  thing  about 
it  was  that  the  awards  did  not  have 

to  be  enforced,  but  each  side  accept- 
ed them  as  being  just.  The  affirma- 

tive hope  to  be  able  to  prove  that 
this  will  be  the  result  in  every  case, 
while  the  negative  will,  no  doubt, 
prove  that  this  was  an  exceptional 
case,  and  that  the  court  will  have  to 
enforce  its  awards. 

A  new  standerd  was  set  for  socio- 
logical study  by  Maryville  students 

when  Prof.  Johnson  took  his  class  in 

I  City  Problems  to  Knoxville  last  Sat- 
urday, in  order  that  they  might  do 

some     first    hand  investigation.     Of 

I  course  the  entire  class  could  not  go, 
for  various  reasons,  but  about  twelve 
of  the  boys,  accompanied  by  Prof. 

Johnson,  boarded  the  7  o'clock  L.  & 
N.  train  for  the  metropolis  of  Knox- 

ville. Immediatly  after  our  arrival 
there  we  went  to  the  Board  of  Com- 

merce and  were  given  letters  of  in- 
troduction to  a  number  of  plants  and 

institutions.  The  first  visit  of  re- 
search was  made  to  the  Market  house 

and  city  offices.  Here  we  first  called 

upon  Commissioner  Little,  who  re- 
ceived us  very  cordially,  and  who  wil- 
lingly gave  all  the  information  for 

which  we  asked.  He  is  head  of  the 

Department  of  Public  Safety,  and  so 

it  was  here  that  we  gained  our  knowl- 
edge concerning  the  Knoxville  Police 

Department,  and  something  of  the 
Fire  Department,  although  we  visited 
that  later.  He  also  took  us  through 

the  city  halls  and  police  headquarters 

Fortunately,  or  otherwise,  we  all  es- 
caped from  there  and  soon  were 

turned  over  to  Commissioner  John  W. 

Flenniken  head  of  the  Department  of 
Public  Improvements.  He  told  us 
many  interesting  and  instructive 

things  about  the  conditions  and  de- 
velopments of  his  department.  Some 

of  the  things  told  us  here  were  the 

conditions  and  expenses  of  the  Knox- 
ville streets,  including  paving,  light- 
ing, and  planning  in  general.  We 

had  expected  to  patronize  the  K.  R. 

&  L.  Company's  street  cars  for  fur- 
ther visits,  but  Mr.  Flenniken's  hos- 

pitality extended  further  than  "nice 
talk,"  and  to  our  pleasant  surprise 
he  furnished  two  large  and  beautiful 
autos  for  our  transportation  to  the 

Knoxville  water  plant,  the  only  mu- 
nicipally owned  public  uility  of  the 

city.  Here  we  had  a  good  visit,  and 
learned     among     other     things  that 

,  about  eight  million  gallons  of  river 
water  are  filtered  there  every  day  for 
use  throughout  the  city. 

I  About  11  o'clock  a.  m.,  we  were taken  to  the  main  division  of  the  Fire 

I  Department.  Here  our  good  treat- 
ment did  not  cease,  for  Chief  Boyd 

gave  us  a  real  treat  by  explaining  in 
detail  the  different  kinds  of  aparatus 
the  department  uses,  and  also  by 
demonstrating  for  us.  From  all  we 
could  see  and  hear,  Knoxville  has  one 
of  the  best  fire  departments  of  any 
city  in  the  south.  Certainly  very 
few  cities  have  a  better  posted  and 
more  accommodating  chief  than  is 
chief  Boyd.  It  was  now  noon,  and 
although  we  had  not  visited  all  the 
places  of  interest  we  were  compelled 
to  discontinue  our  investigations,  for 
the  afternoon  was  to  be  otherwise 

occupied.  The  trip  was  a  grand 
success,  and  it  is  to  be  hoped  that  we 
shall  take  others  in  the  near  future.

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EDITOHIALS 

THE  FIRE 

The  fire  that  broke  out  last  Satur- 
day morning  on  the  second  floor  of 

Carnegie  Hall  in  room  I'jO  comes  as  a 
warning  to  Maryville  College.  Had 
the  fire  begun  thirty  minutes  later 

everybody  would  have  been  at  lunch- 
eon and  the  flame  would  have  gained 

such  headway  that  it  would  have 
been  impossible  to  extinguish  it. 

There  are  eleven  buildings,  includ- 

ing the  President's  residence,  on  the 
campus.  The  only  e(iuipment  pro- 

vided for  the  j)rotection  of  these 
buildings  from  fire  is  a  cambrous 
chemical  machine  kept  in  Anderson 
Hall. 

A  little  over  a  year  ago  the  College 
installed  an  excellent  water  system, 
at  the  expense  of  several  thou.sands 
of  dollars.  Located  as  it  is  on  the 

highest  part  of  the  campus,  the 
reservoir  holds  an  abundant  supply 

of  water  and  given  and  a  high  pres- 
sure of  water  is  had  in  all  parts  of 

the  college  buildings. 
The  only  thing  needed  to  have  a 

thoroughly  adequate  protection  from 

fire  is  to  put  faucets,  with  hose  at- 
tached, in  all  of  the  buildings.  Then 

by  a  simple  turning  of  a  key  a  good 
stream  of  water  could  be  i)layed  on 
any  arising  flame. 

Such  a  .system  would  cost  but  little 
arid  would  be  very  efficient  and  easy 

to  opei'ate.  It  seems  penny  wise  and 
pound  foolish  to  ignore  such  an  op- 

portunity for  protection  especially 
when  almost  every  week  brings  news 
of  the  loss  by  fire  of  some  college 
building. 

MILITARY  TRAINING 

During  the  last  few  months  there 

have  been  very  grave  conditions  aris- 
ing on  all  sides,  of  such  a  nature  as 

to  make  the  more  serious  minded  cit- 
izens wonder  what  the  United  States 

could  do  if  she  were  forced  into 
war. 

This  is  a  very  serious  question,  and 
after  studying  conditions  the  most 
loyal  citizen  is  forced  to  admit  that 
his  country  would  be  placed  in  an 
awkward  situation.  The  magazines 
and  newspapers  have  been  airing 
conditions  of  the  army  a  great  deal 
during  the  last  few  months.  Most  of 
the  shortcomings  of  our  army  are 

well  enough  known  to  need  no  dis- 
cussion here.  The  gravest  need  of 

our  army  today  is  more  officers, 
hundred  and  fifty  men  each  year, 
which  number  falls  far  short  of  the 
need. 
Where  then  are  our  officers  to  come 

from  in  case  of  emergency?  Our 
American  Colleges  whose  aim  is  to 

develop  leaders  among  men  are  be- 
coming awakened  to  the  situation 

Tusculum  has  recently  applied  for  in- 
stallation of  a  government  military 

school.  Other  colleges  throughout 
the  country  are  also  doing  this.  Why 
cannot  Maryville  College  have  a  mil- 

itary school? 
The  effect  of  such  a  step  would 

not  have  the  demoralizing  influence 
that  many  people  fear.  I  have  been 
for  two  years  a  student  in  a  college 
where  military  training  is  compul- 

sory, and  am  somewhat  familiar  with 

its  influences.  The  student  is  great- 
ly benefitted  in  almo  stevery  way  by 

military  training  of  the  proper  kind 
In  our  colleges  of  this  sort,  the  train- 

ing is  under  the  personal  direction  of 

to  furnish  only  room  to  keep  the 

efjuipment.  In  many  cases  each  ca- 
det keeps  his  equipment  in  his  room. 

The  detailed  officer  bears  the  title 

of  "Professor  of  Military  Science 
and  Tactics  "  for  which  department 
he  assumes  all  responsibility.  The 
instruction  is  very  interesting  as 
well  as  beneficial.  In  a  college  of 

this  kind,  where  most  of  the  men 
room  in  dormitories,  there  would  be 
roll  call  and  about  twenty  minutes 

of  setting  up  exercises  in  the  morning 
from  about  6:30  to  6:50,  followed 

later  by  inspection  of  the  rooms.  At 
a  convenient  hour  during  the  day 
there  would  bo  an  hour  of  drill,  and 

practice  for  those  in  the  band,  the 
instruments  and  instruction  for 
which  would  also  be  fur- 

nished by  the  federal  government. 
The  common  close  order  drill  is  done 

in  separate  units  of  companies. 
There  are  enough  able  bodied  men 

here  to  form  four  good  sized  com- 
panies which  would  together  form 

the  larger  division  of  the  batttalion. . 
The  officers  of  the  battalion  would 

be  selected  from  those  of  the  stu- 
dents who  had  before  received  train- 

ing, and  promotions  made  from  time 
to  time  with  reference  to  the  general 

ability  to  command,  scholastic 

standing,  military  bearing  and  per- 
drill,  there  would  be  during  the 

spring  months  extended  order  drill 
which  is  the  actual  combat  practice, 

together  with  occasional  cross  coun- 
try marches  and  an  annual  encamp- 

ment at  the  close  of  the  school.  The 
theoretical  work  consists  of  classes 

'conducted  two  or  three  times  per 
week,  using  as  texts  U,  S.  Infantry 
drill  regulations,  manual  of  guard 

duty  and  studying  great  campaigns. 
The  effects  of  military  training  and 
discipline  are  of  greatest  value  to  the 
men.  Its  most  obvious  effects  are 

personal  neatness,  erect  soldierly 
bearing,  and  a  respect  for  the  flag 
and  persons  in  authority.  Cadets  are 
required  to  salute  the  flag  and  their 

profession. 
The  college  is  also  greatly  bene- 

fited. The  watchword  of  the  system 
is  discipline  which  is  of  greatest 
benefit  to  any  college.  Also  there 
may  be  noticed  more  consciencious 
attendance  to  classes,  as  he  finds  that 

"cutting"  is  a  serous  offense.  Best 
of  all  however,  it  seems  to  develop  a 

spirit  of  loyalty.  In  the  corridor  of 
the  main  building  of  the  University 
of  Missouri,  there  is  a  beautiful 
bronze  tablet  erected  in  memory  of 
four  students  who  lost  their  lives  in 

the  Spanish  American  war.  That 
school  is  proud  of  those  boys  who 
went  forth  from  her  classic  halls  to 

the  bullet  infected  trenches. 

This  system  has  also  a  most  com- 
mendable effect  on  the  nation.  These 

schools  develop  and  inspire  loyalty 
and  loyalty  is  much  needed  by  the 
country,  aside  from  this  is  the  most 
obvious  benefit  of  developing  officers 
Let  Maryville  show  that  her  love  for 

"Old  Glory"  is  as  deep  and  as  pro- 

found as  is  any  institution's  and  if 
our  men  v.-ere  called  on  to  defend  our 

nation's  honor  they  would"Stand  not 
upon  their  bidding  but  go  in  a  way 
that  becomes  the  sons  of  a  country 
like  ours.  — Contributed. 

reading  Mr.  Adams  chose  the  account

The  Volunteer 
Band  invites  you  to  visit  its  weekly 
meetings  and  let  it  help  you  decide 
this  question  right.

weekly  metings  is  proving  very  inter- 
esting and  instructive.

A  NEGLECTED  SPORT. 

The  athletic  world  in  general  is 

beginning  to  sit  up  and  take  notice  of 

the  teams  Maryville  College  is  turning 
out  this  year. 

The  football  team,  probably  the 
best  ever  put  out,  went  thru  its  entire 

season  with  an  uncrossed  goal  line, 

and  not  only  that,  but  on  its  string  of 

victories  ,  Chattanooga's  scalp  dan- 

gles. 
The  Basket  ball  team  has  upheld 

this  record  by  winning  a  greater  pait 

of  the  games  played  and  the  unan- 
imous decision  of  the  student  body  is 

the  "best  ever." 
Likewise  the  hardest  schedule,  and 

the  best  prospects  for  a  southern 

championship  team  are  before  the 

base  ball  fans  in  the  coming  season. 
In  the  Hill  these  three  games  are 

given  a  very  prominent  place,  and  are 
the  exclusion  of  all  other  sports. 

well  supported  by  students  and  Facul- 
ty, and  well  they  shorld  be  but  not  to 

the  exclusion  of  all  other  sports. 
In  all  colleges  and  universities  as 

a  general  rule,  another  game  is  given 

a  prominent  place  in  inter-collegiate 
athletics,  but  which  in  M.  C.  is  hard- 

ly recognized  as  a  game.  That  game  is 

tennis.. 
For  the  past  five  years,  the  tennis 

courts  provided  in  the  college  woods  ' 
have  been  absolutely  inadecjuate  and 

and  very  unsatisfactory.    Only    three 

courts  have  been  built  for  the  large  i 
student  body  and  c»nly  two     of  these 

are  kept  in  playing  condition.  During 
the  Tennis  season,  on  each  afternoon 

fully  fifty  fellows  come  out    to  play 
tennis.  Under  the  present  system  or 
rather  lack  of  system,     each     fellow 

plays  according  to  the  time  at  which 

he  arrived,  and  as  a  rule  he  is  paired 

-with  a  beginner  or  poor    player  who 
happens  to  come  when  he  does.  Their 

opponents,  usually  worse    than    they 
are,  sometimes  better,  are  hit  or  miss 
in  the  same  manner.  On    account    of 

the  large  number  who    come    out  to 

play,  and  the  fewness  of  courts,  about 
one  set  can  be  played  in  an  afternoon 

and  that  a  very  uninteresting  one  as 
a  rule. 

A  fellow  wastes  from  an  hour  to  an 

hour  and  a  half  awaiting  his  turn, 

and  then  being  paired  with  an  infe- 
rior player,  they  either  play  a  team  of 

beginners,  who  can't  interest  them  or 
the    other    extreme,    a    good    team 

against  whom  they  have  no  chance. 
Such  tennis  is  discouraging 

to  the  beginner  and  very  disgusting 

to  the  really  good  players.  As  a  result 
those  fellows  who  could  play  if  they 

had  the  opportunity  quit  coming  out 
and  the  ethers  learn  very  little. 

Such  conditions  as  these  have  pre- 

vailed for  years  and  naturally  no  in- 
terest is  taken  in  tennis;  and  a  game

diate action  be  taken,  the  prospect  it 

very  gloomy. 
Tennis  is  an  intercollegiate  game 

equally  as  well  as  the  other  three  ;pro- 
visions  for  awarding  of  letters  have 

been  placed  in  the  Athletic  Associa- 
tion Constitution!  Every  year  letters 

from  such  colleges  as  Univ.  of  Tenn., 

Tu.sculum,  Carson-Newman,  from

the  Faculty  to  put  into  effect  the  ac- 
tion already  taken  by  them,  and  to 

take  the  necessary  steps  to  place  ten- 

nis in  its  proper  sphere  as  a  recogniz- 
ed sport  on  the  Hill,  and  to  give  it 

a  place  among  Intercollegiate  con- 
tests.

tion in  Maryville  accomplished  very 

little/  For  us,  Y.  W.  C.  A.  means  a 

place  to  spend  a  pleasant  and  profit- 
able hour  on  Sunday  afternoon,  a  re- 

ception twice  a  year  and  the  privilege 

of  getting  books  from  the  Y.  W.  li- 
brary. 

These  are  all  excellent  things,  and 
the  work  of  our  Association  is  not  to 

be  depreciated  for  it  has  been  of 
wonderful  value  to  every  girl  who  has 
come  under  its  influence.  But  could 

not  the  scope  of  its  influence  be 
broadened?  There  are  so  many  things 

that  we  could  do  to  help  girls  who  can 

not  be  benefitted  by  our  present  sys- 
tem, girls  who  cannot  come  to  college 

and  share  in  our  advantages. 

Right  here  in  Maryville,  there  is  a 
need  for  Y.W.C.A.  workers  to  supple- 

ment what  the  Y.M.C.A.  is  doing.  If 
we  knew  the  condition  existing  less 

than  a  half  hour's  walk  from  the  Hill, 
and  really  wanted  to  do  something  to 
better  these  conditions,  much  could 

be  accomplished,  either  directly  or  in- 
directly. 

And  in  the  mountains  only  a  few 

miles  away  are  many  girls  who  have 
lived  all  their  lives  among  poverty, 

dirt,  disease,  and,  worst  of  all,  igno- 
rance. Can  we  not  help  these  girls? 

Colleges  all  over  the  country  are  or- 
ganizing Extension  Departments  to 

carry  on  their  work  in  different  parts 
of  the  state. 

Why  can't  we  start  a,  "Y.  W.  C.  A. 
Extension  Department,"  to  devise 
and  execute  some  plan  of  making  the 

world  a  pleasanter  place  for  girls  who 

have  never  known  the  joys  of  com- 
panionship with  other  girls, 

playing  in  public,  occasionally  at 
least,  and  helping  to  make  the  college 

livelier  and  more  up-to-date.  But 
even  this  is  not  possible.  What  fellow 
wants  to  pay  for  the  right  to  play  at  a 

game,  no  matter  how  much  money 
and  spirit  he  has?  And  yet  only  after 

using  the  art  of  persuasion  to  the  ut- 
most was  the  band  admitted  to  a  few 

games  last  fall. 
Certainly  a  good,  lively  band  is  a 

paying  proposition;  at  least  it  is  sell 

supporting.  It  is  reasonable  to  sup- 
pose, if  a  oand  were  at  every  football,

Horace  Dawson,  who  spoke  on  "The 

Trial  of  the  Century  ;"Durward  Towe 

on,  "National  Constitutional  Prohibi- 

tion;" Erma  Russell,  "The  Nation's 

Call";  and  Pat  Quinn  "Public  Wrongs 

and  Private  Rights." 

These  speeches  were  all  remark- 

able for  their  excellent  composition 

and  delivery.  The  arguments  were 

sound  and  logical  and  were  put  be- 

}  fore  the     audience  in  a  logical  and 
I 

(convincing  manner.  The  judges  ren- 

dered a  decision  in  favor  of  Mr.Quinn 

who  will  be  our  delegate  to  the  state 

contest  at  Knoxville,  and  will  be 

awarded  fifteen  dollars;  and  Miss 

Russell  received  the  second  prize,  of 

ten  dollars.  Dr.  Hoyt  was  the  presid- 

ing officer.  Music  was  rendered 

throughout  the  evening  by  Miss  Lena 
Pardue. 

Without  doubt,     Maryville's     past 
season  in  basketball  has  been  crowned 

witn  more  glory  than  any  previous 
one.  Out  of  sixteen  games  played 

only  five  were  lost,  these  being  by 

close  scores  and  on  courts  away  from 

home.  Not  only  this  but  defeats  came 

only  when  prominent  membehs  of 
the  team  were  laid  up  with  injuries 
and  sickness. 

The  season  was  especially  marked 

by  the  excellent  passing  and  the  team 
work..  In  spite  of  the  fact  that  more 
strong  teams  were  played  than  ever 
before  643  points  were  rolled  up  as 

against  432  of  their  opponents. 

The  personnel  of  the  team  was 

made  up  of  three  old  men  and  three 

new,  the  average  weight  being  164 

pounds. Robinson,  Captain,  weight  150, 

was  very  speedy  and  never  lost  his 

fighting  spirit.  His  work  at  left  guard 

tvas  especially  noticeable  for  offen- 
sive guarding  and  the  way  he  inter- 

cepted the  opponent's  passes.  Oscar 
showed  improvement  over  his  former 

playing  and  this,  together,  with  his 

unfailing  "pep"  made  him  a  worthy 
captain  for  such  a  team.  He  gradu- 

ates this  year. 

Feeman,  right  forward,  weight  170 
was  one  of  the  fastest  men  on  the 

team,  an  accurate  passer  and  a  star 

in  teamwork.  "Doc"  had  a  delightful 
way  of  getting  the  ball  out  of  the 

enemy's  territory,  but  his  long  suit 
was  his  ability  to  shoot  at  close  range 

under  pressure.  This  is  his  first  year 
with  us,  but  all  who  saw  him  play, 

know  well  the  keystone  position  which 
he  held  on  the  team. 

Garrison,  left  forward,  weight  169, 

showed  a  wonderful  improvement  in

The  base  ball  team  went  to  Athens 

for  two  games  March  27  and  28. 

The  weather  was  exceedinly  unfavor- 
able and  the  ground  slippery  and 

muddy,  but  despite  this,  both  games 

were  played.  Maryville  won  both  con- 
tests, the  first  by  a  score  of  9  to  2, 

and  the  second  went  thirteen  innings 

Maryville  winning  by  he  score  of  10 
to  7. 

The  team  by  all  who  know  baseball 
is  said  to  be  the  strongest  put  out  by 
this  school  in  years,  and  certainly 
must  be  since  there  are  only  four 
new  men  on  the  team  and  these  four 

in  the  opinion  of  our  coach,  who  is 
no  novice  in  baseball  and  at  coach-

But  the  game 
was  better  even  than  the  score  indi- 

cated, as  the  Philadelphia  team  made 
nearly  all  its  scores  in  one  inning. 

Maryville  took  the  field  and  not 
being  accustomed  to  the  big  leaguers 
two  men  got  on,  all  of  which  was  no 

fault  of  pitcher  LaRue's  but  the  next 
man  up  hit  into  a  double  at  second 
yhich  was  executed  by  Mackie  with 
an  accurateness  and  swiftness  that 
baffled  the  Athletics  for  a  minute 
and  then  it  was  all  over  and  no 
scores.  Mackie  led  off  for  Maryville 

and  walked.  McCall  next  up  was  ex- 
pected to  bunt  and  so  the  infielders 

played  in  close  but  Newt  crossed 
them  up  and  placed  a  beautiful  sin- 

gle over  the  infield.  Kelly  put  down  a 
perfect  bunt  advancing  the  runners 
to  second  and  third.  However  the 

next  men  up  were  unable  to  deliver 
a  hit  and  the  side  went  out.  In  the 
third  inning,  Mackie  and  McCall  got 
on  in  the  same  manner  as  they  did 
in  the  first.  Kelly  again  sacrificed 
them  and  this  time  Wickham  did  the 

dirty  work  by  putting  a  fast  one  be- 
tween short  and  third.  For  four  inn- 

ings the  game  went  hard  with  the 
score  2  to  1  in  favor  of  Maryville,

As  soon  as  the  examinations  were 

over  Friday  afternoon,  March  24,  we 

set  out  for  Abram's  Falls.  There  were 
five  of  us,  Avery,  Kellam,  Moore, 

Rogers  and  Thompson.  It  was  the 

third  trip  for  two  of  us,  but  if  a  per- 

son sees  the  falls  once  he  cannot  re- 
sist the  temptation  to  go  again.  We 

spent  the  night  at  the  gold  mine,  on 

top  of  the  Chilhowee  Mountains  and 
went  on  to  the  falls  the  next  morning 

The  falls  are  about  a  mile  from 

the  Cade's  Cove  road  and  are  a  little 

difficult  to  find.  Recently  there  were 

two  different  parties  that  took  the 

trip  and  came  back  without  having 

found  them.  Abram's  Creek  is  a  large 
swift,  winding  mountain  stream.  The 

falls  are  twenty-two  feet  high  and 

there  is  a  deep  oval  pool  at  the  foot 

of  them.  There  are  a  few  small  is- 
lands and  a  lot  of  drift  wood  at  the 

other  end  of  the  oval.

In  spite  of  the 

rain  we  nearly  made  a  record  on  the 

return  trip,  walking  from  Cade's 
Cove  to  Maryville  in  six  hours  and 

twenty  minutes.

Not  having  had  sufficient  vacation 

on  the  previous  day  at  Sunshine, 

Vineyard  and  I  left  Maryville  Sunday 

afternoon,  March  26,  for  what  was 

to  prove  to  be  the  longest  hike  we 

had  ever  taken  and  perhaps  one  of 

the  longest  known  to  Maryville  hikers 

Certainly  it  was  a  rather  unusual  one 
but  one  in  which  all  the  glories  of 

Look  Rock,  Sheep  Pen  and  Abram's Falls  combine  with  a  delightful  trip 

through  smoother  country  and  a  visit 
to  a  few  small  towns. 

We  left  College  at  2  P.  M.  carry- 
ing nothing  but  a  roll  of  blankets 

each.  A  few  miles  east  of  town  we 
turned  off  the  Sevierville  pike  on  to 

the  Ellejoy  road  which  we  followed 
until  we  had  crossed  the  concrete 

bridge  over  Little  River  when  we 
turned  north.  Nightfall  found  us 
about  13  miles  from  Maryville  just 
inside  the  Blount  County  line,  where 

we  camped  for  the  night.  The  sky 
was  threatening  rain  and  no  sooner 
were  we  well  settled  in  an  old  pig 

shed  about  6  ft.  by  4  ft.  than  a  good 

steady  rain  set  in.  Our  shelter  lasted 

for  some  time  but  about  eight  o'clock 
we  were  forced  to  find  more  suitable 

quarters.  We  were  located  in  a  patch 
of  woods  and  with  great  difficulty, 

by  striking  matches,  we  were  able  to 
get  out  and  cross  the  road  to  a  little 
log  barn  we  had  noticed  before  dark. 
tVe  climbed  the  ladder  on  the  outside 

and  dropped  onto  the  hay  in  the  cen- 
ter, where  with  birds  and  bats  over- 

head, rats  working  industriously  be- 
neath us,  and  an  old  cow  ringing  her 

bell  all  night  long  continuously,  we 
spent  a  peaceful  (?)  night. 

Leaving  this  place  a  little  before 
6  A.  M.  we  traveled  about  an  hour 
when  we  came  to  a  store  and  to  a 

little  colony  of  farm  houses.  Here 
we  had  the  most  delightful  experience 
of  the  trip,  for  while  eating  our  bite 
of  store  products  a  Mr.  Wolf  engaged 
us  in  conversation  and  on  learning 
who  we  were  and  our  purpose,  he 
insisted  on  doing  us  a  favor.  Under 
our  protest  he  crossed  the  road  to  a 
house  and  phoned  his  wife — evidently 
he  must  have  said  something — for  in 
a  few  minutes  we  went  back  down 

the  road  and  met  his  daughter  carry- 
ing a  newspaper  piled  up  with  fried 

eggs,  biscuits,  jelly,  preserves,  apple 
pie  and  cake.  To  say  we  appreciated 
the  White-hearted  act  of  this  Good 
Samaritan  is  stating  a  grand  fact  in 
such  simple  language  as  to  allow  it 
to  fail  in  its  full  significance.  At  any 

rate  the  memories  of  this  man's 
kindness  cheered  us  all  the  rest  of 
our  journey. 

That  morning  we  turned  aside 

again  from  the  straight  road  and  al- 
though we  made  a  detour  of  no  less 

than  15  miles  we  never  regretted  it 
for  a  moment.  In  fact  the  greatest 
experience  of  the  trip  was  the  climb 

up  Bluff  Mountain  and  the  magnifi- 
cent view  we  obtained  from  Du  Pont 

Springs,  on  its  crest.  We  began  the 
ascent  at  8 :30  and  reached  the  top 
by  the  most  direct  route  at  10:00. 
Fog  still  enveloped  the  valley  but  it 
seemed  that  it  lifeta  just  a  moment 
for  our  especial  benefit.  In  those  few 
entrancing  minutes  we  were  able  to 
look  far  out  over  foothills  and  plains 
and  to  trace  the  winding  road  we 
had  followed  since  daybreak.  Into 
three  counties  we  looked,  and  on  a 
clear  night,  it  is  said,  the  lights  of 
Maryville,  Knoxville  and  Sevierville 
can  all  be  plainly  seen.

Remaining  about 
an  hour  we  set  out  for  Line  Springs 
on  the  Little  River  Railroad,  20  miles 
away.  Night  overtook  us  near  Pigeon 
Forge  about  seven  miles  from  Se- 

vierville and  we  camped  for  the 
night  in  an  empty  cabin.  The  day 
had  been  a  little  rainy  but  we  built 
a  fire  in  the  fireplace  and  managed 
to  sleep  until  a  rather  late  hour  in 
the  morning. 

Tuesday  found  us  following  the 
well  graded  road  over  the  mountain 
towards  Line  Springs  Hotel  where 
we  arrived  about  11  A.  M

It  was  with  a  great  deal  of  confi- 

dence, which,  however,  was  mingled 

with  uncertainty,  that  the  Maryville 

College  Preparatory  Debating  team, 

escorted  by  Professor  Knapp,  board- 
ed the  train  at  the  Southern  station 

en  route  to  Berea  College,  Berea, 

Kentucky,  to  lock  horns  with  the  de- 
bating team  of  Berea  Academy. 

Plenty  of  "pep"  was  shown  by  the 
debaters  on  the  train,  but.  Prof. 
Johnson  very  tenderly  exhorted  them 
to  save  the  ginger  for  the  crucial 
hour.  And  the  crucial  hour  came,  as 
we  shall  see. 

"Bee-rea"  !  shouted  the  conductor. 
The  ventricular  contraction  of  thr  ;e 

heaits  on  the  train  increased  100  per 
cent  as  they  got  off  the  train,  and 
were  hustled  into  an  auto  to  be  taken 

to —  they  knew  not  where.  Pi'of. 
Knapp  pleaded  wih  the  driver  not  to 
take  him  to  the  Jail. 

Supper  time  came,  and  the  Mary- 
ville team  was  hustled  over  to  the

The  Highland  Echo  entered  upon 

its  first  year  of  existence  with  some 

handicaps  that  would  have  proved  fa- 
tal to  its  existence  had  it  not  been  a 

fundamental  need  of  Maryville  Col- 
lege. It  was  not  until  school  had  been 

in  progress  for  some  weeks  that  the 
editor  knew  of  his  appointment,  as 

editor  of  the  College  Monthly,       As 

soon  as  the  Staff,  composed  of  the 
class  and   organization   editors,   and 

a  business  manager  had  been  elected, 

a  meeting  of  these  resulted  in  the 

plan  of  publishing  a  weekly  instead 

of  a  monthly. 

No  subscriptions  had  been  solicited, 

no  advertisements  secured  and  no  pre- 
vious organization  in  the  past  to  build 

on  its  way.  No  advance  in  price  over 

upon,and  the  first  term  of  school  well 

that  of  the  monthly  was  made  and  no 

advance  in  advertising.  The  sub- 

scription price  of  seventy-five  cents 

per  year  was  retained  and  space  for 
ads  cost  the  same  for  four  times  a 

month  that  they  formerly  did  for  once 
a  month.  The  Highland  Echo  has 
been  well  supported  by  the  student 
body  excepting  a  surprisingly  large 

number  who  have  not  paid  their  sub- 
scriptions. A  feature  that  promises 

much  for  the  publication  is  the  fact 
thi^  the  alumni  subscriptions  have 
been  larger  than  ever  was  had  by  the 
Monthly  and  new  ones  were  received 
throughout  the  year. 

j'Last  year  there  were  five  issues  of 
the\  Monthly  published.  This  year 
there  have  been  nineteen  issues  of  the 

Highland  Echo  published.  During  the 
course  of  the  year  the  subscription 
list  has  grown  to  nearly  four  hundred. 

We  believe  that  a  very  successful 

and  useful  future  awaits  the  High- 

lanr  Echo.  I'he  subscription  price 
•hpuld  be  raised  to  that  of  similar 
publications  in  other  schools  and  the 
advertising  rates  doubled.  The  paper 
is  worth  it,  the  advertisement  is  worth 

it,  and  a  successful  publication  de- 
mands it.

Kentucky,  to  lock  horns  with  the  de- 
bating team  of  Berea  Academy. 

Plenty  of  "pep"  was  shown  by  the 
debaters  on  the  train,  but.  Prof. 
Johnson  very  tenderly  exhorted  them 
to  save  the  ginger  for  the  crucial 
hour.  And  the  crucial  hour  came,  as 
we  shall  see. 

"Bee-rea"  !  shouted  the  conductor. 
The  ventricular  contraction  of  thr  :e 

heaits  on  the  train  increased  100  per 
cent  as  they  got  off  the  train,  and 
were  hustled  into  an  auto  to  be  taken 

to —  they  knew  not  where.  Prof, 
Knapp  pleaded  wih  the  driver  not  to 
take  him  to  the  Jail. 

Supper  time  came,  and  the  Mary- 
ville team  was  hustled  over  to  the 

Academy  Dining  Hall,  where,  besides 
having  the  honor  of  sitting  at  the 
faculty  table  on  a  raised  platform, 
were  given  an  ovation  such  as  they 
will  never  forget.

No  subscriptions  had  been  solicited, 

no  advertisements  secured  and  no  pre- 

vious organization  in  the  past  to  build 

on  its  way.  No  advance  in  price  over 

upon,and  the  first  term  of  school  well 

that  of  the  monthly  was  made  and  no 

advance  in  advertising.  The  sub- 

scription price  of  seventy-five  cents 

per  year  was  retained  and  space  for 
ads  cost  the  same  for  four  times  a 

month  that  they  formerly  did  for  once 
a  month.  The  Highland  Echo  has 
been  well  supported  by  the  student 
body  excepting  a  surprisingly  large 

number  who  have  not  paid  their  sub- 
scriptions. A  feature  that  promises 

much  for  the  publication  is  the  fact 
that  the  alumni  subscriptions  have 
been  larger  than  ever  was  had  by  the 
Monthly  and  new  ones  were  received 
throughout  the  year. 

Last  year  there  were  five  issues  of 
the  Monthly  published.  This  year 
there  have  been  nineteen  issues  of  the 

Highland  Echo  published.  During  the 
course  of  the  year  the  subscription 
list  has  grown  to  nearly  Tour  hundred. 

We  believe  that  a  very  successful 

and  useful  future  awaits  the  High- 
lanr  Echo.  The  subscription  price 
should  •  be  raised  to  that  of  similar 
publications  in  other  schools  and  the 
advertising  rates  doubled.  The  paper 
is  worth  it,  the  advertisement  is  worth 

it,  and  a  successful  publication  de- 
mands it. 

A  movement  is  now  planned  by  the 
socitties  to  select  the  editor,  not  from 
a  society,  but  to  make  the  selecion  of 

his  officer  competitive.  All  who  de- 
sire to  become  editor  shall  have  to 

write  some  editorials,  news  items,  and 
o^er  articles  and  the  one  who  shows 
himself  most  capable  will  be  selected. 
Jhis  one  will  then  have  to  assist  the 

editor  one  term  and  learn  the  job.  A 
business  manager  will  be  selected  in 
like  manner.  We  commend  this  meth- 

od to  the  student  body.  It  will  insure 
an  efficient  editorial  staff.

elsewhere. 

From  last  year's  team  comes  Cap- 
tain Ensign,  Greer,  Clemens,  Fee- 

man,  Flannery,  Briggs  and  Sentelle. 
Bryson  of  the  1914  team  is  back 

in  school  while  from  last  year's 
scrub  team  the  following  have  re- 

turned and  are  showing  up  well: 
Spurgeon,  Norgan,  Stevens,  Cooper, 
Ford  and  others. 

Several  new  men  have  appeared 

on  the  field  showing  excellent  work 

in  the  short  scrimmages  and  pre- 
liminary work-outs. 

The  backfield  will  be  heavier  than 

last  year  with  less  weight  in  the 
the  line,  but  more  speed. 

Several  scrimmages  have  already 
been  held  and  with  the  arrival  of 

the  tackling  dummy  the  first  of  the 
I  v/eek  both  veterans  and  new  men

The  U.  T.  Game  will  be  played  in 
Knoxville  Oct.  7,  and  the  greatest 

gathering  of  M.  C.  fans  that  has 
ever  been  on  Wait  field  is  predicted for  that  day. 

Ten  years  have  passed  since  a 
Maryville  foot-ball  team  has  defeat- 

ed Tennessee  and  this  year  finds  M. 

C.  with  bright  prospects  and  U.  T.'s outlook  slightly  discouraging. 

Coach  Kiefer  does  not  claim  to 

have  a  team  that  will  not  fail  to  do-

THE  HIKE 

Taken  by  Five  Fellows  Prior  to  the  Opening  of 

College— Back  as  Far  as  the  Great 
Smokies 

Five  of  our  boys,  namely  Shorty 

Leonard,  Cooper,  Frank  Cody,  Weis- 
becker  and  "Tommy  Atkins"  Loft, 
left  Maryville  on  Tuesday  morning, 

Sept.  5th,  at  9  o'clock  headed  for  a 
hike  in  the  mountains  in,  around,  and 

adjacent  to  Maryville. 
^The  start  was  made  and  the  trip 

passed  uneventfully,  until  they  had 
passed  Lookrock  and  Happy  Valley. 
Here  the  fun  commenced  as  the  only 

available  place  to  camp  was  in  a 

swamp.  The  water  was  wet,  accord- 
ing to  the  report.  Theo  on  to  Alcoa 

where  the  Aluminum  Co.  has  a  pow- 
er station,  and  Cheoah  where  there 

is  an  enormous  dam.  The  scenery 

was  majestic  and  indeed  inspiring. 
They  returned  to  the.  Carolina  line 

and  started  up  the  dividing  ridge. 

When  they  were  at  the  top  some  one 

was  heard  to  shout,  "Say,  Boys". 
Tkey  looked  around  and  Tommy 
Loft  was  missing.  Later  he  was 
found,  and  is  now  present  on  the 

hill  as  direct  proof  of  this  state- 
ment. The  boys  continued  along  the 

ridge  and  that  night  the  only  camp- 
ing place  to  be  had  was  in  a  marsh. 

The  camp  was  made,  "r.nd  the 
waters  prevailed  exceedingly  upon 

the  earth,"  so  much  so  in  fact,  that 
it  took  two  hours  to  get  a  fire  start- 

ed, and  incessant  blowing  by  Frank 
Cody  to  keep  the  fire  going. 

On  the  next  day  there  was  to  be 
a  long  climb,  so  Shorty  suggested 
that  they  get  up  at  four  to  make  a 
good  start.  When  he  aroused  the 
bunch  in  the  morning,  Cody  wanted 

to  know  why  they  should  travel  all 
night.  As  it  was  the  last  water  hole 
before  reaching  the  other  side  of 
the  ridge  (you  readers  of  Zane  Grey 
know  what  that  means)  a  liberal 

supply  of  cornmeal  and  water  was 
laid  in.  Fortunate  indeed,  for  the 

only  food  they  had  for  the  next 
three  days  was  cornmeal,  water  and 
fat  bacon. 

From  the  ridge  in  every  direction 
could  be  seen  the  mountains  rearing 

their  majestic  heights  to  the  sky. 
Clothed  in  soft  green,  and  bedecked 
with  silver  garlands  of  water,  they 
stood-  the    unchanging    sentinels    of 
God. 
From  the  ridge  the  route  was 

over  Parson's  Bald,  up  and  down 
hills  and  valleys,  and  then  to  Greg- 

ory Bald.  On  Parson's  Bald  the  boys 
found  a  supply  of  May  pops  and 
huckleberries,  which  offered  a  splen- 

did variety  from  the  original  menu 
mentioned  above.  The  next  stop  was 

at  Spence's  Cabin,  where  a  further 
article  of'diet  was  added,  s-h-h,  not 

fso    loud,    onions !     That  night    was 

spent  in  camp  about  a  quarter-mile 
from  Spence's  Cabin.  The  five  slept 
in  a  single  tent,  with  Coop  at  the 
bottom,  under  all  the  blankets. 

The  next  morning  the  bunch  went 
over  Thunderhead  and  from  there 

saw  Cades  Cove,  Bote  Mountain  and 
the  Government  trail  supposedly 
leading  to  civilization.  Thinking  to 
save  time  they  cut  across  the  range 
over  Defeat,  and  strayed  too  far  to 
the  east.  A  rhododendron  thicket  was 
before  them,  another  behind  them, 
and  one  on  each  side.  That  trail 

was  LOST.  They  plunged  down  the 
hill  and  came  to  Thunderhead 
Creek.  As  the  creek  seemed  to  be 

the  only  way  out  our  heroes  dashed 
into  the  icy  flood  without  even  re- 

moving the  coverings  to  their  pedal 
extremities  and  slid,  fell  and  other- 

wise scrambled  down  the  creek.  At 

times  they  descended  by  sitting  down 
and   letting  the   water   do  the  rest. 
Tommy  Loft  at  one  time  thought 

he  was  doing  a  high  dive  so  he  came 
down  wrong  end  up.

feet  "as  big  as  dollars",  and  Loft 
was  out  of  the  game  with  a  bad 

hip,  so  the  progress  was  at  a  snail's 
gallop. 
Townsend  at  7:30  p.  m.  with  a 

big  meal  and  real  beds  for  the  first 

time  in  five  days.  Then  on  to  Mary- 
ville by  train.  Coop,  Cody  and  Loft 

went  no  further,  but  Leonard  and 
Weisbecker,  taking  on  two  more 

campers,  Chang  and  Watkins,  went 
to  Sheep  Pen  over  Sunday.  Sheep 
Pen  entertained  a  native  of  the  ce- 

lestial kingdom  for  the  first  time  in 
history.  Here  they  rested,  filled  up 
on  baked  beans,  watermelons  and 
cheese,  and  returned  on  Monday 

morning  to  Maryville,  prepared  to 
enter  the  new  school  year,  invigor- 

ated and  refeshed  by  the  great  hike.

The  Maryville  foot-ball  team  re- 
turned to  the  University  of  Tennes- 

see schedule  covering  themselves  as 
individuals  and  the  college  with 

glory  and  giving  Tennessee  the 
worst  scare  they  have  had  on  Wait 
field  in  several  years. 
Accompanied  to  Knoxville  by 

hundreds  of  loyal  rooters  the 

Maryvillians  started  things  their 
way  in  the  first  few  minutes  of  play 
and  continued  to  sweep  Tennessee 
off  their  feet  by  end  runs,  forward 
passing  and  broken  field  running, 
until  at  the  end  of  the  first  half  U. 

T.  was  completely  dazed  b  y  the 
brilliance  of  the  Maryville  team 

which  had  been  displaying  mid-sea- 
son championship  form  throughout the  half. 

Every  man  on  the  Maryville  team 
seemed  by  his  own  individual  fight- 

ing and  by  his  work  as  a  part  of 
the  Maryville  machine  determine4 

to  add  glory  to  Maryville  and  a  vic- 
tory over  Tennessee. 

Bryson's  long  run  for  a  touch- 
down when  he  carried  the  ball  80 

yards,  receiving  it  on  a  forward  pass 
from  Clemens,  was  the  feature  of 

the  game  and  this  with  Ford's  50 
yard  run  gave  Maryville  the  two 
longest  runs  of  the  game. 
Some  Knoxville  followers  of  the 

game  called  Bryson's  run  and  the 
interference  afforded  him  the  most 

brilliant  single  piece  of  foot-ball 
ever  exhibited  on  Wait  field. 

The  Maryvillians,  working  to- 
gether as  a  team  with  the  wonderful 

backfield  led  by  the  great  playing 

of  Capt.  Ensign  and'  the  line  by  the 
veteran  Greer,  out-played  Tennessee 
see  in  every  department  of  the 
game  with  the  single  exception  of 

punting. A  former  All-Southern  foot-ball 
man  watching  the  game  declared 
that  Maryville  had  a  Southern 

championship  backfield  and  this  with 
the  Maryville  line  made  one  of  the 
best  college  teams  in  the  South  this 

year,  and  he  continued  by  declaring 
Maryville  fully  a  30  percent  better 
team  than  U.  T. 

Maryville  advanced  the  ball  dur- 
ing the  four  quarters  300  yards 

while  Tennessee  advanced  it  only 

202  yards.  It  was  in  the  second 
quarter  that  Maryville  gained  100 

yards  while  Tennessee  in  this  quar- 
ter made  only  one  gain,  that  being 

for  45  yards,  on  which  they  scored 
their   first  touchdown   on   a   fluke. 

In  the  third  quarter  Maryville  ad- 
vanced the  ball  125  yards  to  Tennes- 

see's  81. 

Tennessee  was  the  first  to  score 

when  Emory  received  a  forward 

pass  from  Clemens  and  carried  45 
yards  for  the  single  score  of  the 
first  half. 

It  was  in  this  half  that  Ford  re- 
ceived the  ball  on  a  Maryville  punt 

carrying  it  50  yards,  within  15 
yards  of  the  Tennessee  goal  when 
he  stumbled  and  a  Tennessee  man 
recovered   the   ball. 

Maryville  worked  the  forward 

pass  for  a  total  of  150  yards  during 
the  game. 

Tennessee  settled  down  to  a  punt- 
ing game  with  Hatcher  gaining 

from  10  to  30  yards  on  each  ex- 
change of  punts  and  to  this^  with 

the  fact  that  in  the  latter  part  of 

game  when  Tennessee  sent  in  new 
men,  they  sent  in  men  as  heavy  or 
heavier  and  as  good  as  the  men 

they  had  taken  out,  might  be  attri- 
buted  the  fact  that  they  were  able 

to  score  four  touchdowns  in  the  last 
half. 

Too  much  praise  can  not  be  giv- 
en the  team  as  a  whole  nor  to  the 

men  as  individuals  nor  to  Coach 

Kiefer  who  has  developed  the  team. 

The  Maryville  fans  returned  home 
in  high  spirits  knowing  that  the 
team  had  made  the  better  showing 
and  with  a  determination  stronger 

than  ever  to  get  Tennessee  next 

year.

line.  M.  C.  penalized  15  yards,  hold- 
ing. M.  C.  kicked  to  U.  T.  8  yards. 

Ring  making  no  return.  U.  T.  kicked 
out,  M.  C.  receives  and  Ensign 
makes  11  yards  at  left  end.  Feeman 

over  right  tackle  10  yards.  Forward 
pass  Clemens  to  Feeipen  8  yards. 
Feemen  loses  it,  tackle.  Tennessee 

kicked.  Maryville  receives  no  a d- 
vance  and  Feeman  makes  15  yards 

over  left  tackle.

ATHLETIC  FEE 

FOR  MARYVILLE 

To  be  successful,  college  athletics 
depend  upon  proper  financing.  Every 
athletic  team  needs  equipment,  good 

equipment.  Good  games  on  the  local 
neids  usually  cost  more  than  the 
gate  receipts  show.  As  a  result  of 
these  circumstances  the  Maryville 

College  Athletic  Association  is  now 
in  debt  to  the  sum  of  eight  hundred 

dollars.  We  have  had  good  equip- 
ment, and  some  good  games,  but  the 

growth  of  the  College  numerically 
does  not  seem  to  provide  better 

equipment  or  better  games. 
The  average  student  does  not 

know  the  cost  involved  in  outfitting 
a  football  team  or  a  basket  ball 

team,  nor  does  he  understand  the 
expenses  attached  to  bringing  the 
team  of  another  college  to  play  on 
our  fields.  The  cost  never  enters  the 

student's  mind  until  he  goes  on  the 
field  where  he  is  charged  a  nominal 

sum — too  large  in  his  estimation. 
This  condition,  which  has  existed 

in  Maryville  College  for  many  years, 
can  be  remedied  as  it  has  been  in 
many  other  schools  and  collegas. 
The  method  used  is  charging  an 
athletic  fee  to  all  students  entering 

college,  giving  them  an  annual  tick- 
et to  all  athletic  games  and  contests. 

With  the  cooperation  of  the  col- 
lege authorities  Maryville  could  put 

her  athletics  on  a  sound  financial 

basis,  at  the  same  time  assuring  her 

teams  the  support  of  the  entire  stu- 
dent body. 

What  is  meant  by,  "with  the  co- 
operation of  the  college  authorities", 

is  that  with  their  sanction  an  athlet- 

ic fee  of  one  dollar  and  twenty-five 
cents  a  term  could  be  charged  each 
student  enrolling.  This  fee  is  very 

small,  yet  it  would  be  sufficient  to  in- 
sure better  equipment  and  stronger 

games  for  the  local  field.  It  will 
make,  possible  a  budget  system, 
whereby  the  manager  of  each  team  is 

allotted  a  specific  amount  with  which 

to  purchase  equipment  and  entertain 
visiting  teams. 

The  need  can  be  plainly  seen.  The 
student  body  believes  in  its  athletic 
teams,  and  desires  to  support  them. 
Let  the  students  take  hold  of  this 

movement  and  make  a  big  push  for 
an  athletic  fee  which  will  solve  the 

problem  and  put  Maryville  College 
Athletics  on  a  sound  financial  basis. 

Miss  Notie  Fancher  read  an  in- 

teresting paper  on  music  and  the 
war. 

Miss  Muriel  Mitchell  read  several 

poems  which  have  been  written  dur- 

ing the  war.  Among  those  were,  "A 
Chant  of  Hate  Against  England", 
by  Ernst  Lissoner,  and  its  answer, 

"A  Chant  of  Love  for  England",  by 
Helen  Gray  Cane.  One  of  the  best 

war  poems,  "August,  1914",  by  John Masefielt  waJf  also  read. 

The  effect  of  the  war  on  art  was 

given  to  us  in  a  most  interesting 

way  by  Helen  Brown. 
Our  patriotic  spirit  was  shown 

when  at  the  close  of  the  meeting,  we 

stood  and  sang  together,  "The  Star 

Spangled  Banner". Those  whose  names  were  present- 
ed at  our  first  meeting  took  the  oath 

of  membership  and  several  addition- 
al names  were  presented.

On  a  field  three  inches  deep  with 
dust,  no  rain  having  fallen  in  seven 
weeks,  Maryville  puts  up  a  game 
fight    against    a   sueprior    team. 

Maryville  won  the  toss  and  chose 
to  kick.  Greer  kicked  fifty  yards  and 
Sewanee  returned  20  yards.  The 

Aust  rolled  up  in  clouds  and  the 
play  could  not  be  followed  from

THE  SIGNIflCANCE  OE 

THE  IMPROVEMENTS 

ON  COLLEGE  HILL 
Maryville  College,  founded  in  1819 

with  five  candidates  for  the  ministry 

as  her  total  enrollment,  has  develop- 
ed as  an  oak  from  an  acorn,  until 

today  she  is  rapidly  gaining  recog- 
nition as  one  of  the  leading  colleges 

of  the  South.  The  secret  of  her  suc- 

cess lies  in  the  faithful,  unselfish 
and  splendid  service,  which  her  past 

and  present  faculties  and  directors 
have  and  are  rendering,  as  well  as 

the  sincerity  and  loyalty  of  the  stu- 
dents who  have  sought  an  education 

from  her  hands. 

The  fine  spirit  of  fellowship  which 

has  always  characterized  her  stu- 
dent body  is  still  in  evidence.  The 

first  day  I  arrived  here  two  years 

ago,  I  was  favorably  impressed  with 
the  social  atmosphere  of  Maryville 

Coilege.  At  the  station  were  assem- 
bled students  who  made  it  their 

business  to  be  here  early  and  wel- 
come the  new  students  and  make 

them  feel  at  home.  From  the  station 

vve  were  escorted  to  Pearsons'  Hall 
and,  after  partaking  of  the  refresh 
meiits  the  girls  had  so  thoughtfully 

provided,  we  were  helped  through 

the  preliminaries  incidental  to  se- 
curing rooms,  etc.  The  impression  I 

received  from  such  a  cordial  wel- 

come on  the  part  of  the  upper  class- 
men was  indelibly  stamped  upon  my 

heart  and  would  have  required  a 

mighty  counter-influence  to  erase. 
All  of  us,  no  doubt,  hav*  had  this 

same  delightful  experience  upon  com- 
ing to   Maryville   for  the    first  time. 

Being  absent  from  college  last 

year  and  finding  that  circumstances 
permitted  me  to  again  engage  in 

study,  I  wrote  to  our  Registrar  re- 
questing a  catalogue.  The  very  first 

page,  as  I  turned  back  the  cover, 
gave  me  an  impression  of  progres- 
siveness  on  the  part  of  the  college. 
It  was  a  small  matter  in  itself  that 
the  illustrations  throughout  the 
contents  of  the  catalogue  were  new, 

but  they  indicated  the  spirit  o  f 

Maryville — a  desire  to  replace  the 
old  by  something  better.  They  made 
me  feel  that  the  college  was  still 

pushing  ahead  and  that  I  was  not 
making  a  mistake  in  returning  to 
her  bosom. 

Nor  was  I  disappointed.  I  found 
the  atmosphere  o  f  Maryville  the 
same  as  before  with  the  same  high 

standards  prevailing;  and  in  addi- 
tion I  noticed  improvements  on  the 

campus,  also  those  of  an  altogether 
different  character. 

Tho  first  improvement  which 
meets  our  eyes  as  we  approach  the 

campus,  is  of  course  our  new  Carne- 
gie Hall  which  is  rapidly  nearing 

completion.  Here  from  the  ashes  of 
that  memorable  fire  of  last  April  is 

springing  up,  through  the  loyalty 

and  generosity  of  her  friends,  one 
of  the  best  domitories  in  the  South,

KING  COLLEGE  PLAYS 

HERE  SATURDAY 

First  Game  On  Home  Grounds 
This  Season— Big  Crowd  is 
Expected  to  Witness  The 
Annual  Clash. 

After  being  played  to  a  scoreless 
tie  by  Centre  College  Saturday,  the 
Varsity  squad  began  preparations 
Monday  for  the  opening  game  on 
the  home  grounds. 

King  College  will  open  the  local 

season  playing  at  Maryville  Satur- 

lurday  in  a  game  which  will  elimin- 
ate either  Maryville  or  King  as  a 

contender  for  the  championship  of 
East  Tennessee. 

Maryville  and  King  College  have 
met  five  times,  Maryville  having 

won  a  majority  of  the  games.  Dur- 
ing the  last  three  years  Maryville 

has  won  two  games  and  King  one, 
this  year  King  is  determined  to 

even  up  by  defeating  Maryville  o  n 
the  home  grounds  for  the  first  time. 

Of  the  five  games  played  by  the 
two  teams  only  twice  has  the  winner 
scored  more  than  two  touchdowns 
while  one  ended  in  a  scoreless  tie. 

King  College  this  year  ha?  one  of 
the  best  teams  in  its  history  as 

seven  of  last  year's  men,  including 
entire  backfield,  are  again  with  the 
team. 

The  following  men  from  last 

year's  squad  are  with  the  team, 
Detter,  Keys,  McFadden,  Buckles, 
Newland,   Wood    and   Smith. 

The  weight  of  the  King  team  is 
not  known  but  they  usually  average 
just  a  little  more  than  Maryville. 

And  in  their  line-up  they  generally 
carry  one  or  two  star  players  who 
can  hardly  be  equaled  on  an  average 
college  team. 

King  has  already  defeated  Car- 
son and  Newman  by  a  large  score, 

and  it  is  said  that  this  score  would 
have  been  doubled  had  the  field  been 

in  good  shape. 

Capt.  Smith  of  King  is  bringing 
his  team  to  Maryville  confident  of 
victory  and  determined  to  win. 

Those  who  have  seen  the  team  in 

action  report  it  as  a  well  balanced 
and  well  coached  team  with  plenty 
of  speed   and  punch. 

The  Maryville  team  will  probably 
start  the  game  in  the  best  condition 
that  it  has  entered  any  game  this 
year.  Reed  will  be  the  only  regular 
player  who  will  be  unable  to  play 

Saturday.  Several  changes  may  ap- 
pear in  the  line-up  as  the  coach  was 

not  entirely  satisfied  with  the  work 
against  Centre  College.  Just  what 
changes  will  be  made  has  not  been 
hinted,  but  every  effort  will  be 

made  to  get  a  better  working  com- 
bination in  order  that  Maryville  may 

get  a  good  start  toward  the  East 
Tennessee    championship. 
Clemens  who  did  not  enter  the 

Centre  College  game  until  the 
fourth  quarter  will  be  able  to  play 
the  entire  game  Saturday  and  this 
will  add  much  to  better  team  work  in 
the  backfield.

LET  US  IMPROVE 

THE  CAMPUS 

The  Student  Body  Can  do  Much 
To  Improve  The  Appear- 

ance of  The  Campus. 

We  all  love  our  campus,  "beauti- 
ful for  situation",  none  more  so 

anywhere.  We  like  it  even  as  it  is, 

trash,  sedge-grass,  and  barrenness 
along  with  attractive  trees,  lawns, 
and  hedges.  But  we  should  like  it 
better  minus  the  trash  and  the  like, 

and  plus  more  general  attractive- ness. Of  course  we  should. 

The  grounds  have  been  g^atly  im- 
proved during  the  time  the  College 

has  occupied  its  present  site.  Some 
progress  is  made  every  year.  The 

force  at  work  on  the  grounds,  how- 

ever, is  small,  and  the  funds  avail- 
able for  aesthetic  improvement, 

smaller  still.  We  are  glad  to  see  in 

the  catalog  among  the  special  needs 
for  which  the  Centennial  Forward 

Fund  of  $325,000  is  being  sough/, 
that  President  Wilson  asks  for 

$5000  for  streets,  walks,  and  other 
improvements  of  the  campus.  When 
this  becomes  reality  we  shall  see 

more  rapid  improvement  in  the  ap- 
pearance of  college  hill. 

In  what  has  already  been  accom- 
plished the  students  of  former  days 

have  had  a  large  share.  The  old 
cedars  that  crtfwn  our  hill  were  here 
in  diminutive  form  when  Anderson 

Hall  was  being  erected,  but  most,  if 
not  all,  of  the  beautiful  maples, 
elms,  walnuts,  beeches,  and  like  trees 
were  planted  by  the  students.  The 

fountain,  the  latest  addition  to  cam- 
pus attractiveness,  was  also  the  gift 

and  labor  of  students,  the  Class  of 1916. 

Students  have  not  only  helped; 

they  have  also,  in  some  ways, 
hindered.  Trees,  carefully  planted 
and  nurtured,  have  been  ruined  by 

rough  and  thoughtless  handling; 

grass  has  been  trampled  out;  and 

portions  of  the  hedges  have  been 
broken  and  destroyed.  vVithin  a  few 

days,  thoughtless  vandalism  has 
marred  the  beauty  of  the  fountain 
and  taken  the  first  step  towards  its 
destruction. 

The  College  will,  of  course,  repair 
the  fountain,  just  as  it  has,  so  far 

as  possible,  reset  trees  and  hedge 
and  resown  worn-out  lawns.  But 

this  fact  only  emphasizes  the  re- 
sponsibility of  the  students  to  culti- 

vate a  thoughtful  regard  for  the  ap- 
pearance of  the  campus,  and  to  see 

to  it  that  we  at  least  do  not  detract 

from  its  beauty  by  acts  of  destruc- 
tion. Let  us  begin  with  the  foun- 

tain. The  students  of  1916  gave  it, 

we  can  take  good  care  of  it.  Espe- 
cially let  us  develop  such  a  sense  of 

The  Rev.  A.  M.  Trawick,  Inter- 
national Secretary  of  the  Y.  M.  C. 

A.  for  Social  Work,  came  to  town  on 

Saturday.  Mr.  Trawick  is  one  of 
the  leaders  in  Social  work  in  the  Y. 

He  was  received  by  a  committee 
from  the  Y.  M.  C.  A.  cabinet  who 

had  made  arrangements  for  his  en- 
tertainment while  here. 

Mr.  Trawick  occupied  the  pulpit 
in  the  Presbyterian  Church  for  both 
services  on  Sunday,  and  also  spoke 

at  a  joint  meeting  of  the  Y.  M.  and 
Y.  W.  C.  A.  at  the  chapel  in  the 
afternoon.  The  attendance  at  the 

meeting  in  the  afternoon  was  very 

good,  about  three  hundred  students 

hearing  his  sermon  on  "Students' 
Personal  Prayer  Habits".  Mr.  Tra- 

wick advised  a  time  set  apart  in  the 

early  morning  for  communion  with 
God  and  emphasized  the  fact  that 
there  must  be  times  when  one  can 

be  absolutely  alone  with  the  Master. 
His  sermon  was  full  of  illustrations, 
the  most  notable  of  which  was  the 

fable  about  the  roaring  rabbit.  The 
moral  was  "Don't  roar  unless  you 

have  the  goods".  The  Y.  M.  C.  A. 
and  the  Y.  W.  C.  A.  are  both  on  the 

job  in  cultivating  healthy  roarers, 
and  when  they  roar  they  have  the 
goods  to  back  it  up. 

After  the  joint  meeting,  Mr.  Tra- 
wick met  the  T.  M.  C.  A.  cabinet  in 

personal  consultation,  and  laid  be- 
fore them  a  tentative  plan  of  work 

for  the  rest  of  the  year.  This  plan 

comprises  a  series  of  related  sub- 

jects to  be  discussed  during  the  de- 
votional meetings.  The  working  out 

of  the  program  will  be  left  to  the 
Devotional  Secretary. 

On  Monday  morning,  at  the  chapel 

hour  Mr.  Trawick  addressed  the  stu- 

dent body  on  "Service".  The  idea  of 
personal  service  as  an  indication  of 
true  Christianity  was  broadly  set 
forth  and  the  students  were  told 
that  opportunities  for  work  in  many 

lines  were  open  to  all  who  cared  to 

engage  in  them.  Maryville  is  a  fer- 
tile field  for  the  showing  of  a  real 

true  seven  days-a-week  Christianity, 
and  the  Associations  should  be,  and 

if  they  are  to  be  of  any  value,  must 
be  in  the  fore-front  of  the  battle  to 

take  a  man-size  Christianity  to  every 

home  and  place  of  business  in  Mary- ville. 

The  Associations  wish  to  thank 

Mr.  Trawick  and  Mr.  Parker  for 

their  presence  and  the  inspiration 
they  gave.  The  value  of  their  word? 
will  be  shown  more  and  more  as 

time  passes  and  the  Associations  go 
on  with  the  work  of  presenting 
Christ  as  the  basis  and  corner  stone

45  yards,  Ensign  returns  10  yards. 

Maryville  tries  forward  pass — inter-

Second  Half 

Centre  kicks  to  Maryville,  Feeman 
returns  10  yards.  After  trying  end 

run  and  forward  pass  without  suc- 
cess Feeman  punts  40  yards.  Centre 

returns  five  yards.  Centre  tries  the 
line  three  successive  bucks  to  no 
avail  and  kicks  to  Ensign  56  yards. 
Centre  attempts  forward  pass,  Sears

TUSCULUM  NEXT 

TEAM  IN  LINE 

Maryville  Journeys  to  Greene- 
ville  Saturday  to  Meet 

Strong  Eleven,  Great  Riv- 
alry Between  The  Two 

Teams. 

Saturday  morning  the  Varsity 
squad  will  leave  for  Greeneville  to 
meet  Tusculum  in  what  will  prob- 

ably be  the  hardest  fought  game  of 

the  year  on  Maryville's  schedule, 
the  game  will  be  played  at  Tuscu- 

lum three  miles  from  Greeneville. 

Tusculum  has  a  habit  of  playing 
harder  against  Maryville  than  any 
other  team;  it  is  the  great  desire  to 
once  defeat  Maryville.  According 
to  the  Tusculum  manager  Tusculum 

is  not  as  strong  as  they  were  last 
year.  They  have  played  two  games 
losing  to  Tennessee  at  Knoxville  33 
to  0.,  and  being  beaten  later  by  the 
strong  Emory  and  Henry  team  35 
to  0.  Manager  Dugger  said  his  team 

is  practicing  hard  and  Coach  And- 
erson expects  Tusculum  to  win.  A 

large  crowd  is  expected  at  the  game 
as  the  entire  Tusculum  student  body 
is  behind  their  team  pulling  for  a 
victory. 

According  to  dope  the  two  teams 
are  very  evenly  matched  with  M.  C. 
offense  just  a  shade  the  better  but 
this  will  be  offset  by  the  fact  that 
Tusculum  will  play  on  their  home 

grounds. 

In  Doak,  Fox  and  Register,  Tus- 
culum has  three  good  men  who  will 

cause  trouble  for  any  team  at  any. 
time.  Tusculum  will  place  their 

hopes  of  defeating  Maryville  princi- 
pally in  these  three  men. 

The  Tusculum  team  will  out- 
weigh Maryville  considerably  and 

has  fast  backs   and   ends. 

Tusculum  and  vicinity  is  permeat- 
ed with  a  feeling  of  an  easy  vic- 

tory over  Maryville,  but  the  Mary- 
ville followers  are  still  confident, 

that  Maryville  will  win  although 
they  realize  that  Maryville  will  have 

to  fight  for  every  inch  of  the  hun- 
dred  yards. 

Maryville  and  Tusculum  have  met 

twice  before,  Tusculum  losing  in 

1914  by  score  of  7-6,  and  last  year 
through  continued  breaks  of  the 

game  going  against  Maryville,  Tus- 
culum was  able  to  hold  Maryville 

to  a  scoreless  tie. 

The  Maryville  team  will  be  given 
hard  practice  this  week  getting 

their  offense  in  shape  and  strength- 
ening their  defense  against  certain 

Tusculum  plays  which  the  Tuscu- 
lum coach  had  expected  to  spring  as 

a  surprise  on  Maryville. 

The  Maryville  line-up  will  not  be 
given  out  officially  until  Friday, 

^ut  it  will  probably  'oe  the  same  as 
that  of  Saturday  with  Reed  still  out 
on  account  of  injuries. 

A  Maryville  man  who  was  up  at 

Tusculum  to  look  them  over  report- 
ed the  team  as  fast  and  heavy, 

quick  to  get  off  with  the  ball  and  a 
number  of  good  plays  which  they 
were  intending  to  launch  against 
Maryville. 

He  said  the  following  would  prob- 
ably be  the  line-up  Tusculum  would 

use  against  Maryville: 

M.  Doak,  left  end;  H.  Watson  or 
McCollum,  left  tackle;  Register,  left 
guard;  Dugger  or  Sargent,  center; 
Ramsey,  right  guard;  A.  Doak, 
right  tackle;  Campbell,  right  end; 
Frank  Fox.  left  half;  Piper,  right 
half;   Malmar  or  Watson,  full  back.

SPLENDID  REPORT 

GIVEN  SYNOD 

The  Synodical  Examiners  Here 
Two  Weeks  Ago  Commend 
Work  Being  Done  by 
Maryville  College. 

On  October  10th  and  11th  your 
Committee,  except  the  Rev.  A.  M. 
Penland  detaine  d  at  home  visited 

Maryville  College.  The  weather  was 
ideal  and  we  received  the  warmest 

welcome,  every  possible  courtesy 
from  the  faculty  and  student  body 

being  given  us.  We  took  meals  at 
the  faculty  table  in  Pearsons  Hall, 
where  over  five  hundred  students 

and  teachers  are  served  three  good, 

well-cooked  meals  a  day.  The  sys- 
tem and  sanitation  of  this  dining 

department  seemed  to  be  perfect;  it 
is  so  near  the  ideal,  the  committee 

found  no  grounds  for  any  sugges- 
tion, other  than  that  of  highest  ! 

commendation.  The  marvel  is,  how 

so  many  are  fed  so  orderly  and 

quickly,  and  how  such  satisfactory 
meals  can  be  provided  at  the  low 
price  of  $7.80  a  school  month.  The 
rare  genius  of  the  institution  is  seen 
here. 

Every  advantage  a.nd  facility  were 
given  us  to  look  over  the  school  and 
inspect  the  whole  plant  by  Registrar 
Gillingham,  Dean  Barnes,  and  other 
members  of  the  teaching  force.  The 
executive  headquarters  is  a  big  and 

well-equipped  office,  from  which  the 
affairs  of  the  whole  College  are  di- 

rected by  the  best  up-to-date  admin- 
istrative methods  and  with  the 

assistance  of  thoroughly  efficient 
helpers.  The  system  Used  in  keeping 
the  complete  record  of  the  pupils  is 
the  best  obtainable,  and  preserves 

full  information  of  the  daily  stand- 

ing of  all  students.  In  this  connec- 
tion, we  observed  the  printed  rules 

and  regulations  regarding  demerits 

and  unexcused  absences  of  the  pu- 

pils; also  saw  a  copy  of  the  regula- 
tions touching  the  attitude  of  stu- 
dents toward  the  buildings,  furni- 

ture, the  grounds,  and  the  like,  the 

daily  program  of  activities,  and  the 
rules  concerning  daily  conduct. 
These  regulations,  wisely  drawn  and 

tactfully  enforced,  safeguard  prop- 
erty and  decorum  on  the  one  hand, 

and  make  the  largest  results  possi- 
ble for  all  hopeful  students  on  the 

other  hand. 

Classrooms  in  all  departments 
were  visited,  and  in  each  of  these  the 
order  of  conduct  and  the  character 
of  work  done  were  of  the  highest 

type.  The  feeling  of  companionship 

apparent  among  teachers  and  stu- 
dents, emphasized  by  the  spirit  of 

the  classroom,  suggested  to  us  that 
there  is  a  happy  fellowship  between 

teacher  and  pupil.  As  in  other  de- 
partments, the  interest  and  work  in 

the  Music  and  Expression  Depart- 
ments were  gratifying.  More  room 

and  larger  quarters  will  soon  b  e 
needed  for  these.  The  Department  of 

Home  Economics,  one  of  the  young- 

est, is  skillfully  managed  and  is  do- 
ing splendid  work,  filling  that  long- 

neglected  gap  in  educational  develop- 
ment which  all  modern  schools  are 

seeking  to  supply  in  these  days  of 
better  things.  The  systematic  Bible 

study,  provided  ft^r  and  emphasized 
in  the  curriculum,  was  enjoyed  and 
heartily  approved.  The  scope  of 
Bible  study  for  the  year,  as  shown 

by  the  teacher's  outlme  or  syllabus, 
is  carefully  planned,  and  wiL  i.iv" 
the  pupil,  if  followed  out  studi }Li>ly, 
a  g'»od  woik.ig  knowledge  of  he 

old  Book. 

Among  the  many  advantages  and 

.splendid  buildings  of  the  campus  at- 
tention is  called  to  the  Hospital 

building  of  thirteen  wards,  with  its 
trained  nurse  and  visiting  physi- 

cians ready  to  receive  any  pupil  and 

to  give  to    him  at  a    small  cost    all

defeated  King  34-0  in  the  first  home 

game  of  the  season.  When  Maryville 
defeated  King  they  placed  them- 

selves in  the  real  East  Tennessee 

championship  race  a  s  now  only 

Maryville  and  Emory  and  Henry  're- 
main undefeated.  The  Maryville 

eleven  out-played  and  out-generaled 
the  team  from  Bristol  and  the  lack 

of  weight  and  speed  of  King  Col- 
lege made  more  certain  their  defeat. 

The  day  was  ideal,  with  a  clear 

sky  and  plenty  of  sunshine.  An 
average  crowd  witnessed  the  game. 

Capt.  Ensign  starred  for  Mary- 
ville making  two  touchdowns  in  the 

first  half  and  carrying  the  ball  50 

yards  for  the  longest  run  of  the 

game. 

King  College  was  able  only  oooe 
to  nuike  first  down  twice  in  succcss- sion.

needed  medical  aid.  Then,  the  facili- 
ties for  recreation ,  under  proper 

regulations,  give  the  best  advan- 
tages for  indoor  and  outdoor  exer- 
cise. The  new  concrete  swimming 

pool,  full  and  ready,  is  the  latest 
addition  to  this  equipment. 

Every  department  of  this  college 
life  seems  to  be  carefully  managed, 

and  appears  to  be  in  good  working 
order.  The  enrollment  reached  the 

high  mark  of  805  last  year,  repre- 
senting 32  states  and  countries. 

Present  indications  point  to  an  in- 
creased attendance  this  year.  Stu- 

dents are  coming  in  almost  each  day. 
The  buildings,  rooms,  grounds, 

streets,  and  all  appliances  are  in 

good  condition,  making  it  a  beauti- 
ful as  well  as  a  desirable  school  to 

which  to  send  our  children.

Tennessee,  in  an  address  to  the  stu- 
dent body  in  Voorhees  Chapel,  last 

Thursday  morning,  was  so  impress- 
ed with  the  enthusiastic  demonstra- 

tion accorded  him,  that  he  stated, 

should  the  necessity  arise,  he  would 
not  only  offer  the  use  of  army  tents, 
as  he  did  after  the  Carnegie  fire, 

but  would  also  be  willing  to  send  the 
Capitol  here.  This  statement  brought 
the  house  down. 

The  Governor  spoke  to  the  stu- 
dents under  the  auspices  of  the 

Woodrow  Wilson  Club,  and  was  in- 
troduced, in  a  brief  speech,  by  the 

President,  W.  W.  Haggard.  Mr. 

Haggard,  in  the  course  of  his  re- 
marks, told  the  distinguished  victor 

that  the  students  were  not  unmind- 
ful of  the  f^ct  that  he  showed  deep 

interest  in  the  College  after  the  fire 
last  April. 

The  Governor  spoke  of  the  many 

leaders  in  education  which  Mary- 
ville College  has  produced,  notably 

the  State  Superintendent  of  Educa- 
tion, S.  W.  Sherrill.  Gov.  Rye  alsa 

answered  some  of  the  objections 

raised  against  his  administration 
by  his  competitor,  and  expressed 
confidence  in  a  Democratic  victory 

on  Election  Day.  The  Governor's  re- 
marks were  frequently  interrupted 

by  applause  and  cheers.

This  year's  contest  will 

be  between  Maryviile  and  Emory 

and  Henry  and  the  game  will  be 

played  Friday  afternoon  starting 

promptly  at  2:30  p.  m.  In  1914 

Maryviile  and  Carson  and  Newman 

met  at  Maryviile  in  a  championship 

game.  Maryviile  losing  by  score  of 

3-0  Last  Year.  Tusculum  and  Mary- 

viile met  and  played  to  a  scoreless 

tie  in  what  was  to  be  the  deciding 

game. 

GREETS  DR.  WILSON 

Students  Show  Their  Love  for 
President  Upon  His  Initial 
Appearance  at  Chapel. 

FEEMAN 

The  game  Friday  will  be  attended 
by  probably  the  mrgest  crowd  ever 
at  a  game  in  Maryviile.  Last  year  in 
spite  of  a  hard  storm  more  than  50 
cars  came  over  from  Knoxville 

carrying  Knoxville  fans  to  the  Mary- 
ville-Tusculum  game,  and  if  fair 
weather  prevails  many  more  are 

expected  over  to  Maryville-Emory 
and   Henry  game. 

Maryviile  and  Emory  and  Henry 
have  met  once  before,  that  being 

last  year  when  Maryviile  defeated 
the  Lemon  and  Blue  warriors  at 

Emory,  Va.,  by  the  score  of  20-0. 
Emory  and  Henry  has  this  year  the 
strongest  team  in  the  history  of 
their  school  and  this  will  be  one  of 

the  strongest  teams  that  has  visited 
Maryviile  in  several  years  as  some 
critics  are  rating  Emory  and  Henry 

as  good  or  better  than  the  Univer- 
sity of  Tennessee.  The  Emory  and 

Henry  team  will  average  about  165 
pounds,  and  is  reported  as  the 
speediest  in  Virginia.  The  team  is 
made  up  of  experienced  men  and 
Captain  Jackson  at  quarter  back  is 
said  to  be  one  of  the  best  in  the  en- 

tire South.  He  handles  the  team 

>■  well,  is  almost  perfect  on  defense 
and  can  hardly  be  downed  in  a  brok- 

en fie'd.  One  of  the  Virginia  papers 
in  speaking  of  Tilson,  the  Lemon  and 
Blue  full  back  says  he  is  one  of  the 
best  line  plungers  ever  on  a  college 
football  team. 

The  Maryviile  team  will  enter  the 

game  in  good  shape  with  the  excep- 
tion of  Ford  who  will  be  out  this 

week  on  account  of  injuries  receiv- 
ed in  the  Tusculum  game.  Reed 

after  three  weeks  absence  was  able 

to  join  the  squad  again  Monday  and 

will  probably  be  seen  in  Friday's 
lineup.  The  Orange  and  Garnet 
team  is  confident  of  winning  and 

thus  bringing  the  undisputed  champ- 
ionship to  Maryviile.  The  team 

showed  new  life  Saturday  and  play- 
ed a  remarkably  good  offensive  and 

defensive  game.  The  interfei'ence 
and  the  team  work  was  especially 

brilliant  and  this  caused  the  Tuscul- 
um men  who  have  seen  both  tcam^ 

in  action  to  predict  a  Maryviile  vic- 
tory.

The  question  for  debate  with  Be- 
lea  this  year  is  "Resolved,  That  the 
United  States  should  further  re- 

strict immigration  by  means  of  a 

literacy  test".  This  question  is  nut 
uaiy  one  of  exceeding  interest  but 
one  of  special  importance  at  the 

present  time.  The  fact  that  Con- 
gress has  twice  passed  laws  provid- 

ing for  a  literacy  test  to  restrict 
immigration,  only  to  be  vetoed  by 
President  Taft  and  Wilson,  adds 

interest  to  the  question.  The  debate 
will,  in  all  probability,  take  place 

during  the  first  or  second  week  in 
March.  The  preliminaries  for  the 

choice  of  men  to  represent  the  pre- 
paratory department  will  be  held 

during   the   first   week   in   December. 
Nothing  definite  can  be  said  in 

this  week's  issue  in  regard  to  inter- 
collegiate debate,  except  that  there 

is  a  great  abundance  of  "debating 
material"  on  the  hill  this  year.  With 

eight  of  the  men  of  last  year's  teams 
back  and  with  many  more  men  who 
have  had  considerable  practice  in 

debating  there  can  be  no  'doubt 
about  Maryville's  having  winning 
teams.  The  best  indications  of  a 

great  year  in  debate  is  the  enthusi- 
asm and  earnestness  being  shown 

by  the  men  who  are  interested  in 
this  line  of  work. 

At  the  present  time  an  effort  is 

being  made  to  arrange  for  a  tri- 
angular debate  with  Emory  and 

Henry  College  and  the  University 
of  Tennessee.  If  such  a  league  can 

be  formed  there  is  every  assurance 
that  the  teams  of  Maryviile  as  well 
as  the  whole  student  body  will  unite 
their  efforts  m  bringing  honor  to 
their  Alma  Mater.  Just  now  the 

prospects  for  the  formation  of  such 
a  league  look  quite  favorable.  As

yard  line.  Spurlock  the  Mississippi 
center  is  well  known  for  his  brilli- 

ant and  aggressive  work  to  all 
Southern  football  fans.

by  the  Sewanee-Chattanooga  and 
the  Mississippi-Chattanooga  game. 
Sewanee  defeated  Chattanooga  54-0.

ga 33-0,  giving  Sewanee  about  20 
points  over  A.  &  M.  Sewanee  de- 

feated M.  C.  66-6  thus  giving  Mis-

Yet  Maryville  was  playing  on 
the  Sewanee  Mountain  for  the  first 

time  and  against  Mississippi  they 
will  be  at  home.

Work  Started  on  New  Structure 
June  2Uth,  1916.  To  Be 
Finished  Dec.  20th.  Good 
Weather  Aids  The  Con- tractors. 

Ensign  and  McNutt  Play  Great 
Game.  A  Decisive  Victory 
For  The  Orange  and  Gar- 
net. 

New  Carnegie  Hall,  the  mangnifi- 
cent  dormitory  that  has  replaced  the 
building  burned  in  the  memoriable 

fire  of  last  April  is  nearing  comple- tion. 

Work  is  being  pushed  rapidly  on 
the  interior  finishing  work. 

The  floors  are  nearly  all  down,  the 
windows  are  in  the  sashes  and  the 

wagons  are  clearing  away  the  rub- 
bish that  has  accumulated  during  the 

construction. 

The  contractor  is  positive  he  will 

be  able  to  turn  the  building  over  to 
the  college  on  Dec.  20th. 

Many  improvements  can  be  noted, 
the  wide  hall-ways,  better  located 
baths,  the  stair  ways  well  lighted, 

bigger  and  more  appropriate  en- 
trances, fire  protection  on  each  floor 

and  many  more  but  space  will  not 
allow  the  discussion  of  them. 
New  Carnegie  seems  to  be  a  much 

better  appointed  building  than  the 

old.  The  added  floor  gives  a  number 
of  additional  rooms,  and  the  utiliza- 

tion of  the  basements  for  dormitory 

purposes  has  aided  in  increasing  the 
capacity.  , 
Room  deposits  can  be  made  now. 

The  building  will  be  opened, — fur- 
nished complete  throughout,  Jan.  1, 

1917.  The  dedication  will  be  in  the 

spring  term  in  all  probability. 

The  Maryville  College  football

has  served  the  «hurch  and  the  country  for  nearly  a  century. 
Thousands  of  its  former  students  are  scattered  over  the  world.

BUILDING  ON  THE  hILL 

The  Result  of  a  Heated  Discus- 
sion— Tiie  Library  Wins. 

If  one  were  to  ask  the  question, 
which  is  the  most  popular  building 

on  the  hill  these  days,  he  would  un- 
doubtedly receive  various  replies. 

One  student  would  make  Pearsons 

Hash  Hall  the  most  popular,  and  he 
would  not  be  far  from  right.  Some 

students  think,  dreamy  ponder,  re- 
flect, imagine,  and  hope  only  in 

terms  of  "hash".  At  »iiorning  they 

cry,  "I  wish  it  were  noon".  In  the 
afternoon  they  sigh,  "I  wish  it  were 

'  eventide".  At  night,  this  is  their 
constant  wail,  "Oh  that  it  were  time 
for  breakfast"!  Another  student 
might  venture  to  make  Anderson  or 
Science  most  popular.  He  would, 
however,  have  many  dissenters.  Still 
another  student  might  maintain  that 

'  Bartlett  Hall,  with  its  Swimming 
Pool  annex,  is  most  popular.  But  to 
many  students  the  swimming  pool  is 
a  n  unknown  quantity,  and  the 

"gym"  classes  only  vary  in  their  de- 
gree of  torture. 

There  is  one  building  on  the  hill, 

however,  which  all  would  acknowl- 

^*  edge  as  being  very  popular,  and 
which  the  majority  would  designate 

as  "most  popular".  This  building  may 
be  called  "Maryville's  Storehouse 
of  Knowledge".  It  is  situated  along 
the  walk  leading  from  Science  to 
Pearsons,  and  the  most  attractive 
thing  about  it,  as  one  beholds  it 
from  the  outside,  is   its  white   dome, 

•  which  was  undoubtedly  placed,  there 

to  give  it  an  appearance  of  architec- 
tural beauty. 

As  one  enters  the  building  his  at- 
ten^on  is  at  once  arrested  by  a 
beautiful  stained-glass  window,  vari- 

colored, depicting  Christ  blessing  th^ 

poor,  sick  and  needy,  with  this  in- 

scription underneath,  "Blessed  are 
the  pure  in  heart  for  they  shall  see 

God".  As  he  looks  around  he  notices 
the  room  crowded  with  students, 

some  persuing  the  current  maga- 
zines and  newspapers,  some  absorb- 

ed in  deep  study.  Here  and  there  are 

students  doing  some  parallel  read- 
ing, in  connection  with  their  class 

work,  other  students  doing  some  re- 
search work  on  a  debate  or  other 

literary  production. 

Upon  inquiring,  he  is  informed' 
that  the  Library  now  has  more  than 

19,000  volumes,  with  other  books  be- 
ing added  continually.  He  is  also  in- 

formed that  fifty-four  new  volumes 
have  been  added  for  the  Agricultural 

Department.  Fifty-eight  periodicals 
are  now  on  the  Library  list,  with 
five  new  magazines  being  added,  and 
the  library  is  so  crowded,  that  it 
has  been  found  necessary  to  add  new 
chairs  and  tables  for  the  accomoda- 

tion of  the  students. 

The  spectator  now  climbs  the 
stairs  leading  to  the  gallery,  and  he 
notices   a   small   museum.      Here    he 

*  sees  such  curios  as  a  Chinese  tea? 
pot,  images  of  Buddha,  ornamental 

work  from  India,  Confederate  cur- 
rency and  Chinese  coins,  Japanese 

wooden  shoes  and  turbans  of  the 

Brahman  caste,  magazines  dating 

back  to  the  year  1784,  a  Bible  dat- 

ing back  to  1715,  a  Latin  book  print- 
ed in  the  year  1521,  a  peacock  fan, 

and  Buddhist  scriptures.  Here  the 

spectator  stops,  for  the  bell  is  ring- 
ing, calling  the  faithful  ones  to  the 

"Hash  Hall".  Which  is  the  most 
popular  building  on  the  hill?  The 
Library,  of  course. 
The  student  body  appreciates  the 

benefits  it  secures  from  the  Library, 
and  condemns  those  who  abuse  the 

privileges  by  failing  to  return  bor- 
rowed books,  maltreating  the  maga- 

zines or  newspapers,  or  by  taking 
books  from  the  Library  without  the 

Librarian's  knowledge.

Since  athletics  for  girls  have  been 

established  on  college  bill  tho  girls 
have  been  turning  out  good  teams. 

This  is  true  in  the  girls'  tennis

Organized  Last  Friday  Night. 
P  e  a  n  Barnes  Honored 
With  Presidency.  Meeting 
Held  in  Knoxville. 

Friday  night  the  faculty  of  the 
University  of  Tennessee  tendered  a 
banquet  to  the  faculties  of  seven. 
East  Tennessee  colleges. 

An  organization  to  be  known  as 

"The  Association  of  East  Tennessee 

Colleges"  was  formed,  Jasper  C. 
Barnes,  Dean  of  Maryville  College 
was  elected  president,  and  Prof.  Ross 

of  Lincoln  Memorial  University,  Sec- 
retary and  Treasurer.  The  purpose 

of  the  association  is  to  arouse  a 

greater  spirit  of  co-operation  for 
the  mutual  advancement  of  college 
work  in  East  Tennessee. 

A  splendid  dinner  was  served  by 
the  domestic  science  department  of 

the  University  of  Tennesse  which 

was  followed  by  toasts  from  the  rep- 
resentatives of  the  different  colleges. 

President  Brown  Ayers,  of  U.  T. 

acted  as  toastmaster  and  the  follow- 
ing responded  with  toasts,  Prof. 

Harry  Clarke,  of  U.  T.;  President 
Burnette  of  Carson-Newman;  Dr. 

Boyd  of  Milligan  College  •  President 
Gray  of  Tusculum;  Prof.  Ross  of  L. 

M.  U. ;  President  Lowry  of  Hiawas- 
see  College;  and  Profs.  C.  H.  Gill- 
incrham  and  J.  C.  ̂ arnes  of  Mary- ville. 

The  banquet  was  well  attended, 
representatives  from  the  seven  lead- 

ing collges  in  East  Tennessee  being 
present.  Profs.  Barnes,  Gillingham, 

Ellis,  Knapp,  Bassett,  Johnson  and 
Davis  went  from  Maryville. 

The  next  meeting  of  the  associa- 
tion will  be  at  Tusculum  College 

early  in  the  Spring  of  1917. 

ANNUAL  REPORT  OF 

Y.  M.  C.  A.'s  OF  NORTH 
AMERICA  ENCOURAGING 

* 

The  annual  statistical  reports  of 

the  Young  Men's  Chrj>.ian  Associa- 
tions of  North  America  show  that 

the  movement  has  been  marching 
forward.  The  summary  was  complet- 

ed earlier  than  usual  and  with  37 

less  Associations  having  been  heard 
from  than  a  year  ago. 

Those  2030  Associations  which 

sent  in  reports  early  enough  to  be 

included  in  the  totals  have  an  aggre- 
gate membership  of  689,023,  which 

is  a  net  gain  of  68,224  over  the 
previous  year,  when  2067  reported. 
Of  this  number,  317,269  are  active 
members,  and  97,423  are  serving  on 
committees. 

The  property  gain  of  the  North 
American  Associations  is  very  large. 
Now  782  own  buildings  and  real 
estate  valued  at  $90,290,394,  on 
which  there  is  an  idebtedness  of 
$13,997,392.  The  total  net  property, 
endowment  funds,  furniture  and 

equipment  is  $94,389,338,  which  is  a 

gain  of  $2,986,926  over  the  previous 
year.  Looking  into  the  future,  169 
Associations  report  $4,384,564  pledg- 

ed for  building  funds,  and  $944,373 
general  endowment  fund  pledged. 
For  current  expenses,  $13,468,729 

was  expended,  which  is  an  increase 

of  $544,028,  and  for  state,  provincial 
county  and  international  supervision 
$876,993.  The  American  Associa- 

tions and  their  friends  subscribed 

$466,538  for  foreign  work. 
Now  there  are  4343  employed  offi- 

cers for  all  departments  of  North 
American  Associations,  an  increase 
of  276  over  1914.  About  a  third  of 
the  new  members  added  are  in  in- 

dustrial occupations.  The  total  at- 
tendance at  socials,  entertainments 

and  receptions  shows  a  substantial 
increase,  and  63,148  situations  have 

been  secured  as  compared  with  53,- 
257.

Giving  only  a  short  notice  of  their 

intentions  the  Soph  and  Fresh  foot- 
ball teams  met  yesterday,  the  Sophs 

wmning  in  a  close  and  exciting  game 

by  score  of  7-0.  The  Freshmen  ear- 
ned the  ball  across  the  Soph  line 

twice  but  were  called  back  each  time. 

When  time  was  called  in  the  fourth 
quarter  the  ball  was  in  Freshmen 
possession  and  only  a  few  inches  to 

go. 

A  drizzling  rain  preceded  the 

game  and  seemed  to  make  more  cer- 
tain a  victory  for  the  heavy  Soph 

backs  but  such  was  not  the  case  for 

the  Sophs  outplayed  the  Freshmen 

in  only  one  quarter,  while  in  the 
other  three  quarters  the  Freshmen 
outdistanced  the  Sophs.  As  the  game 

opened  it  seemed  that  the  Freshmen 
were  to  be  the  agressors,  but  they 

xaued  to  gain  consistently  and  in  the 
second  quarter  the  Sophs  came  back 
with  such  a  rush  as  to  sweep  all 
hopes  of  a  successful  opposition  by 
the   Freshmen. 

During  the  game  the  Sophs  ad- 
vanced the  ball  163  yards  against 

157  yards  for  the  Freshmen,  but  of 
the  Sophs  gains  133  yards  came  in 
the  second  quarter  when  taking  the 
ball  on  their  20  yard  line  the  Sophs 
with  5  line  bucks  advanced  the  bail 

40  yards,  then  Sears  broke  through 
center  and  carried  the  ball  40  yards 

through  an  open  field  for  the  only 

touchdown  of  the  game.  Sears  kick- 
ed goal. 

In  the  fourth  quarter  the  Fresh- 
men playing  by  moonlight  made  a 

great  attempt  to  tie  the  score,  two 

long  runs  by  Candellera  threatened 
to  result  in  touchdowns  before  he 

could  be  caught.  The  ball  was  carri- 
ed to  the  4  yard  line  and  King  sent 

across  but  both  teams  were  offside. 

Sears  and  Hayes  starred  for  the 
Sophomores,  both  making  long  gains 
i-hrough  the  line  and  Sears  finally 

on  long  line  bucks  with  Hayes  carri- 
ed the  ball  for  a  touchdown.  For  the 

Freshmen  King  and  Candellera  play- 
ed best,  the  Soph  line  being  no  match 

for  the  plunging  of  King  and  he 
gained  every  time  he  carried  the  ball 

while  the  speed  of  Candellera  carri- 
ed him  around  the  ends  and  off 

tackle  for  repeated  gains  and  only  a 
slow  field  resulted  in  his  being 

brought  down  several  times. 

The  Sophs  won  the  toss  and  chose 
to  receive  at  the  east  goal.  The 

quarter  ended  after  several  exchange 

of  punts  during  which  the  Freshmen 
forced  the  ball  back  to  the  Soph  5 

yard  line,  but  in  Soph  possession. 
The  Freshmen  started  the  second 

quarter  with  small  but  steady  gains 
and  carried  the  ball  to  the  Soph  25 

yard  line  where  an  attempted  drop 
kick  failed.  The  Sophs  taking  the 

ball  on  their  20  yard  line  for  the 
only  time  during  the  game,  showed 
their  real  strength.  Sears  gained  16 

yards,  Hamilton  5,  Hayes  12,  Sears, 
5,  Hamilton  2,  and  on  the  next  play 
Sears  broke  through  the  line  and  ran

Deaf  and  Dumb  Team  Outclass- 
ed. Clean  Shots  Feature. 

Feeman  and  Garrison  Star. 

The  Varsity  basketball  team  open- 
ed its  season  Monday  evening  b>  de- 

feating the  State  Deaf  and  Dumb 

School  team  by  score  of  67-29.  The 
score  does  not  indicate  the  real  fight 
the  Deaf  and  Dumb  team  put  up, 

but  they  were  simply  outclassed  by 

Maryviile's  experience  and  weight. 
The  Maryville  team  w&s  at  no  time 

I  hard  pressed  and  tossed  in  easy 
goals  throughout  the  game. 

The  Maryvillians  although  play- 
ing their  first  game  showed  a  well 

developed  team  and  much  team  work 
was  in  evidence.  The  shots  at  the 

goal  were  not  as  long  and  sensa- 
tional as  have  been  made  by  local 

teams,  but  this  was  due  to  the  fact 
that  more  passing  of  the  ball  was 
indulged  in  and  fewer  long,  chance 
shots. 

Had  it  not  been  for  Duncan's  abil- 
ity as  a  basketball  player  the  locals 

would  have  had  much  less  trouble 

in  disposing  of  their  opponents,  but 
Duncan  who  is  one  of  the  fastest 

tball  players  turned  out  by  the 
Deaf  and  Dumb  school  showed  his 

speed  and  shooting  ability  by  scor- 

He 
had  nine  free  tosses  at  the  goal  and 
missed  only  two. 

The  game  had  gone  only  one  min- 
ute until  Maryville  had  scored  two 

field  goals,  the  Deaf  and  Dumb 
school  scored  its  first  goal  after 
seven  minutes  of  play.  At  the  end 
of  the  first  five  minutes  M.  C.  had 
already  scored  14  points. 

During  the  middle  of  the  first 
half  the  M.  C  team  showed  to  best 

advantage  and  here  the  smooth, 
even  work  of  signals  was  easily  in 

evidence,  but  before  the  half  ended 
the  Deaf  and  Dumb  boys  came  in 
with  a  sudden  rush  and  several  goals

From  the  days  of  our  childhood,

words.  Surely  college  men  and  wo-

ful. 

Last  Saturday  night  in  Voorhees 
Chapel,  for  the  second  time  this 
year,  a  Lyceum  number  war  treated 
disrespectfully.  The  first  time  it 

occurred  was  during  a  musical  pro- 

gram, the  second  time  during  the 
address  of  one  of  the  foremost 

lecturers   on   the  American   platform. 
Does  it  raise  the  standard  of  a 

college  and  its  constituents  to  have 

a  man  stop  in  the  heart  of  his  ora- 
tion and  request  a  certain  couple  to 

stop  conversing  with  each  other?  Is 
it  a  reflection  on  the  guilty  parties 
altogether?  No,  it  is  a  reflection  on 
Maryville  College  and  its  students 
for  allowing  such  a  thing  to  go  on. 

It  is  not  a  faculty  matter,  but  a 
student  affair  from  start  to  finish. 

Of  course  the  faculty  might  station 
its  members  over  the  house  after 

the  order  of  a  police  dragnet  dur- 
ing a  strikers  meeting,  but  that  is 

not  the  proper  solution  of  this  prob- 
lem of  discourtesy. 

There  is  a  way  whei-eby  the  strf- 
dent  body  might  remedy  this  even 

though  we  have  no  student  govern- 
ment system.  Granting  that  the 

large  majority  of  the  student  body 

wishes  to  stamp  out  this  contemp- 

table  practice  of  annoying  the  en- 
tertainers, each  class  should  appoint 

a  committee  of  two  to  meet  with 

the  respective  committees  of  the 
other  classes  and  decide  upon  ways 

and  means  of  abolishing  such  ill- 
mannered   practices. 

Let  some  action  "be  taken  at  once 
by  the  student  body,  as  there  are 
many  more  entertainments  to  come 
this  year  and  it  is  high  time  some 
people  were  educated  to  the  extent 
of  proper  conduct  in  public  places 
and   public   gatherings.

"Is  Literary  America  Deteriorat- 

ing?" was  the  question  asked,  dis- 
cussed and  answered  by  the  Alpha 

Sigma  Literary  Society,  Friday 

evening,  November  8th,  in  their 

annual  public  entertainment.  The 

plan  of  answer  to  such  a  great  ques- 
tion was  cleverly  and  carefully 

worked  out,  showing  the  whole  ga- 

laxy of  America's  best  writers,  with 
each  one  giving  a  portion  of  his  ac- 

knowledged best  production. 

As  in  the  case  of  many  great 

questions,  the  evening's  discussion 
started  at  a  simple  game  of  check- 

ers between  two  men  of  high  liter- 
ary tastes,  but  of  very  different 

temperaments.  For,  as  is  to  be  ex- 
pected, one  was  a  pessimist  and  the 

other  an  optimist.  Literature  was 

discussed  freely  from  the  pessimist's 
angle  of  perception.  As  he  praised 
the  early  writers,  beginning  with 

Capt.  John  Smith,  each  appeared  in 
the  background  and  remained  long 

enough  to  give  an  idea  of  his  style 
and  message. 

A  pseudo  poet  of  the  present  came 
forward,  meanwhile,  and  gave  his 

chief-d  'ouvre,  a  fearful  combination 
of  imagist  and  cubist  art.  This  only 

made  the  pessiiniLit  surer  than  ever 

of  his  position,  and  he  listened  with 
relief  to  Jonathan  Edwards,  and 

other  famous  literary  lights,  as  im- 
personated to  the  best  of  Alpha 

Sigma  ability.  The  optimist,  a 

younger  man  and  more  in  sympathy 

with  the  times,  now  spoke  for  mod- 
ern writers,  showing  their  high 

place  in  the  literary  world,  which 
Emerson  and  others  of  the  past 

might  well  respect.  These  later  lum- 
inaries gathered  as  he  spoke,  around 

a  banquet  table  and  responded  to 
the  ocassion  with  their  famous  wit 
and  wisdom. 

The  final  scene,  a  tableau  of  past 

and  present  writers  was  presented 
while  the  optimist  made  a  bright 

forecast  of  the  future  of  Literary 
America. 

The  performance  was  well  cast 

showing  that  the  parts  had  been 

carefully  studied  and  assigned.  So 

well  were  spectacles,  swallow  tail 

coats,  wigs  and  beards  adjusted,  that 

the  audience  had  no  difficulty  in  re- 
cognizing favorite  writers.  Those 

particularly  well  represented  were 
Ben  Franklin,  Poe  and  Emerson. 

Rip  Van  Winkle  with  his  good  voice 
and  graceful  beard,  rising  from  a 

suggestive  bed  of  leaves  amused  the 
audience  by  his  Irving  like  scolding 

of  "Wolf".  Longfellow  himself 

would  have  been  proud  of  the  "Fare- 
well to  Hiawatha".  This  scene  was  a 

favorite  with  the  audience,  the 

braves  paddling  the  canoe  and  the 

smoking  of  the  peace-pipe  creating 

just  the  right  "atmosphere". 
The  quartette  produced  pleasing 

changes  from  literature  to  music. 

The  negro  servant,  while  thorough- 

ly black  and  thoroughly  "Bill"  fur- 
nished by  means  of  his  shirt  and  his 

chuckle,  a  lighter  touch  of  color  and 

fun. 

The  evening  was  thoroughly 

American  and  at  the  same  time  lit- 

erary. Literary  societies  presenting 

such  programs  serve  a  double  pur- 
pose. They  not  only  prove  of  great 

benefit  to  those  who  give  them,  but 

those  who  receive  are  very  fortun- 
ate in  having  a  review  of  national 

literature.  America  is  proud  of  her 

great  men.  To  bring  them  before 

the  minds  of  the  people  in  America's 
ideals,  to  play  again  the  Star 
Spangled  Banner  is  to  impress  anew 

love  and  faith  in  that  "land  of  room 

enough".

The  negative  team  which  debates 
Tusculum  at  Tusculum  is  composed 
of  Messrs.  Deck  Williams,  Capt.;

Herbert  Kiger,  alt.  The  third  Fri- 
day night  in  March  has  been  set  as 

the  time  for  the  Tusculum  debate 

and  already  both  teams  are  hard 
at  work  gathering  materials  and 

discussing  points  on  the  question. 

In  the  triangular  debate,  the  af- 
firmative team,  which  debates  the 

University  of  Tennessee  at  Mary-

Maryville  has  a  big  proposition 
on  her  hands  this  year  iji  putting 
out  four  teams  but  the  splendid 
work  done  in  the  preliminaries  and 

the  active  interest  taken  in  the  de-

Fast  One-Sided  Game.  Mary- 
ville Shows  Much  Speed. 

Feeman  and  Garrison  Star 

When  the  Maryville  and  Tuscu- 
lum basketball  teams  came  on  the 

floor  Friday  evening  the  large  crowd 
present  anticipated  a  close  affair 

on  account  of  the  rivalry  between 
the  two  schools.

Defeat  Maryville  Girls  In  Fast 
Game.  Miss  Massey  the Star  for  Murphy. 

Believing  that  gallery  support 

goes  a  long  way  towards  victory  the 

Murphy  College  girls'  team  arrived 
in  the  city  yesterday,  accompanied 
by  a  large  number  of  about  the 
most  loyal  and  enthusiastic  root-

On  a  comparative  score  basis  us-

664  gallons  of  liquor  were  shipped 
fnto  and  sold  in  Knovxille,  Tennes- 

see, during  the  last  four  months  of 
1916.  These  were  sold  at  forty  cents 

for  half  a  pint,  under  the  sobriquet 

of  "a  boy". 
Judge  Preston  stated  he  was  con- 

vinced that  Maryville  is  the  best 
school  in   the    South.

The  Varsity  basketball  team 
swept  aside  Saturdi.y  night  with  a 
grand  rush  the  old  idea  that  the 
orange  jersied  warriors  of  Tennessee 
are  a  hoodoo  for  Maryville  by  a 

score  of  21  to  13.  They  were  able  for 
the  first  time  in  many  years  to  re- 

turn home  with  the  scalp  of  a  Ten- 
nessee athletic  team  at  their  belt. 

The  University  students  realizing 
that  the  inevitable  turning  of  the 

road  had  come  had  on  hand  a  large 
number  of  rooters  In  an  attempt  to 

bear  up  the  spirits  of  their  warriors 
and  to  freeze  out  Maryville,  but  like- 

wise local  followers  had  not  over- 
looked the  fact  of  giving  support  to 

the  Highlanders  and  a  large  num- 

ber of  students  and  alumni  gather- 
ed at  the  Y.  M.  C.  A.  building  to 

give  their   support. 

The  Maryville  team  was  consider- 
ably out-weighed,  but  at  no  time 

were  the  Vols  able  to  make  this 

count  for  anything  for  the  speed  of 
the  Highlanders  took  advantage  of 
the  large  Y.  M.  C.  A.  court  and  at 
times  passed  the  ball  so  completely 
around  the  Vols  that  it  seemed  as  if 

the  Highlanders  were  having  a  little 
practice  passing  the  ball. 

The  score  of  21-13  does  not  indi- 
cate the  real  superiority  of  the 

Maryville  team  and  U.  T.  fans  con- 
gratulated themselves  on  account  of 

their  good  fortune  in  getting  away 

as  well  as -they- dii  for  the  Orange 
and  White  players  were  out  classed 
in  every  department  by  what,  at  the 
close  of  the  season,  will  no  doubt  be 
called  one  of  the  best  teams  in  the 
South   this   year. 

Coach  Bender  evidently  realized 
that  his  team  was  going  to  pull  a 
miracle  if  it  won  and  sent  in  his 

players  with  a  defensive  line-up  and 
orders  for  a  defensive  game  in  the 

hope  of  holding  down  the  score.  The 
Vols  stuck  close  under  the  Maryville 
goal  and  for  awhile  it  seemed  as  if 
the  entire  Tennessee  team  was  cen- 

tered on  Garrison  and  Feeman,  but 
these  two  were  soon  able  to  shake 

the  hopes  of  Tennessee  to  the  floor, 

and  were  soon  running  loose  drib- 
bling and  passing  all  over  the  floor. 

The  locals  took  the  ball  to  their 
end  of  the  floor  on  the  first  toss  up 

and  at  once  the  Vols  began  a  defen- 

sive game,  even  the  forwards  seem- 
ed unwilling  to  break  away  from  the 

Maryville  guards  and  this  close 

playing  soon  brought  rough  tactics 
into  the  game. 

After  a  few  minutes  play  Clemens 
running  with  lightening  speed  took 

the  ball  and  shot  a  goal  from  a  diffi- 
cult angle,  but  referee  Coe  called  a 

foul  on  Maryville  and  did  not  count 
the  goal. 

At  the  end  of  five  minutes  neither 

team  had  scored,  but  the  Vols  had 
lost  several  chances  to  score  on 

fouls  called  by  referee  Coe  whose 
decisions  at  times  were  very  unpopu- 

lar to  both  sides,  especially  on  per- 
sonal fouls  which  later  resulted  in 

Feeman  having  to  leave  the  game. 
After  ten  minutes  of  play  the 

score  stood  6-0  in  favor  of  Maryville 
and  the  U.  T.  followers  were  calling 

in  desperation  to  Capt.  Jacobs  and 
Reeder  to  check  up.  About  this  time 
Feeman  made  the  prettiest  goal  of 

the   evening,    receiving   the   ball     in 

mid-floor  he  made  the  goal  without 
even  scratching  the  ring.  The  half 
ended  with  a  score  of  10-6  in  favor 

of  Maryville  who  had  never  been 
headed  during  the  game. 

That  Coach  Bender  told  his  men 

something  between  halves  was  evi- 
dent for  they  came  onto  the  floor 

with  a  rush  in  an  attempt  to  rough 

the  game  and  rush  Maryville  off 
her  feet.  Capt.  Jacobs  and  Reeder 
ran  hard  and  charged  all  over  the 
floor,  but  more  often  the  Orange  and 
Garnet  players  eluded  them  and  sent 
them  sprawling  and  grasping. 

During  the  second  half  the  locals 
seemed  to  come  stronger  than  in  the 
previous  half  and  Feeman,  Clemens 
and  Witherspoon  repeatedly  took  the 
ball  from  their  heavier  opponents 

and  shut  off  the  Vols'  chances  of 
scoring  when  near  their  goal.  It 
was  in  this  half  that  Witherspoon 
with  two  and  Clemens  with  one  long 

hard  shot,  brought  the  fans  to  their feet. 

Tennessee  unable  to  win  from 

Maryville  going  at  the  clip  the 
Orange  and  Garnet  players  were, 
tried  to  eliminate  them  on  personal 
fouls  and  with  three  minutes  to 

play  Feemen  had  to  leave  the  game 
on  account  of  four  personal  fouls 
having  been  called  aginst  him.  He 
was  replaced  by  Hodges,  who  played 

a  good  game  while  he  was  in.  Dur- 
ing the  last  flve  minutes  Coach 

Bender  sent  in  new  men  to  inject 

new  spirit  into  his  team,  but  they 
were  unable  to  score. 

For  Tennessee  Capt.  Jacobs  and 
Reeder  starred,  but  Reeder  was  a 
disappointment  to  Knoxville  fans  as 
Clemens  held  him  to  two  goals  and 
scored  one  for  himself. 

Feeman  and  Witherspoon  starred 
for  Maryville.  Feeman  was  able  to 
secure  three  goals  in  spite  of  the 
fact  that  Tennessee  concentrated 
her  defense  on  him.  Garrison  was

THETAS  PRESENTED 

"THE  OTHER  HALE" Last  Friday  evening,  tiie  Theta 
Epsilon  Literary  Society  presented 
its  mid-winter  production  in  the 
Voorhees  Chapel  to  a  large  and  ap- 

preciative audience.  "The  Other 
•Half",  or  what  might  have  bee« 
termed,  as  Dean  Barnes  suggested, 

"The  Better  Half",  is  a  story  of  a 
noble  and  true  womankind  in  Eur- 

ope, who,  at  a  time  when  the  very 
existence  of  their  countries  jire  at 

stake,  have  thrown  themse^¥es  into 
the  breach  for  loved  ones,  and  home, 

and  posterity. 
The  first  curtain  was  raised  upon 

a  scene  of  suffering  Belgian  women, 
robbed  of  home  and  fireside,  and 

seemingly,  of  every  interest  but  one, 
in  the  official  bulletins  giving  the 
long  lists  of  killed,  and  wounded, 
and  missing  men  and  boys,  whom 

they  had  bid  "God-speed"  from  their own  hearths.  The  second  scene  was 

a  typical  shopping  centre  in  London, 
and  it  was  very  apparent  that  war 

was  not  such  a  grim  reality  in  "Na- 
polean  Cockpit"  across  the  Channel. 
Here  the  women,  supported  or  em- 

ployed by  the  Government,  were  en- 
joying many  little  luxuries  that 

were  denied  them  in  times  of  peace. 

The  curtain  was  then  lifted  on  Ger- 

many's harvest  fields  where  her  ster- 
ling women  have  supported  their 

soldiers  on  a  3,000  mile  firingline, 
now  for  two  and  a  half  years. 

Part  Two  presented  a  very  pretty 
scene  on  the  Marne  in  the  garden  of 

an  American  lady  just  at  the  time 
when  the  Germans  were  checked  in 

their  early  advance  on  Paris.  Here 

troops  were  active  and  military 
operations  were  much  in  evidence, 

perhaps  to  the  embarrassment  o  f 
some  of  the  more  timid  in  the  audi- 

ence. The  final  scene  was  in  our 

own  homeland;  "America  answering 
Europe's  S.  O.  S."  This  was  a  clever 
presentment  of  an  International 
Bazaar  in  aid  of  tlie  sufferers  of  all 

the  belligerents,  an  impressive  pic- 
ture of  American  women  clasping 

hands  with  the  women  of  Europe 
across  the  ocean. 

The  whole  project  was  well  ar- 
ranged from  start  to  finish.  The 

scenery  indicated  much  thought,  and 

care,  and  labor,  and  the  "make-ups" 
were  excellent.  The  "setting",  too, 
was  splendidly  balanced,  the  pathos 
of  the  earlier  scenes  giving  place  to 
the  humor  of  the  bazaar,  where  the 
needs  of  the  soldiers  were  met,  even 
to  the  point  of  tooth-brushes,  and 
bedspreads,  and  pajamas     and  pills. 

Special  recognition  must  be  given 
to  the  group  of  dancing  girls.  The 

graceful  ease  with  which  they  enter- 
tained had  a  most  charming  effect. 

The  evening  furnished  another 

striking  example  of  the  resourceful- 
ness and  ingenuity  of  the  young 

ladies  in  matters  of  this  sort,  and 

they  are  to  be  warmly  congratulated 
that  in  this  and  a  hundred  other 

ways,  they  have  so  well  won  for 
themselves  such  a  designation  as 
"The  Better  Half".

The  Wheat  High  School  team  is 

coached  by  J.  F.  Brittain,  a  former 
varsity  basket  ball  captain  on  the 
"hill"  and  is  a  good  high  school 

team. 

The  Wheat  team  visited  in  Mary- 
vilie last  winter  and  played  a  close 

game  with  the  Scrubs.  Last  year 

the  team  had  with  them  "Big"  Fritz 
who  weighs  more  than  300  pounds, 

playing  at  center  and  it  is  under- 
stood that  he  is  with  the  team  this 

year.  He  has  developed  wonderfully 
as  a  basket  ball  player  since  last season. 

Game  They  Promised  to  Play 
Called  OflF.  They  Try  to 

Arrange  a  Five  Game 
Series.  Poor  Losers. 

Manager  Crum  of  the  varsity 
basket  hall  team  was  unable  to  come 

to  an  agreement  with  Coach  Bend- 

er of  Tennessee  for  his  team's  visit 
to  Maryvilie,  and  after  much  effort 
all  attempts  to  come  to  an  agree- 

ment have  been  stopped.  Unless 

something  unexpected  develops  the 
University  team  will  not  appear  in 

Maryvilie  this  season. 

By  previous  arrangement  Coach 
Bender  had  agreed  to  bring  his  team 
to  Maryvilie  provided  the  Maryvilie 
Tennessee  game  at  Knoxville  went 
off  alright  and  no  one  disputed  that. 
But  following  the  gr.me  at  Knoxville 
Coach  Bender  refused  to  bring  his 
team  to  Maryvilie  as  he  had  agreed 

to  do,  unless  the  Maryvilie  manager 
should  first  sign  up  for  two  more 
games  in  Knoxville.  This  Manager 

Crum  refused  to  do  as  Coach  Bend- 
er had  already  agreed  to  come  to 

Maryvilie  for  return  game  and  all 
efforts  to  bring  Tennessee  to  Mary, 
ville  this  season  have  ceased. 

Last  year  when  Maryvilie  agreed 

to  play  football  in  Knoxville  in  1916 
it  was  generally  understood  that  the 
University  was  to  play  baseball  in 
Maryvilie  in  1916  which  they  did; 

foot  ball  in  Knoxville  in  October 
1916  which  game  was  also  played 
and  basket  ball  at  Maryvilie  in 
1917,  instead  of  last  season,  as 
Maryvilie  first  insisted.  But  now 
the  foot  ball  game,  the  thing  that 
Tennessee  most  wants  with  Mary- 

vilie has  already  been  played  in 
Knoxville  and  Coach  Bender  does 

not  care  to  bring  his  basket  ball 
team  to  Maryvilie  as  the  foot  ball 
game  which  Tennessee  was  working 
for  is  already  over. 

The  U.  T.  authorities  want  Mary- 
vilie to  come  to  Knoxville  again 

next  fall  and  are  holding  an  open 

date  for  them,  but  it  is  very  likely 
that  this  will  be  cancelled  unless 
the  University  basket  ball  team 
comes  to  Maryvilie  at  once,  as 

Manager  Bryson  of  the  1917  foot- 
ball team  has  two  good  offers  for 

the  same  date  from  schools  of 

greater   prominence   than   Tennessee.

Rev.  J.  M.  Broady  Peerless 

Leader.  Seventy-one  Con- 
versions. Over  Two  Hund- 

red Reconsecrations.  Cele- 
brated 40th  Anniversary. 

Twelve  soul-stirring,  character- 

forming  and  purpose-fixing  days — 

thus,  briefly,  may  "the  February 
meetings"  be  characterized.  Rev.  J. 

M.  Broady's  messages,  strong,  virile, 
frank,  firm,  courageous,  together 

with  the  personal  efforts  and  pray- 
ers of  students  and  faculty,  have 

;  influenced  71  students  to  begin  the 
Christian  life,  and  over  200  students 
to  reconsecrate  their  lives  to  the 
service  of  the  Master. 

The  student  body,  and  those  who 

were  privileged  to  attend  the  meet- 

ings, will  long  remember  the  tre- 
mendous earnestness  of  the  leader, 

and  his  passionate  appeals  for  clean 
and  righteous  living.  They  will  long 
remember  the  practical  illustrations, 

taken  mostly  from  his  wide  experi- 
ence with  college  students  and 

others  which  Mr.  Broady  always 

used  to  support  his  statements  re- 
garding the  Christian  life.  In  using 

these  illustrations,  he  drove  home 

the  point  he  wished  to  emphasize  or 

make  clear,  and  they  always  "hit 
the  bull's  eye",  too. 

Some  of  the  illustrations  were 

humorous,  the  majority  were  seri- 
ous, while  a  few  were  really  drama- 

tic, both  in  essence  and  in  effect. 
Illustrations  of  successful  and  un- 

successful college  men  predominated. 

It  was  by  the  use  of  these  effect- 
ive weapons  that  he  gave  the  devil 

some  terrible  body  blows  (and  a 
couple  of  black  eyes!). 

The  climax  of  the  meeting  was 
reached  at  the  closing  service,  last 
Friday  morning.  When  the  hymns 
were  sung  and  the  sermon  preached, 
there  were  still  many  who  had  made 
no  decision  for  Christ.  Then  the  ice 

began  to  break,  and  one  by  one,  in 

qvick  succession,  young  men  and 

young  women  arose  to  indicate  their 

decision  in  response  to  the  leader's 
ardent  appeals. 
Then  something  extraordinary 

happened!  One  of  The  Seniors 
Arose!  It  was  easy  now  to  plead 
for  others  to  follow  this  young 

man's  lead.  And  they  followed!  So 

quickly  and  so  steadily  did  they  "hit 
the  trail"  that  the  President  of  the 
College,  Dr.  S.  T.  Wilson,  who  has 
been  through  forty  such  campaigns, 
was  overcome  with  joy,  buried  his 
head  in  his  hands,  and  wept  like  a 
child.  There  were  others  besides  Dr. 
Wilson  in  the  audience  who  could 

not  keep  back  the  tear.= — of  joy. 
With  yells  for  Mr.  Broady,  for 

Mr.  Hammontree,  who  sang  for  us 

so  beautifully,  for  "February  meet- 
ings" and  for  "Thank  God",  and 

with  the  singing  of  "God  be  with 

you  till  we  meet  again",  the  twelve 
days  of  privilege  and  spiritual  up- 

lift were  at  an  end. 

A  large  number  of  the  students 

followed  Mr.  Broady  to  the  South- 
ern depot,  where  he  was  cheered  and 

applauded  as  his  train  pulled  out. 

Resolution     Passed  at    Recent 

Meeting       o  f  Directors. 
Great  Boost  to  These  Ac- 
tivities. 

One  of  the  resolutions  adopted  at 
the  recent  meeting  of  the  college 

Directors  is  of  paramount  import- 

ance to  the  two  leading  student  ac- 

tivities. Be  it  resolved,  "That  an 
athletic  and  forensic  fee  of  $1.00  a 
term  be  collected  of  each  student 

beginning  next  September,  the  pay- 
ment of  which  shall  admit  the  stu- 

dent to  all  athletic  games  and  for- 
ensic events  on  the  hill;  ninety  per- 

cent of  the  amount  to  be  adopted  to 

athletics  and  ten  percent  to  foren- 

sics". 

The  passing  of  this  resolution  was 
the  result  of  much  agitation  on  the 

part  of  the  student  body  for  such  a 
fee,  and  the  loyal  support  accorded 
the  proposed  fee  by  the  faculty  and 
President   Wilson. 

The  debt  of  the  athletic  associa- 
tion, which  is  almost  a  thousand  dol- 
lars will  soon  be  paid  off  and  athle- 
tics put  on  a  firm  financial  basis. 

The  insertion  of  the  word  forensic 

was  the  finishing  touch  to  the  reso- 
lution, which  will  give  new  impetus 

to  debates  and  oratorical  contests.

Good  Girls'  Game  Promised. 
Varsity  Boys  Go  To  Ashe- 
ville.  U.  T.  May  Return 
Game. 

Interest  in  basket  ball  this  week  is 

being  greatly  revived,  due  to  the 

large  number  of  games  to  be  play- 
ed. The  Varsity  goes  on  a  road  trip 

to  North  Carolina,  playing  Asheville

Church  Saturday  night.  Dr,  Land- 
rith is  a  man  of  nationwide  reputa- 

As  a  member  of  the  "Flying 
Squadron"  in  1914-15  he  thrilled

At  the  semi-annual  meeting  of  the 
college  directors  held  February  7th, 

several  matters  of  importance  were 
passed  upon. 

Resolutions  regarding  the  demise 

of  Miss  Margaret  Henry  were  adopt- 
ed and  the  fund  established  in  her 

memory  received  the  hearty  approval 
of  the  directors.  This  fund  is  near 

the  $25,000  mark,  $17,000  having 
been  paid  to  the  treasurer  to  date. 

The  aim  of  the  friends  of  Miss  Henry 
is  to  make  the  fund  $100,00,  and 
to  make  the  fund  $100,000,  and 

there  is  every  indication  that  it  vnll 
be  attained. 

The  board  thanked  Miss  Caldwell 

for  all  she  had  done  in  her  efforts 
to  continue  the  work  of  Miss  Henry. 

Miss  Alice  Gillingham  was  ap- 

pointed Associate  Scholarship  Sec- 

retary. 

The  sympathies  of  the  directors 
were  extended  to  A,  S.  Kiefer  in  the 

loss  of  his  father.  His  resignation 
was  accepted  with  regret. 

The  building  committee  was  thank- 
ed for  their  share  in  the  rebuilding 

of  Carnegie  Hall.  The  new  building 
is  to  be  dedicated  in  June. 

A  committee  of  the  faculty  was 

appointed  to  arrange  the  program 
for  the  dedication. 

The  degree  of  L,  L,  D.  was  con- 

ferred upon  Hon,  Jesse  S.  L'Amore- 
aux  of  New  York.  Mr,  L'Amoreaux 
is  a  leading  attorney  of  that  place 

and  a  warm  friend  of  Maryville College. 

The  directors,  after  acting  upon 

routine  matters,  adjourned  until 
June.

THE  FRESHMAN 

To  The  Faculty  and  Student  Body: 

Recently  I  received  a  communica- 
tion which  was  sent  out  by  the 

Registrar,  requesting  the  Alumni  to 

do  what  they  could  in  the  up-build- 
ing of  the  College  Department  of 

our  Alma  Mater.  While  thinking 
over  methods  for  accomplishing  this, 

this  plan,  which  is  practiced  by  many 
colleges  in  the  North  occurred  to  me 
as  feasible  for  Maryville,  as  no 

school  in  those  parts  does  this: 
Hold,  sometime  in  the  late  winter 

or  early  spring  a  Basket  Ball  Inter- 
schoolastic  for  the  High  Schools  of 
East  Tennessee  and  surrounding 

territory.  This  could  easily  be  ar- 
ranged with  little  expense  and 

should  draw  from  a  great  many  of 

the  high  schools,  as  nearly  all  of 
them  play  basket  ball. 

The  expense  should  not  be  much 

as,  the  students  could  entertain  them 

and  they  could  be  given  their  meals 
at  the  boarding  club.  The  trophies 
would  cost  something,  but  a  school 

should  be  compelled  to  win  it  for 
two  or  three  successive  years  to 
claim  it.  The  championship  of  East 
Tennessee  should  be  the  title  given 
the  winners.

Have  you  ever  gone  into  that 
part  of  the  Chapel  building  which  is 
used  by  the  music  departmTit,  at  a 
time  when  the  work  is  in  full  swing? 

It  happened  to  be  our  mission  to 
conduct  some  guests  of  the  Philo- 

logical Association  through  this  de- 
partment last  week  and  we  were 

impressed  with  the  consciousness  of 
what  a  large  place  this  department 
has  come  to  fill  in  the  work  of  the 
college. 

Miss  Hale,  who  is  the  head  of  the 
Music  Department  conducted  u  s 

through  the  place  and  furnished  us 
with   information  concerning   it. 

Not  a  nook  or  corner  of  the  large 

part  of  the  building  given  over  to 
to  the  department  is  without  a  piano, 
every  available  bit  or  space  being 
used  to  accommodate  the  rapidly 

growing  number  of  pupils  continu- 
ally seeking  admission. 

We  recall  that  when  the  chapel 

building  was  erected  it  was  consid- 
ered by  many  as  the  height  of  folly 

to  suppose  so  much  space  could  ever 
be  used  by  the  music  department. 
Now  it  fills  these  and  many  other 
rooms  which  have  been  added,  while 

still  there  is  are  urgent  need  of  more 
space.  In  fact  some  measures  will 
have  to  be  taken  before  the  end  of 

iihe  year  to  meet  the  further  demand 
of  this  popular  department. 

We  learned  that  the  highest  water 
mark  in  its  history  has  been  reached 
this  course.  Where  one  hundred  and 

thirty-five  pupils  were  registered  for 
piano  alone,  six  teachers  being  em- 

ployed in  the  teaching  of  this  one 
branch  of  music. 

Including  voice,  violin  and  piano, 
there  is  an  enrollment  of  one  hund- 

red and  eighty-nine  pupils. 
With  such  a  record  as  this  de- 

partment has  gained  during  the  last 
years,  in  numbers  and  efficiency,  we 

feel  that  Maryville  College  has  reas- 
on to  be  proud  of  its  music  depart- 

ment which  now  has  a  course  so 

thorough  and  systematic  that  it  en- 
titles its  graduates  to  advanced  work 

in  any  large  Conservatory. 
In  fact  we  see  no  reason,  with 

such  a  foundation,  why  a  special 
music  building  should  not  in  the 
near  future  be  erected  on  the  college 

campus,  providing  proper  and  suffi- 
cient bu'lding  equi^imeat  to  make 

possible  a  real  Conservatory  here  in 
Marjrville,  so  favorably  locate!  to 
claim  musical  patrorage  from  a 

large  part  of  the  South.

Greeneville,  Tenn.,  Feb.  22. — The 
Maryville  College  basket  ball  team 
closed  one  of  the  most  successful 

seasons  in  the  history  of  the  school 
today  when  it  defeated  Tusculum  on 
the  Tusculum  floor  by  score  of  25-19. 

So  far  the  Varsity  has  not  lost  a 
single  game  this  season  in  which  the 
regular  varsity  line-up  was  used. 

The  Maryvillians  took  a  six  point 
lead  after  ten  minutes  of  play  and 
the  lead  was  never  overcome.  After 
fifteen  minutes  of  play  the  score 
was  12-4  with  Maryville  going 

stronger  all  the  while. 

The  Maryvillians  showed  team 

work  and  a  passing  game  that  sur- 
prised local  fans  and  players  and 

Tusculum  was  helpless  throughout 

the  entire  game  before  Maryville's 
almost  perfect  defense  and  the 

guarding  of  Clemens  and  Wither- 

spoon. The  goals  secured  by  Tusculum 
were  largely  on  long  luck  shots  of 
which  the  local  players  were  forced 

to  take  a  great  number  on  account 
of  the  Maryville  guards  breaking  up 

any  semblance  of  team-work  on  the 
part  of  the  Tusculum  players. 

The  Maryville  players  were  all 
over  the  floor  passing  and  dribbling 

and  Tusculum,  anable  to  "check  up", attempted  to  start  rough  play  but 
received  even  a  shorter  end  at 

"playing  the  man"  than  they  had 

"playing  the  ball". 
Garrison  was  momentarily  stun- 

ned in  the  latter  part  of  the  second 
half  when  he  collided  iji  mid-floor 
with  McCall  and  it  was  while  he  was 
in  a  dazed  condition  that  Tusculum 
scored  six  of  their  points  in  rapid 
succession  and  it  appeared  as  if 

they  might  overcome  the  Maryville 
lead,  but  the  Maryville  team  soon 
got  together  and  held  Tusculum  safe 
until  the  final  whistle. 

Tusculum  was  sadly  lacking  in 
some  one  to  throw  their  free  tosses. 
Out  of  thirteen  attempts  only  three 
were  thrown.  Ramsey  scoring  one 

out  of  seven  and  Coile  two  out  of 
six.  The  large  number  of  fouls  on 
Maryville  were  due  to  the  fact  that 
Tusculum  played  a  rough,  charging 

game  and,  as  the  game  was  not 
called  as  close  as  the  Maryvillians 
were  accustomed  to  have  it,  they 

were  not  inclined  to  accept  and  re- 
turned it  in  other  ways  for  which  a 

foul  was  generally  called. 

Maryville  had  seven  free  tosses, 
Garrison  scoring  five  of  them.  Gar- 

rison scoring  fifteen  points,  McCall 

eight  and  the  team  work  of  Feeman 
made  these  men  the  individual  stars 

of  the  game. 

M.  Doak  with  ten  points  and  Ben- 
son with  four  showed  up  best  for 

Tusculum. 

The  game  was  attended  by  a  large 
crowd  and  was  the  closing  event  of 

Tusculum's  holiday  celebration.  The 
Tusculum  team  received  great  sup- 

port since  the  spirit  of  rivalry  was 

at  its  highest  point.  In  fact  at  times 
several  Tusculum  subs  and  follow- 

ers became  so  imbued  with  the  spir- 

it of  the  game  that  they  interfered 
with  the  Maryville  players.  It  was 

finally  necessary  for  the  referee  to 
remove  them  from  the  side  line. 

Coach  Chambers  of  the  Deaf  and 

Dumb  school  officiated  and  his  de- 
cisions were  entirely  satisfactory, 

although  he  did  not  call  the  game  as 
close  as  the  Maryville  team  was 
accustomed  to  being  ruled.

Y.  M.  C.  A.  CELEBRATES  ITS 
fORTIETH  YEAR  Of  SERVICE 

Present  Cabinet  Makes  Good. 

Pays  Off  Old  Debts.  Vari- 
ous Committees  Report. 

On  Jan  5,  1916  the  members  of 
the  Y.  M  C.  A.  elected  the  present 
officers. 

The  winter  and  spring  terms  prov- 
ed to  be  a  tremendous  success  in 

every  way  with  the  Association.  The 
devotional  meetings  were  attended 

by  large  and  enthusiastic  audi- 
ences. The  Mission  and  Bible  Study 

classes  were  well  attended  and  the 

Audent  body  in  general  boosted  the 
Association.  However,  it  was  not 
able  to  do  the  work  it  wanted  to  do 
because  of  the  financial  condition. 
When  the  present  cabinet  took 
charge  of  affairs  there  was  a  debt 

of  $196.50  with  $0.75  in  the  treas- 
ury. There  were  however,  somes  re- 

sources which  were  turned  into 

money.  A  great  financial  campaign 
was  started  and  all  but  $70.00  was 
raised.  This  amount  was  carried 
over  until  this  year. 

In  May  the  constitution  was  re- 
vised by  suggestion  of  the  State 

Committee,  changing  the  names  and 
duties  of  some  of  the  committee 
chairmen  and  the  date  of  election  of 
officers.  The  election  of  officers  will 

be  the  fourth  Monday  in  April. 
When  school  began  in  the  Fall  the 

College  and  the  Y.  M.  C.  A.  found 

they  had  a  great  task  on  hand  se- 
curing rooms  for  the  men  owing  to 

the  lack  of  dormitory  accommoda- 
tions. This  however,  was  overcome 

by  the  willingness  of  every  member 
of  the  Association.  Then  another 

attempt  was  made  to  lift  the  old 
debt,  so  the  boys  got  together  and 
hauled  trunks.  This  did  not  prove 

very  satisfactory.  So  it  was  decided 
to  depend  on  the  pledges  and  the 
Lyceum  for  the  finances  of  the 
work.  Attention  was  centered  on 
the  financial  work  of  the  Association 

but  the  religious  part  was  not  over- 
looked. 

Now  that  the  financial  strain  is 
relieved  the  Y.  M.  C.  A.  is  prepared 

to  go  on  and  do  a  greater  work  for 
the  student  body  and  the  College 
than  ever  before. 

Any  of  the  students  who  may  have 
been  overlooked  in  the  membership 

canvass  are  urged  to  make  them- 
selves known  to  the  Membership  Sec- 

retary who  will  be  glad  to  enroll 
them  as  members  of  the  greatest 

student  organization  on  the  Hill. 

SOCIAL 

At  the  beginning  of  this  school 
year,  a  joint  social  was  given  in 
Bartlett  Hall,  where  a  splendid  pro- 

gramme, followed  by  games  and  re- 
freshments, was  enjoyed  by  all  pre- 

sent. 

Later  in  the  year  the  boys  were 
entertained.  On  this  occasion,  the 

contests  arranged  by  the  physical 
director  were  quite  strenuous  and 

amusing.  It  is  to  be  hoped  that  an- 
other social  will  be  held  this  year, 

and  if  the  Faculty  and  Y.  W.  C.  A. 
committee  cooperate  with  the  Y.  M. 
C.  A.,  its  success  is  assured 

,  The  Reading  Room  is  kept  open  on 
Saturdays,  Sunday  afternoons,  and 
from  1:10  until  5:00  on  other  after- 

noons. A  large  library  of  books  and 

twenty-five  good  periodicals  are 
there  for  the  use  of  the  students. 

As  soon  as  the  funds  permit,  the  Y. 

M.  C.  A.  will  equip  the  room  ad- 
joining the  Reading  Room  as  a 

Game  Room  and  place  of  entertain- 
ment for  the  visiting  athletic  teams. 

MEMBERSHIP 

The  number  of  members  in  theY. 

M.  C.  A.  this  year  shows  an  increase 
over  the  past  few  years,  there  now 

being  211  members  in  the  Associa- 
tion. 

This  membership  is  composed  as 
follows :

Total   211 

Last  year  the  total  membership 

was  194,  so  this  represents  an  in- 
crease of  17. 

EXTENSION 

The  work  of  the  Extension  Com- 
mittee includes  all  the  work  of  the 

Association  done  outside  the  student 

body.  During  the  past  year  the  work 
has  been  almost  entirely  the  conduc- 

ting of  religious  services.  Every 
Sunday  afternoon  services  are  held 
for  the  unfortunates  confined  in  the 

county  jail.  On  Thanksgiving  Day, 
a  special  musical  program  and  a 
short  service  were  furnished  for 

these  people,  and  a  large  size  box  of 
good  things  given  to  each  one.  Union 
Sunday  School,  led  by  a  Y.  M.  C.  A. 
Superintendent  and  taught  by  Y. 
M.  C.  A.  teachers,  has  made  great 

progress  during  the  past  year.  Four 
pulpits  outside  of  Maryville  have 
been  filled  by  Y.  M.  C.  A.  men,  and 
eight  different  church  services  of  the 

local  churches  conducted  by  differ- 
ent men  at  different  times.  In  these 

services  it  has  been  the  plan  to  pre- 
sent the  realities  and  beauties  of  the 

"Young  Man's  Christ".  In  the  near 
future,  a  team  is  to  go  out  to  one  of 
the  nearby  towns  and  conduct  a 
three-day  evangelistic  campaign 

among  the  boys  of  the  town. 

DEVOTIONAL 

The  devotional  committee  of  the 

Y.  M.  C.  A.  appreciates  fully  the 

cooperation  of  students  and  profes- 
sors in  the  work  of  the  year.  This 

alone  has  made  the  Sunday  after- 
noon meetings  a  success  and  made 

it  possible  for  Mr.  Broady  to  win  so 

many  of  our  boys  for  Christ.  Con- 
tinuing with  us,  all  will  be  benefit- 

ed as  active  participants  in  Christ- 
ian student  activities,  and  will  make 

it  possible  for  the  Y.  M.  C.  A.  to 
complete  an  already  gloriously  suc- 

cessful year. 

LYCEUM 

For  several  years  the  Y.  M.  C.  A. 
has  conducted  for  the  student  body 

and  the  public  a  course  of  lectures 
and  entertainments.  The  course 

usually  consists  of  five  or  six  num- 
bers, one  or  two  of  which  are  popu- 

lar lectures  and  the  rest  musical  or 
dramaltic  entertainments.  During 

the  past  collegiate  year  we  have  had 
five  excellent  numbers,  all  of  which 
were  contracted  for  through  the 
Redpath  Lyceum  Bureau.  The 
course  consisted  of  the  following 

numbers:  "Old  Home  Singers", 
"Kaltenborn  Quartet  and  Elsie  Bak- 

er", "Brooks  Fletcher",  lecturer, 
"Alton  Packard"  cartoonist,  and 
"Panama  Singers". 

The  course  wa^  provided  at  small 
cost,  tickets  for  the  entire  course 

costing  one  dollar  and  seventy-five 
cents. 

No  definite  announcement  can  be 

made  as  to  the  course  for  next  year. 
By  April  the  1st.  the  management 
will  announce  the  course  for  next 

year.  The  student  body  and  the  pub- 
lic have  generously  supported  these 

entertainments  during  the  past  year 

and  in  planning  the  course  for  next 
year  the  management  would  appre- 

ciate any  suggestions  which  would 
add  to  the  value  of  the  lyceum.

College".  In  speaking  of  the  assist- 
ance the  book  was  rendering  him  Dr. 

Wilson  said,  "I  find  that  the  time  I 
took  from  the  campaign  in  which  to 
write  the  book  has  been  made  up 

many  times  by  the  new  friends  it 

has  found  for  the  College".  Over 
800  copies  of  the  book  have  been  dis- 

posed of  to  date.  It  creates  interest 
in  the  heart  of  every  one  who  reads 

it.  One  man  said  "I  was  so  intensely

The  University  was  enabled  to  win

SOON  TO  BE  MOVED 

Aluminum  Company  Will  Con- 
vert Present  Site    Into  Park 

The  Aluminum  Company  o  f 

America  recently  purchased  the 

property  on  which  Battle  Branch 
Mission  now  stands,  from  Mrs.  Y. 

W.   Hannum,   its   former   owner. 

In  close  proximity  to  the  Mission 
is  a  spring,  which  the  Aluminum 

Company  is  utilizing  as  a  source  of 
water  supply  for  its  employes.  In 
order  to  guard  this  water  supply, 

and  keep  it  pure,  the  Company  has 
purchased  the  adjoining  property 

and  plans  are  already  under  way 
looking  to  the  conversion  of  the 
grounds   into  a  beautiful  park. 

In  a  statement  made  to  a  com- 
mittee from  the  Mission,  Mr.  B.  L. 

Glascock,  Superintendent  o  f  the 
Aluminum  Company,  said  that,  up- 

on the  completion  of  the  park,  the 

Company  proposes  to  turn  it  over 

to  the  public,  at  the  same  time  car- 
ing for  it,  at  its  own  expense.  In 

this  way  the  Company  hopes  to  con- 
tribute to  the  progress  of  Maryville, 

as  well  as  to  the  safeguarding  of  the water  supply. 

Owing  to  these  plans,  it  will  be 
necessary  to  transfer  the  Mission 
building  to  other  grounds.  Mr.  R.  S. 
Kithcart,  a  man  who  has  faithfully 

supported  the  Mission  at  all  times, 
recently  purchased  a  lot  to  which 
the  Mission  can  bo  transferred,  pro- 

viding funds  can  be  raised.  The 
lot  will  cost  $300,  and  $100  will  be 
needed  to  move  the  building.  A 

number  of  broad  guaged  Maryvil- 
lians  have  already  subscribed  $200 
towards  this  fund.  Among  them  is 

Presid.-nt  S.  T.  Wilson,  who  sub- 

scribed generously  towa'-d  this  ob- 

ject. 

The  building  now  occupied  by  the 
Mission  was  originally  a  dance  hall, 
but  after  a  revival  which  stirred 

Maryville,  a  number  of  people  con- 
verted the  building  into  a  Mission. 

The  work  l)as  since  been  under  the 
guidance  and  supervision  of  the 
Ministerial  Association  of  Maryville 

College^  and  Maryville  students  have 
done  noble,  efficient  and  self-sacri- 

ficing work  there  for  many  years. 

Besides  preaching,  teaching  and 

praying,  they  have  literally  donned 
their  overalls,  and  gone  down  there 
to  work.  They  have  enlarged  and 
improved  the  Mission  in  many  ways, 
have  kept  it  clean,  and  have  not 
spared  themselves  in  order  to  make 
the   Mission  more    attractive.     Last

WILL  THEY  DO  SO 

We  have  been  Informed,  by  the 

representative  of  the  faculty,  that 
the  date  for  the  election  of  next 

year's  editor  and  business  manager 
of  this  paper  will  be  announced  in 
the   near   future. 

As  we  understand  it,  the  faculty 
will  choose  the  men  who  are  to  con- 

duct the  students'  publication  next 
year,  the  students  themselves  being 

incompetent  to  judge  the  ability  of 
the  competitors,  and  the  faculty  will 

announce  to  the  student  body  the 
men  they  have  selected  to  run  their 

(meaning  the   students')    paper. 
This  method  of  selection  does  not 

appear  as  quite  the  fair  thing  to 

the  present  staff,  v.riich  is  doing  its 
best  to  represent  the  interest  of  the 

student  body  at  large  with  no  fav- 

oritism to  any  individual,  or  group 
of  individuals. 

We  will  go  back  into  the  past  a 

little  way,  and  base  the  suggestion 

we  offer  on  the  progress  the  paper 
has  made  under  democratic  and 

competitive  selection  of  its  staff. 

The  "Echo"  succeeded  the  old 

"College  Monthly"  last  year  and  the 
staff  that  would  have  served  the 

monthly  published  the  "Echo"  in  its 
stead.  The  editor  and  manager  of 

the  old  monthly  magazine  were 

elected    by   the    literary    societies. 

With  the  advent  of  the  Highland 

Echo,  and  a  stronger  spirit  of  pro- 
gressiveness  on  the  part  of  the  stu- 

dents, this  method  of  prococdure  be- 
came obsolete.  As  a  result,  last 

year's  staff  suggested  a  competitive 
election  of  editor  and  business 

manager  from  the  student  body  at 
large.  This  suggestion  was  followed 

in  the  election  of  the  present  staff. 

This  democratic  move,  placing  the 

honored  positions  upon  a  basis  of 
merit  has  evidently  met  with  the 

approval  of  the  .  students,  as  the 

manner  in  which  they  have  support- 
ed  the  paper  shows. 

This  suggestion  in  part  was  made 

and  followed  last  year  that  the  edi- 
tor and  manager  of  the  third  vol- 

ume of  this  publication  should  be 

chosen  on  their  ability  to  conduct 
their   respective   duties. 

In  order  to  enter  the  competition 
for  editor  the  student  submits  an 

editorial  on  some  subject  of  student 

interest  preferably,  and  a  news  item 
or   report  on   some  student  event. 

The  applicant  for  the  manager- 

ship, submits  his  previous  experi- 
ence and  records,  with  endorse- 

ments. He  also  suggests  plans 
whereby  he  hopes  to  better  the 

financial   side  of  the  paper. 
The  editor  receives  one  credit  in 

English  from  the  colleges,  provided 
his  work  as  editor  is  well  done. 

The  business  mpnager  receives  ten 

percent   of   the   net   receipts. 

To  perpetuate?  this  democratic 

idea  it  has  been   suggested  that  the 

papers  submitted  be  examined  and 

passed  by  the  present  executive 
staff  and  the  two  representatives  of 

the  faculty  on  student  publications. 

The  selection  of  the  body  is  then 

presented  to  the  faculty  for  approv- 
al. 

The  positions  are  open,  the  ones 

who  win  would  do  so  on  their  mer- 

it, so  every  one  has  a  fair  and  equal 
chance. 

The  only  ebjection  the  faculty 

makes  to  the  above  plan  is  that  the 

present  staff  will  be  in  a  position 

to  perpetuate  itself,  since  they  are 
on  the  committee  which  examines 

the  papers  submitted.  It  is  not  the 

object  of  the  present  staff  to  per- 
petuate itself,  but  to  represent  the 

student  body,  the  big  group  that 

the  paper  represents,  in  the  selec- 
tion of  the  new  staff.  We  feel  that 

the  students  should  be  represented 

in  some  way,  since  it  is  their  paper, 

and  we  urge  suggestions  from  the 
student  body  on  a  method  whereby 

they  may  be  represented,  if  the 

plan  we  suggest  does  not  meet  with 
their  approval. 

The  present  staff  does  want  to 

perpetuate  the  Echo  in  one  way, 

that  is  to  make  it  a  ̂ student  paper, 

edited  and  managed  by  students 
and  for  the  welfare  of  the  student 

body.  To  this  end  we  will  always 
work.

Mrs.  M.  A.  Lamar,  who  lives  just 
a  little  distance  back  of  Pearsons,

Mrs.  Lamar  has  been  around  the

1869  contains  such  familiar  names 

as  E.  A,  Elmore,  T.  T.  Alexander 
and  M.  A.  Mathes.  An  oration  was 

delivered  on  "Duties  of  Young 

Men".  In  1883  the  Athenians  gave 
an  extensive  entertainment.  "The 

Moon  is  Brightly  Beaming  Love" 
was  rendered  during  the  evening.  A 

program  prepared  by  Charles  Alex- 
ander, who  is  now  a  famous  evr.nge- 

list,  contains  such  warnings  as  this, 

"Squire  Watchemciose,  Captainc 
Keepemstraight,  and  President 
Strikemdumwithalook  will  keen  a 

sharpe  look  out  to  see  that  no  cour- 

tin  or  sparkin  goes  onne,"  S.  W. 
Sherrill,  who  is  State  Superintend- 

ent of  Public  Schools  today,  was 

president  of  the  society  at  that  time. 
There  are  several  other  programs  of 
interest  that  are  in  the  collection, 

but  space  forbids  us  from  quoting.

nto  "Ye  Olden  Times"  in  the  liter-

the  crowd  in  the  Dining  Hall,  di- 

vided into  Maryville  and  Berea 
rooters,  did  soma  patriotic  yelling 

and  singing,  all  of  which  showed 

mij,hty    "good    sportsmanship". 
Great  applause  greeted  both 

teams  when  they  appeared  in  the 

Chapel.  The  first  speaker  for  Berea 

took  up  all  of  his  ten  minutes 
quoting  authorities,  and  trying  to 

show  that  the  American  people  de- 

sire the  Literacy  Test  law.  Theo- 
dore Miner,  first  speaker  for  Mary- 
ville, in  his  constructive  speech, 

showed  that  the  literacy  test  was  a 

"makeshift",  and  will  not  meet  the 
economic  demands  of  the  country. 

He  challenged  the  Berea  team  to 
show  how  the  test  will  regulate 

immigration.  This  challenge  Berea 

never  answered.  The  second  speak- 
er for  Berea  used  a  chart  to  show 

that  th«  Southeastern  Europeans 

have  had  the  opportunity  to  learn 
how  to   read. 

Ralph  Young,  for  Maryville,  then 
attacked  the  literacy  test,  as  a  se- 

lective measure,  trying  to  prove  it 

unsound,  unjust  and  un-American. 
The  third  speaker  for  Berea  tried 

to  prove  the  literacy  test  as  the 
best  selective  measure,  and  Homer 

Weisbecker,  for  ]VIi,ryville  presented 

a  plan,  the  Federal  Immigration 
Commission,  as  a  substitute  for  the 

literacy  test.  In  the  rebuttals,  Be- 
rea did  some  very  dramatic  work, 

such  as  unrolling  ten  yards  of  pap- 

er containing  names  of  Congress- 
men and  Senators  in  favor  of  the 

bill.  Maryville  stuck  to  the  issues, 

and  refused  to  do  any  "vaudeville" 
acting. 

The  decision  was  announced,  two 

to  one  in  favor  of  Berea,  at  which 

a  great  shout  went  up  from  the 
assembled   audience. 

Maryville  offers  no  alibi,  except 

that  the  two  judges  who  voted  in 
favor  of  Berea,  were  Berea  men, 

those  in  charge  having  failed  to  se- 
cure the  judges  Maryville  asked  for, 

and   expected.

REPRESENTATIVES 

At  a  special  meeting  of  the  fac- 
ulty, held  March  23,  1917,  a  plan 

for  the  selection  of  student  represen- 
tatives on  the  committee  to  examine 

material  entered  in  competition  for 
the  positions  of  Editor-in-Chief  and 
Business  Manager  of  the  Hij^fhland 
Echo  was  presented  by  the  ctaff  of 
the  Echo.  These  suggestions  were 

approved  and  adopted  by  the  fac- 
ulty. The  following  is  a  true  copy  of 

the  suggestions  as  adopted: 

"The  following  form  is  suggested 
by  the  present  executive  staff  of  the 
Echo  for  the  selection  of  student  re- 

presentatives on  the  committee  to 
examine  the  material  entered  in 

competition  for  the  positions  of  Edi- 
tor in  Chief  and  Business  Manager: 

The  Pr?siclents  of  the  four  college 
classes  and  the  Presidents  of  the 

Third  and  Fourth  preparatory  class- 
es shall  elect  two  representatives, 

one  from  the  Senior  and  one  from 

the  Junior  class  in  College. 

These  two  representatives  are  to 
meet  with  the  two  representatives 

appointed  by  the  faculty  and  are  to 
judge  the  merits  of  the  material  en- 

tered in  the  competition. 

The  selection  of  manager  and  edi- 
tor, based  on  the  results  of  the  com- 

petition, is  to  take  place  the  first 
week  in  the  spring  term.  This  selec- 

tion is  to  be  subject  to  the  approval 
of  the  faculty,  and  is  to  be  announc- 

ed to  the  students  and  competitors 
in  the  next  issue  of  the  Echo. 

We  also  :.uggest  that,  after  this 
year,  this  election  of  representatives 
shall  take  place  two  weeks  before 
the  close  of  the  winter  term,  the 

presidents  of  the  respective  classes 
to  be  assembled  at  the  call  of  the 
President  of  the  Senior  class.  The 

competition  is  to  be  opened  at  the 
time   the    student   representatives  are 

selected,  and  is  to  close  the  first 

week  in  the  spring  term,  which  al- 
lows three  weeks  for  the  material 

to  be  entered." H.  J  Bassett, 

Secretary  of  the  Faculty. 

With  the  above  method  of  student 

representation  having  been,  decided 
upon,  and  it  should  meet  with  the 
approval  of  all,  the  contest  for  the 
positions  of  Editor  and  Business 
Manager  will  be  opened   at  once. 

It  is  expected  that  the  student 

committee  and  the  faculty  commit- 
tee will  convene  at  an  early  dato 

and  announce  the  basis,  the  time 
limit  and  other  details  of  the  com- 
petiton. 

However,  we  offer  as  a  sugges- 
tion to  those  who  are  planinng  to  go 

out  for  the  positions  the  following: 
The  would-be  Editor  should  pre-

Miss  MacFarland  beautifully 

illustrated  her  talk,  "The  Call  of  the 

World  to  College  Women"  by  this 

story.  "A  missionary  about  to  return 

home  asked  the  Chinese  girls  of  the 

mission  v/hat  they  wanted  her  to 

bring  them.  She  expected  requests 

for  all  sorts  of  American  articles, 

but  was  surprised  by  a  unanimous 

request  for  'A  missionary  doctor, 
with  blue  eyes  who  could  play  ten- 

nis.' "What  they  really  wanted". 

Miss  MacFarland  explained,  "was 

so^peone  interested  in  them,  who 

could  sympathize,  who  would  appeal 
to  their  sense  of  beauty,  and  who 

could  play  with  them".

SOCIAL  SERVICE 

Oftentimes  a  wrong  conception  is 
formed  of  the  purpose  and  the  work 

of  the  Young  Women's  Christian 
Association.  And  the  Association  is 

thought  of  as  only  an  organization 
to  provide  religious  entertainment 
at  the  devotional  meetings,  and  to 
have  a  reception  at  the  opening  of 
the  Fall  and  Winter  Terms. 

"The  purpose  of  the  Association 
shall  be  to  unite  the  women  of  the 

institution  in  loyalty  to  Jesus  Christ 
to  lead  them  to  accept  him  as  their 
personal  Savior,  to  build  them  up  in 
the  knowledge  of  Christ,  especially 
through  Bible  study  and  Christian 
service,  that  their  character  and 

conduct  may  be  consonant  with  their 
belief.  It  shall  thus  associate  them 
wtih  the  students  of  the  world  for 

the  advancement  of  the  Kingdom  of 
God.  It  shall  further  seek  to  enlist 
their  devotion  to  the  Christian 

church  and  to  the  religious  work  of 

the  institution". 

One  of  the  greatest  problems  that 
faces  the  Association  is,  how  this 

purpose  can  most  adequately  be  ac- 
complished. What  does  loyalty  to 

Jesus  Christ  really  mean?  It  means 
a  devoted  allegiance  to  Him — a  cor.- 
ftcrated  service  to  Him.  Service  for

"in  as  much  as  we  render  it  to  H's 
brethern." 

The  Young  Women's  Christian 
Association  of  Mary  vile  College  hns 
been  doing  what  it  could  towards 
accomplishing  this  purpose.  And  it 
has  been  able  to  accomplish  a  great 
deal  among  the  young  women  of  the 
college  through  the  ministry  of  the 
devotional  meetings,  prayer,  and 
personal  influence  and  testimony;

Christ's  call  to  serve  Him  by  serv- 
ing even  the  least  of  His  brethern? 

Must  we  wait  till  our  college  life  is 
over  before  we  really  serve  our 

Master?  Do  we  ov;e  less  loyal  alle- 
gience  to  our  King  while  we  are 
training  in  His  camp  than  we  shall 
owe  when  we  are  out  upon  the  great 
battlefield    of   life?

MILITARY-RED  CROSS 
TRAINING 

Fellows  To  Attend  Drills.  Use 

Of  Local  Armory  May  Be  Se- 
cured. 

These  are  days  of  startling  re- 
ports and  surprising  news  items! 

'Military  training  in  Maryville  Col- 
lege"— it  came  rather  as  a  surprise. 

But  Maryville  College  believes  in 

Preparedness.  She  is  therefore  pre- 
paring her  sons  for  the  time  when 

the  country  may  need  them. 
When  the  students  gathered  in 

chapel  Friday  morning,  they  were  all 
aware  of  something  unusual.  Sud- 

denly the  strains  of  the  National 

Hymn  rang  through  the  air.  A  tre- 
mendous outburst  of  patriotic  en- 
thusiasm followed  almost  immediate- 

ly. Everyone  knew  why  the  Nation- 
al Hymn  was  being  sung.  And  never 

was  this  Hymn  sung  with  greater 
vim  and  enthusiasm! 
When  Dean  Barnes  arose  to  make 

the  announcements  of  the  morning, 
it  was  expected  he  would  mention 
the  war  situation.  He  did.  And 

when  he  announced  the  military 
training  course  .to  be  held  by  Prof. 
D.  J.  Brittain  and  Capt.  Lonas,  a 
great  hush  fell  upon  the  student 
body.  All  students  who  desire  to 

take  military  training  will  be  excus- 
ed from  other  athletic  activities, 

but  will  be  expected  to  be  faithful 

in  the  discharge  of  their  "military 
training"  duties.  Great  applause 
followed  at  the  close  of  the  Dean's 
announcement. 

One  Red  Cross  Nurses'  Class 
At  Work.  Another  Being  Or- 

ganized.    Co-Eds  Enthused. 

Twenty-five  young  ladies,  under 

the  a^uspicies  of  'The  Equal  Suf- 
frage League"  are  lining-up  for 

service.  They  are  starting  a  class 
under  the  direction  of  the  National 

Red  Cross  Association.  They  expect 
tr  be  ready  for  immediate  service 
when  the  call  comes  for  Red  Cross 

Nurses.  According  to  the  regula- 
tions of  the  National  Red  Cross 

Association,  this  class  must  consist 
of  not  less  than  four  members,  not 

more  than  twenty-five.  The  instruc- 
tor must  be  a  physician  of  good 

standing  and  one  approved  by  the 
National  Association,  before  the 
class  can  be  started.  Dr.  Ellis,  a 

local  physician  has  given  two  hours 
a  week  to  this  work.  The  class  must 

be  provided  with  anatomical  charts, 
full  instruction  outfit,  and  Red  Cross 
text  books. 

All  these  instructions  have  been 

complied  with  and  the  course  began 
this  afternoon,  Dr.  Ellis  giving  his 
first  lecture  on  Anatomy. 

After  the  second  lecture  a  per- 
manent roll  is  made  out  and  sent  to 

headquarters  of  the  National  Asso- 
ciation at  Washington,  with  a  fifty 

cent  registration  fee  for  each  one 
enrolled.  At  the  end  of  the  course, 

consisting  of  fifteen  hours,  examina- 
tions are  given,  by  a  second  physi- 

cian approved  by  the  National  Asso- 
ciation. To  all  passing  this  examin- 

ation a  certificate  from  the  Nation- 
al Red  Cross  Association  will  be 

given.  Eighty  per  cent  of  these  lec- 
tures must  be  attended  before  the 

exam  can  be  taken. 
This  course  is  open  first  to  the 

members  of  the  Suffrage  League^ 

whose  membership  numbers  21.  Out- 
siders sufficient  to  make  the  required 

number  will  be  taken  in.  Since  so 

many  of  the  girls  desire  this  course 
it  looks  as  though  a  second  class 
will  be  organized.  The  class  meets 
on  Tuesday  and  Friday  from  four 

to  five  o'clock.

VICES TO  GOVERNMENT 

ENROLMENT  STATISTICS 
COMPILED  fOK  YEAR 

Gain  Shown  in  Both  Prep  and 
College  Departments.  Sub 

Preps  Dropped.  Thirty- 
live  States  and  Countries 

Represented. 

Since  the  Spring  term  registration 
has  taken  place  the  totals  for  the 

year  have  been  compiled  at  the  reg- istrar's office. 

At  the  beginning  of  the  school 

year  the  sub-prep  department,  which 
contained  forty-one  students  last 
year,  was  dropped. 

This  year  the  College  department 

has  the  largest  enrolment  in  its  his- 
tory, two  hundred  and  ninty-two,  a 

gain  of  fourteen  over  last  year. 
The  Preparatory  department 

shows  a  gain  of  twenty-three  over 
the  count  of  last  year.  The  gains  in 

both  college  and  prep  total  thirty- 
seven.

Tomorrow  Night.  Seats

Following  rapidly  upon  the  de- 
claration of  war  by  the  United 

States  on  Germany  came  William 

Jennings  Bryan's  offer  to  serve  his 
country  in  any  way  it  needed  him. 

Although  oppi/sing  Aiyrar  *to  "the' time  it  was  declared,  Mr.  Bryan 

proved  himself  a  most  patriotic  citi- 
zen by  tendering  himself  to  the  serv- 

ice of  his  country  in  the  time  of 
strife. 

The  subject  of  Mr.  Bryan's  ad- 
dress will  be,  "The  Making  of  a 

Man".  This  is  one  of  his  most 
famous  lectures.  It  has  been  favor- 

ably criticised  by  the  leading  journa- 
list of  the  country.  Speaking  of  the 

subject  of  the  lecture,  a  prominent 

citizen  of  Maryville  remarked,  "I 
have  heard  it  twice  already  and  I 

am  going  to  hear  it  again  Wednes- 

day night".

EGYPT  IN  ONE  HOUR 

To  step  from  American  moonlight 

into  Egyptian  twilight  is  not  ac- 
complished in  a  life  time.  But 

such  was  the  fortunate  situation  in 

which  the  visitors  at  Miss  Smith's 
studio  found  themselves  last  Satur- 

day evening. 
Soft  harp  music  unseen,  but  dis- 

tinctly heard,  helped  to  create  "at- 
mosphere" right  away.

WHICH 
Our  College  has  at  last  followed 

the  lead  of  other  educational  insti- 
tutions through  the  country,  and  has 

declared  herself  in  favor  of  volun- 
tary military  training.  W  e  have 

followed  the  path  of  least  resistance, 
led  by  the  impulse  of  the  time.  Two 
courses  weee  open  to  us;  to  re- 

assert our  faith  in  Christ  and  His 

teachings,  or  to  adopt  the  princi- 
ples of  Caesar  and  force.  And  we, 

influenced  by  one  of  the  greatest 
crises  that  our  befoved  country  has 
ever  faced,  have  chosen  the  latter 

way.  I  am  not  questioning  the  ex- 
pediency of  this  choice,  but  I  do  ask 

myself  this  question,  "Can  the  prin- 
ciples of  Christianity  and  of  mili- 

tary training  find  peaceful  lodging 

in  the  same  mind?" 
Two  sentences  used  in  announcing 

this  step  of  the  College  burned  like 

fire  into  my  mind:  "We  are  going 
into  this  war  to  defend  Christian- 

ity", and,  "Christ  said,  'When  ye 
hear  of  war  and  rumors  of  war,  be 
ye  not  troubled;  for  such  things 

must  needs  be'  ". Going  into  war  to  defend  Chris- 
tianity! Is  Christianity  a  thing  to 

be  defended  with  guns  and  swords? 
Did  Christ,  whose  followers  we  call 
ourselves  so  defend  it?  At  the  most 
critical  period  of  his  life  did  He 
say  to  Peter,  Give  me  thy  sword 
that  I  may  kill  these  men,  or  did 
He  say,  Peter,  put  up  thy  sword? 
Can  military  training,  which  is, 

when  brought  down  to  the  last 
analysis,  only  the  preparation  of 
men  to  kill  their  fellow  men,  be  re- 

conciled with  the  commandment, 

"Thou  shalt  love  thy  neighbor  as 

thyself?" 

"War  must  needs  be".  Too  true! 
War  in  the  world  as  it  is  today  is 
necessary.  It,  I  acknowledge  must 
needs  be,  but  I  do  deny  that  we 
should  kill  or  prepare  to  kill  our 
fellow  men  in  the  name  of  The 
Great  Christ  and  Christianity. 

Let  each  individual  question  him- 
self in  his  own  heart  and  choose 

the  way,  and  then  let  him  render 
unto  Caesar  those  things  which  are 

Caesar's,  or  unto  Christ  those  things 
which  are  Christ's,  for  no  man  can 
be  the  bondservant  of  two  masters; 
for  either  he  will  dislike  the  one 

one  and  like  the  other,  or  he  will 
attach  himself  to  one  and  think 

slightingly  of  the  other.

Some  account  having  reached  me 
of  the  rumors  that  have  been  circu- 

lated by  a  student  among  the  stu- 
dent body  regarding  what  took 

place  at  the  meeting  of  the  Minis- 
terial Association  last  Thursday 

night,  I  deem  it  my  duty  and  privil- 
ege to  make  known  to  the  students 

through  The  Highland  Echo  at  least 
the  true  facts  of  the  case. 

We  enjoyed  very  helpful  devo- 
tional exercises  and  a  remarkably 

interesting  and  instructive  talk  by 

Ralph  A.  Young  on  "The  Old  and 
New  Russia".  Then,  during  the 
business  session,  with  a  view  to 

opening  up  a  discussion  on  the  re- 
sponsibilities of  the  ministerial  stu- 

dents and  the  Church  with  regard 
to  the  expected  declaration  of  war, 

I  voiced  my  personal  opinions  re- 
garding this.  Shortly  after  I  had 

started  to  speak,  however,  the  stu- 
dent, the  one  with  whom  the  rumor 

reflecting  on  the  Association  origin- 
ated, left  the  room  after  being  re- 

proved for  his  ungentlemanly  and 
unchristian  conduct;  hence  the  stu- 

dent is  ignorant  of  the  things  of 
which  he  has  spoken.  After  this  the 
meeting  was  perhaps  the  most 
orderly  meeting  ever  held  by  the 
Ministerial  Association,  each  mem- 

ber giving  his  thoughts  on  the  mat- 
ter under  discussion  without  re- 

sentment, ill-feeling,  or  indulging 

in   personalities  of  any  kind. 

The  part  of  my  talk  which  per-

Stripes,  but,  because  of  my  love  for 
it,  I  hate  to  see  it  dragged  in  the 
mire  of  manslaughter,  and  I  am 

praying  that  we  may  elevate  our 
nationality  to  the  side  of  Christian- ity. 

Some  have  said  that  I  do  not 

know  what  war  means — with  almost 

all  of  my  old  schoolmates  either 
killed  or  maimed  for  life!  With  sev- 

eral uncles  and  cousins  already  kill- 
ed! With  two  uncles  on  the  firing 

line  now  (one  in  France,  the  other 
in  Salonika) !  With  two  brothers  in 

the  service  of  the  British  govern- 
ment in  Scotland!  With  two  sisters 

making  war  munitions  in  England! 
Surely  I  ought  to  know  what  war 

means?  Sherman  was  right.  "War 
is  Hell".  And  hell  is  the  reward  of 
those  who  fail  to  execute  the  prin- 

ciples of  the  Prince  of  Peace. 

Of  course,  I  am  aware  of  the 

statement  that  this  country  is  en- 
tering the  war  on  the  side  of  hu- 

manity; but  Germany  thinks  the 
same.  Every  nation  in  the  conflict 
calls  upon  God  for  help  and  it 
thanks  him  for  the  victory.  Oh,  the 

mockery  of  it  all!' 
The  Word  of  God  assures  us  that 

Christiantiy  shall  be  victorious,  so, 
now  that  the  die  is  cast,  let  us  go

1819-1916

Maryville  Won  From  U.  T. — 
Lost  at  Emory.  Takes 
Second  F 1  a  c  e.  Biggest 
Crowd  of  Season  Attended. 

AT    MARYVILLE 

For  many  years  the  University  of 
Tennessee  has  been  a  rival  in  athle- 

tics, but  'ast  Friday  evening  for  the 
first  time  Maryville  and  U.  T.  clash- 

ed in  a  debate  which  resulted  in  a 

complete  victory  for  the  Orange  and 
Garnet.  This  event  had  been  antici- 

i-pated  for  several  months  owing  to 

the  opponents'  forensic  record  with 
other  state  universities  and  the 

prominence  of  the  institution,  it  be- 
ing classed  as  one  of  the  best  eight 

southern  universities. 

The  U.  T.  team  was  not  thorough- 
ly prepared  on  the  question,  the  rea- 

son given  is  that  they  had  been  al- 
lowed only  tv/o  weeks  for  prepara- 

tion, which  would  easily  account  for 
their  weakness. 

The  second  speaker  presented 
some  good  argument,  but  he  failed 
to  drive  it  home.  Despite  these  facts 

it  was  a  very  interesting  and  in- 
structive debate  as  it  pertained  to 

the  compulsory  arbitration  of  rail- 
way labor  disputes. 

Maryville  has  never ,  put  out  a 
better  debating  team,  each  member 
is  to  be  commended  very  highly  for 
his  faithful  work. 

Mr.  Adams,  the  first  M.  C.  speak- 
er made  a  very  striking  impression 

on  the  judges  and  the  audience.  His 

delivery  was  excellent  and  his  argu- 
ment weighty.  His  final  rebuttal 

was  one  terrific  blow  after  another 

to  his  opponents.  "Bob"  is  only  a 
Sophomore  this  year  and  it  is  hop- 

ed that  he  will  be  here  two  more 
years  to  participate  in  more  victor- 
ies. 

Mr.  Campbell,  the  second  speaker 
delivered  his  speech  in  a  very  con- 

vincing manner,  showing  a  very 
thorough  preparation  on  the  ques- 

tion. He  showed  plenty  of  "pep"  in 
his  telling  rebuttal.  Two  years  of 
debating  are  also  ahead  of  Camp- 
bell. 

Mr.  Dawson,  the  concluding 
speaker,  delivered  his  speeches  in  his 
usual  impressive  manner.  He  was 
very  much  at  home  on  the  floor— 
this  victory  being  the  second  one  in 

which  he  has  ̂ larticipated  during 
the  last  two  years. 

AT   EMORY 

While  the  boys  defending  the  af- 
firmative side  of  the  question  at 

home  were  trouncing  U.  T.,  the  team 
that  went  to  Emory  were  upholding 
the  negative  style  to  the  best  of 
their  ability. 

In  order  to  do  the  debate  up  in 
approved  style  the  Emory  men  sent 
one  of  their  number  to  Bristol  to 

welcome  the  visitors  to  Virginia. 
Upon  arriving  at  Emory  the  High- 

7  landers  were  welcomed  in  a  royal 
manner  by  the  students  and  faculty 
and  were  accorded  every  courtesy  to 
make  their  stay  enjoyable. 

Although  the  decision  was  un- 

animous in  favor  of  the  affirmative, 
the  representatives  of  the  Orange 
and  Garnet  made  a  strong  plea  for 
their  side  of  the  issue  and  received 

the  plaudits  of  the  large  audience. 
The  judges  were  Dr.  J.  R.  Do- 

byns.  Rev.  E.  M.  Louthan,  Dr.  S.  H. 
Yokeley  and  their  decision,  while  not 
favorable  to  the  Maryville  men,  was 
satisfactory. 

A  reception  was  tendered  the 
Highlanders  at  the  close  of  the  mor- 

tal combat,  adding  much  to  the 
pleasure  of  the  trip. 

The.  triangular  debate,  taken  all 
in  all,  was  most  successful  and 
Maryville  deemed  it  an  honor  to 

have  such  worthy  opponents  as  Ten- 
nessee and  Emory  and  Henry.  It  is 

the  desire  of  the  Forensic  league  to 
be  able  to  entertain  Emory  here  next 
season  and  return  the  hospitality  ex- 

tended to  them  this  year. 

DEAN  MORGAN  AROUSES 

COLLEGE  TO  SOUTH*S 
FOOD  CRISIS 

Dean  H.  A.  Moxgan,  of  the  Uni- 
versity of  Tennessee  appeared  in 

Chapel  Monday  morning  and  spoke 
to  the  student  body  on  the  War  and 
the  part  which  the  farmer  is  to 
play  in  bringing  victory  to  the  side 
of  democracy.  He  startled  thp  stu- 

dents by  stating  that  an  actual  food 
shortage  is  staring  the  South  in  the 
face  today,  and  tliat  the  first  and 

paramount  duty  of  every  southern- 
er is  to  plant  Deans,  corn,  rye,  and 

other  food  crops.  He  said  that  the 

South  actually  has  only  three  week's 
supply  of  foodstuffs  on  hand,  at  the 
present  time  when  all  the  world  is 
oeginning  to  feel  the  pangs  of 
hunger. 

Professor  Morgan  urged  the  Col- 
lege students  and  faculty  to  take  a 

ieading  part  in  arousing  the  people 
of  Blount  County  to  these  stern 
realities,  and  to  arouse  the  farmers 
to  plant  big  crops.  He  urged  all  to 
produce  more  and  consume  less. 
That  we  should  be  willing  to  suffer 
for  the  great  cause  for  which  our 

country  is  fighting.  "Cut  out  the 
luxuries.  It  is  a  time  to  get  down 
to  brass  tacks.  Let  the  people  wake 
up!  Let  the  young  men  wake  up! 
God  has  sent  this  great  war  on  us 

to  make  men  of  us  for  one  thing". 
"The  supreme  test  of  the  Nation 
has  come",  says  President  Wilson. 
"We  must  all  speak,  act  and  serve 

together." Action  was  taken  by  the  students 
immediately  following  Prof.  Mor- 

gan's rousing  speech.  Committees 
were  sent  out  all  over  Blount 
County  to  call  the  farmers  to  a 

great  Citizen's  Mass  Meeting,  at 
which  these  things  would  be  dis- 

cussed. Professors  Ellis,  Proffittand 

Johnson,  of  the  faculty,  were  ap- 
pointed by  Dean  Barnes  to  co-oper- 

ate in  awakening  the  people  to 
plant  gardens,  and  help  in  other 
ways  to  meet  this  crisis. 

L.  M.  U.  AND  TUSCULUM 
BILLED  TO  PLAY 

Within  the  next  few  days  the 
Highlanders  will  meet  two  of  the 
best  college  baseball  teams  in  this 
section.  Lincoln  Memorial  Univer- 

sity comes  down  for  games  Friday 
and  Saturday  and  on  next  Monday 
and  Tuesday  Tusculum  will  invade 
the  Hill. 

The  L.  M.  U.  team  is  built  around 

its  pitching  staff.  Big  "Bolden  has 
been  pitching  one  hit  and  no  hit 
games  all  this  season  and  will  work 
his  hardest  against  Maryville,  an 
old  rival.  The  hitting  of  the  L.  M.

On  Wednesday  morning,  at  5:30, 
there  will  be  bugle  call  in  order  that

The  program  was  one  of  the  best 

ever  given. 
The  piano  numbers  were  well 

chosen  to  bring  out  the  characteris- 
tic talent  of  both  Miss  Margaret 

Sugg  and  Miss  Jonnie  Catlett. 
Miss  Sugg  showed  a  wonderful 

development  of  power  along  with  her 
usual  dainty  and  sympathetic  touch. 
There  has  never  before  been  a  stu- 

dent in  the  Music  Department  of 
Maryville  College  who  was  thought 

qualified  to  play  in  public  Lesche- 
lizky's  Octave  Intermezzo  Op.  44, 
No.  4.  To  see  the  ease  and  brilliancy 

with  which  Miss  Sugg  rendered  this 
number  few  would  realize  how  very 
difficult  it  really  was. 

Miss  Catlett's  series  of  Chopin's 
Preludes  brought  out  well  her  pow- 

ers to  interpret.  One  could  almost 
see  the  little  child  picking  flowers  in 
the  garden  as  Miss  Catlett  softly 

played  Prelude  Op.  28,  No.  7.  While 
her  brilliancy,  yet  wonderful  tone 
effect  of  each  note  in  the  Hungarian 

Rapsody  held  her  audience  spell 

bound. 
Miss  Muriel  Mitchell  represented 

the  Expression  Department  by  a 

reading  of  portions  of  Eleanor  Por- 
ter's "Just  David".  Her  cutting  of 

the  story  was  well  done.  One  who 
had  never  read  the  book  could  easily 

get  the  most  important  parts  of  the 
story,  while  her  portrayal  of  the 
winsome  little  lad  with  his  violin 

under  his  chin  made  the  tears  swell 

up  in  many  eyes.  Miss  Mitchell 
entirely  lacks  stagy  and  artificial 

mannerisms.  Her  peifect  natural- 
ness is  her  special  chcrm.  Her  rich, 

full  voice,  pleasingly  modulated, 
could  be  clearly  heard  by  all  her 
audience.

I    OPEN  LETTERS 
"CHRISTIANITY  OR 

KULTUR,  WHICH?" In  response  to  the  open  letter  in 
last  week's  issue  of  the  Echo,  under 

the  caption  "Christ  or  Ceasar, 
which,",  I  wish  to  submit  the  follow- 

ing. The  aspiring  young  author  has 

an  extremist's  views  both  of  Christ- 
ianity and  of  war.  To  substantiate 

his  theories,  he  quoted  a  fev/  isolat- 
ed and  unrelated  passages  of  Scrip- 

ture. In  so  doing,  he  has  missed  the 
full  significance  and  spirit  of  the 
Christian  religion  and  the  true  in- 

terpretation of  the  Bible.  I  want  to 
call  the  attention  to  the  fact  that 

the  Scriptures  in  no  place  condemn- 
war  that  is  just  and  in  defense  of 
the  rights  of  the  people.  In  fact: 

Christ  Himself  said :  "I  came  not  to 

bring  peace,  but  a  sword",— that 
everything  not  in  harmony  with  the 
spirit  and  purpose  of  His  teachings, 
revealing  the  will  of  God  to  men, 
was  at  variance  with  the  best  and 

most  permanent  progress  of  human- 
ity and  should  be  done  away  with. 

Are  practicing  what  He  preached, 
He  drove  from  the  temple,  with  a 

rope  of  cords,  all  those  grafters  and 
low  down  politicians  who  defrauded 
the  people  and  defiled  that  Holy 

place. 

Hence,  German  autocracy,  kultur, 

and  militarism,  together  with  her

Lower  Classmen  Best  The 

Sophs.  Co-eds  Compose 
J^atter  Team. 

Every  year  there  is  a  Freshman 

class  in  collejj'e  and  at  the  same 
time  a  Sophomore  class.

scene  had   a  decided   class  flavor. 

The  question  of  the  evening,  "Re- 
solved that  a  League  of  Nations 

Should  b  e  Formed  t  o  Enforce 

Peace",  is  one  of  the  foremost  top- 
ics of  pacifists  today  and  will  ob- 

tain national  recognition  at  the  close 
of  the  preset  war. 

Misses  Gussie  Jones,  Emma  Miles, 

and  Mildred  Crowe,  speaking  in  the 
order  named,  upheld  the  aflirmativa 
while  Miss  Helen  Lewis  and  Messrs. 
Candellera  and  Martin  defended  the 

negative.  The  former  Sophs,  the 
latter  Freshmen. 

Miss  Jones  proved  that  there  was 
an  imperative  need  for  such  a 

league  to  enforce  peace.  Her  points 
wfcitf  clearly  brought  out  and  em- 

phasized in  an  appropriate  mannei . 
Miss  Jones  was  not  quite  as  strong 
in  her  constructive  argument  as  she 

was  in  her  rebuttal,  which  was  full 
cf  pep   and   enthusiasm. 

Th-  only  lady  on  the  negative. 
Miss  Helen  Lewis,  spoke  first  in  its 
defense.  Miss  Lewis  made  a  clean 
cut  speech,  proving  thff  court  would 
be  unsatisfactory.  MIbs  Lewis  ap- 

peared the  most  at  home  and  drove 

her  points  to  the  best  advantage  of 
any  of  the   speakers. 

Following  Miss  Lewis  came  Miss 
Miles  upholding  the  affirmative  with 

the  contention  that  the  principle 
was  sound  in  theory.  Miss  Miles  de- 

livered her  speech  like  one  who  had 
been  carefully  trained  as  to  the 
points  to  make  clear  and  with  fre. 
quent  appeals  to  the  judges  made 
her  side  appear  to  good  advantage. 

Mr.  Candellera  then  spoke  in  be- 
half of  the  negative,  endeavoring  to 

make  the  plan  of  the  aflJirmative 
appear  as  a  strike  against  democ- 

racy. It  was  a  good  point  and  the 
affiimative  neglected  to  answer  his 
most  effective  points. 

Miss  Crowe  closed  the  construc- 
tive arguments  in  favor  of  the  af- 

firmative, bringing  the  point  that 
their  plan  was  practical  in  every 
\*^ay.  Here  again  the  affirmative 
made  strong  and  convincing  argu- 

ments, only  to  loose  the  advantage 
gained  a  few  minutes  later  in  the 
rebuttals. 

Mr.  Martin  was  the  final  speaker 
for  the  negative  on  constructive  and 

followed  up  Miss  Crowe's  practica- 
bility idea  with  proof  to  the  con- 

trary. 

The  rebuttals  were  short  and 

snappy  by  both  sides  and  it  was 
here  the  debate  was   won   and  lost. 

If  the  many  questions  reputed  to 
be  vital  to  the  issue,  which  both 
sides  placed  upon  the  table  of  its 
opponents  in  such  a  gentle  manner, 

were  really  vital,  both  sides  must 

have   avoided   the  question   entirely. 
As  the  decision  was  announced  to 

the  hou.se  there  was  an  unheard  of 

amount  of  applause  from  the  Fish, 

while  the  Sophs  were  momentarily 
stunned.  Then  followed  cheers  for 

both  teams  and  the  ones  who  had 

furnished  the  musical  part  of  the 

program.

the  Battalion  to  "Attention!",  and gives  the  instructions  for  the  day, 

warning,  praising,  encouraging  or 

instructing,  as  the  occasion  de- 

mands. The  Battalion  is  then  divid- 
ed into  four  Companies,  each  Com- 

[  pany  commanded  by  an  officer  with the  rank  of  Captain.  Each  Captain 
then  marches  his  Company  to  one 

part  of  the  field,  puts  them  through 
the  so-called  strenuous  "setting-up 
exercises",  divides  his  C?nipa*y  in* 

to  "squads",  and  turns  tnem  over  to 
officers  with  the  rank  of  Corporal. 

The  squads  are  then  put  through 

the  drills  of  the  "school  of  the 
squad",  which  includes  column 

marching  and  "squads  right  or  left", 

>iis:  well  as  "taking  distance".  The 
members  of  the  various  squads  are 

also,  individually,  put  through  the 

"school  of  soldier",  which  includes 

"Right  Face!"  "Left  Face!"  "About 
Face!"  and  so  on.  The  drills  thus 

consume  fully  one  hour,  from  5:45 

to  G:45  a.  m. 

The  following  officers  have  already 

been  appointed  by  Major  Brittain. 
Meade  Johnson  with  rank  of  Cap- 

tain; Herbert  Jordan  with  rank  of 

Captain;  Fred  Lewis  with  rank  of 
Captain;  H.  A.  Heller  with  rank  of 
Second    Lieutenant. 

Mr.  Heller,  it  may  be  added,  is 

the  Battalion  Surgeon.  Any  soldier 

who  feels  he  must  be  excused  from 

drill  on  account  of  sickness  must 

first  report  to  Surgeon,  who  will 
either  excuse  him,  or  who  will  assign 

him  to  light  drill. 
Major  Brittain  reports  that  the 

attendance  has  been  exceptionally 

good,  and  that  the  students  are  very 
t.ithusiastic  as  well  as  exceedingly 

faithful  to  their  military  duties. 
Besides  the  regular  drills,  a  great 

many  of  the  students  are  drilling 
voluntarily  afternoon  and  night,  in 

order  to  become  more  perfect. 

Guns  for  the  Battalion  are  expect- 
ed this  week.  Enough  to  furnish 

every  man  will  be  here  in  two  or  three 
weeks.  Plans  are  under  way  for 

sham  battles  between  the  different 
Companies,  which  promise  to  be  very 
exciting.  Dress  parades,  for  the 

benefit  of  the  public,  will  be  given 

shortly.  Major  Brittain  also  has  in- 
formed the  reporter  of  the  Echo  that 

some  day  an  unexpected  "call-to- arms"  will  be  sounded.  Then  watch 
the  soldiers  run  for  their  guns!  At 

least  two  or  three  more  officers  will 
either  be  appointed  or  elected  soon 

Maryville  College  will  then  send  a 

message  to  Washington,  "We  are 

ready,  Mr.  President,  and  we're 

coming!"

dividuals, it  is  time  for  the  better- 
element  in  the  college  take  a  hand.

disgraceful  acts. 

Is  the  Y.  M.  C.  A.  a  students'

EXECUTIVE  COMMITTEE  APPROVES 

fACULTY  RECOMMENDATION 

At  Meeting  This  Morning. 
Commencement  On  May 
24th.  All  Students  Must 
Remain  Until  That  Date. 

At  a  called  meeting  of  the  Execu- 
tive Committee  of  the  Board  of  Di- 

^  rectors  this  morning  drastic  action 
'  was  taken  in  an  effort  to  put  Mary- 

ville College  in  a  position  to  render 

gervice   to  the   United   States. 

The  College  faculty,  in  session  for 

two  hours  Monday  afternoon,  re- 

quested the  special  meeting  of  the 

executive  committee  to  consider  their 

recommendation  that  college  should 

close  its  doors  two  weeks  early.  This 

action  on  the  part  of  the  faculty, 

and  its  subsequent  approval  by  the 

Directors,  followed  the  steps  taken 

by  other  schools  throughout  the 

country  of  similar  nature,  to  do 

everything  possible  to  place  the  ser- 

vices of  the  great  body  of  students 

the  country  over  at  the  disposal  of 
the  government. 

This  action  will  move  the  examin- 

ations up  to  the  week  beginning  May 

21,  and  commencement  exercises 

will  be  held  on  Thursday,  May  24th. 

The  Adelphic  Union  Banquet  and 

many  other  social  affairs  wili  neces- 
sarily  be  curtailed,  and  in  order 
that  important  events  may  take 
their  platfc. 

No  student  will  be  compelled  to 

leave  college  early  now  that  this  ac- 
tion has  been  taken.  This  means 

a  full  student  body  until  the  end  of 
the  school  year,  and  credit  will  be 
given  for  the  two  weeks  classes  not 
attended.

There  are  two  reasons  why  this 
action  was  taken.

This  is  the  para- 
mount reason  and  within  itself  it  is 

sufficient  to  cause  the  college  to  dis- 
miss at  an  earlier  date  than  had 

been   announced. 

The  other  reason,  which  is  secon- 
dary, is  that  the  college  desires  each 

student  to  be  here  for  the  final 

exams  and  to  get  credit  for  the 

work  done  so  far  this  year.  This 

will  prevent  a  number  of  students 

from  taking  a  premature  departure, 

I'.nd  will  permit  the  regular  school 
work  to  continue  uninterrupted  un- 

til the   examinations. 

The  members  of  the  college  fac- 
ulty and  the  executive  committee 

have  taken  a  step  that  will  meet 
wtih  the  approval  of  not  only  the 
parents  and  students,  but  with  every 

true  and  loyal  citizen  of  this  great 

and  glorious  country.  It  can  but 

stir  the  patriotic  blood  of  every  true 
citizen  when  a  great  educational 

institution  like  Maryville  College 

takes  thf  initive  and  nlaces  neav- 

ly  a  thousand  students  at  the  dis- 
posal   of  the   country. 

It  was  a  great  step  and  we  are  all 

proud  to  be  members  of  such  a  pat- 
riotic  institution. 

Some  students  will  go  back  to  the 

fa.m.  others  enter  training  camps 

and  still  others  will  join  the  Army 

and   Navy  and   Red   Cross  forces.

College  students — ^both  men  and 
women — who  have  not  definitely  de- 

cided what  their  life  calling  shall 

be,  would  do  well  to  consider  the 

medical  profession.  There  was  never 
a  time  when  the  prospects  in  this 
line  were  more  inviting.  In  1912  the 

number  of  graduates  of  medical  col- 
leges was  4482;  in  1917,  there  are 

only  3367  Senior  students  enrolled. 

That  means  that  this  year  there  will 

be  only  three  new  doctors  available 
for  every  four  supplied  a  fev/  years 

ago;  and  the  number  of  undre- 
graduates  now  in  residence  shows 

Ihat  this  ratio  will  continue  to  de- 
crease. At  the  same  time,  the  popu- 

lation of  the  country  and  the  conse- 

quent need  for  physicians  is  steadily 

upon  the  increase. 
Now  comes  the  sudden  demand  of 

the  Army  and  Navy  for  very  large 

numbers  of  doctors.  These  two  serv- 
ices alone  will  need  more  than  the 

combined  total  of  graduates  of  all 

medical  colleges  for  the  years  1915, 
191G  and  1917!  In  fact  a  number 

)f  these  colleges  have  already  baen 
urged  to  release  some  of  their  1917 
graduates  in  advance  of  the  regular 

time  and  to  continue  in  full  opera- 
tion throughout  the  Summer  vaca- 

tions in  order  to  speed  up  the  gradu- 

ation of  the  underclasses.  Under- 
graduate medical  students,  in  turn, 

have  been  urged  by  the  Council  of 
National  Defense  to  consider  that 

the  best  service  they  can  do  their 

country  is  not  to  enlist  now,  but  to 
continue  their  medical  work  in  order 

that  the  country  may  have  their 
trained  services;  which  it  needs 

badly,  instead  of  untrained  service 
which   it   can   secure   in    abundance. 

As  to  students  in  schools  of  arts 

and  sciences,  a  committee  of  the 

Council  of  National  Defense  recom- 

mends as  follows:  "Ordinary  fore- 
sight demands  that  we  face  the 

possibility  that  the  war  on  which 
we  have  entered  may  last  for  years. 
Medical  schools  to  supply  trained 
men  for  the  future  as  well  as  the 

present  emergency  must  be  kept  in 

operation  under  any  circumstances. 
While  aiding  to  the  uttermost  in 
overcoming  the  present  shortage  of 

men,  the  necessity  of  keeping  the 

source  of  supply  open  emphasizes 
the  importance  of  conserving  our 
raw  material.  Therefore,  men  now 

in  college  looking  forward  to  medi- 
cine as  a  career  should  be  made  to 

understand  that  it  is  their  patriotie 

duty  to  the  nation  at  this  time  to 
continue  their  studies  and  enroll  in 

the  medical   school  of  their  choice". 
At  this  time,  therefore,  both  pat- 

riotic sentiment  and  the  advantages 

of  entering  a  profession  where  there 

is  a  recognized  demand  for  men, 
combine  to  interest  college  students 
in  medicine.  And  that  interest  gains 

with  the-  realization  that  never  be- 
fore in  the  history  of  the  world  was 

there  an  opportunity  for  the  medi- 
cal man  to  be  of  as  great  service. 

Modern  discoveries  in  rapid  succes- 

sion within  the  last  few  years  have 

increased  to  a  previously  unthought 

of  degree  the  physician's  power  over 
disease. 

These  same  modern  discoveries, 

which  give  present  day  graduates 
advantages  not  enjoyed  by  some 

longer  i  n  the  profession,  make 
necessary  a  more  rigorous  course  of 
training,  and  therefore  only  college 
trained  students  are  now  admitted 

to  the  study  of  medicine.  For  the 
session  commencing  in  September 

1917,  students  with  only  one  year  of 

college  work  will  be  accepted  provid- 

ed they  have  completed  certain  spe- 
cified courses  in  Biology  (Zoology  or 

Botany)'  Chemistry,  Physics,  and 
German  or  French.  After  Jan.  1, 

1918  no  Class  "A"  medical  school 
will  admit  any  student  with  less 

than  two  years  of  college  work  in- 
cluding the   subjects  just  mentioned. 

It  is  to  be  hoped  that  the  war  will 
be  over  before  the  medical  students 
who  enter  in  1917  can  possibly  be 
graduated.  But  whether  that  be  true 

or  not,  the  demands  of  the  civilian 

population  are  sufficient  to  insure  a 
bright  future  to  all  serious  minded 

v.-ell  prepared  students — men  or  wo- 
men— who  enter  upon  the  medical 

course  at  this  time.

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STIRRING  ADDRESSES 
HEARD  IN  CHAPEL 

Three  Prominent  Religious 
Leaders  Gave  Timely 
Messages  During  Week, 
^strong  Speakers. 

Times  were,  and  not  so  long  ago, 

when  the  student  body  counted  it- 
self fortunate  if  it  had  the  privilege 

of  listening  to  a  good  Chapel  ad- 
dress once  a  week.  Biit  "the  old 

order    changeth,      yielding   place      to 

Vnew",  and  now  one  hates  to  miss 
Chapel  for  feai'  ho  will  ///(.s'x  some- 
thing. 

Last  week  the  students  had  the 

privilege  of  listening  to  some  extra- 

ordinary messages,  from  Rev.  W.-P. 
Stevenson,  1).  1).,  of  Yonkers.  N.  Y., 
Dr.  T.  J.  Porter  of  Brazil,  and  Rev. 
F.  E.  Hoskins,  D.  D.,  of  Syria, 
three    prominent    religious    leaders. 

Dr.  Stevenson  first  spoke  at  the 
College  Prayer  Meeting  Tuesday 
pight.  Taking  a  seemingly  common- 

place text  (Acts  U16-9),  nt  brought 
a  message  which  deeply  stirred  his 
hearers.  The  genral  thought  was,  if 
Providnce  should  break  up  our  lone 
cherished  plans,  and  open  new  and 
strange  doors  for  us,  the  new  door 
may  be  an  opportunity  for  larger 
service.  We  should  like  Paul,  obey 
the  call  of  God  to  a  bigger  service, 
regardless  of  difficulties  and  sacri- 

fice. Rev.  Dr.  Stevenson  also  spoke 
at  the  Chapel  exercises  Wednesday 
morning,  after  being  introduced  by 

the  Dean  as  "the  pooi'er  half"  (Mrs. 
Stevenson  being  on  the  platform 
with  her  husband).  In  his  talk  to 
the  Ministerial  Association  Wednes- 

day night,  Dr.  Stevenson  strongly 
.  affirmed  that  War  will  never  be  con- 

quered by  armaments.  He  said: 

"Like  begets  like.  Hatred  begets 
hatred.  War  begets  War.  There- 

fore, Wai-  can  only  be  conquered  by 
Love". 

Dr.  Porter  addressed  the  students 

in  Chapel  Thursday  morning,  speak- 
ing on  Brazil.  He  spoke  of  the  ef- 
fect of  Roman  Catholicism  on  that 

country,  which  burns  the  Word  of 
God,  sells  "indulgences"  to  its  com- 

municants, and  despises  religious 
liberty.  He  made  a  strong  plea  for 
America    to   send   men    to   Brazil. 

Dr.  Hoskins,  who  has  worked  in 
Homs,  Syria,  where  our  President's 
father  spent  so  many  years  of  his 
life,  told  a  terrible  story  of  500,000 
Christian  Armenians  massacred,  and 
of  1,000,000  deported.  He  brought 
the  indictment  of  gross  selfishness 
against  the  country,  saying  that  out 
of  the  260  million  dollars  of  food 
sent  to  Belgium,  toward  which  Eng- 

land and  France  contributed  most 
*f  the  money,  40  million  dollars  of 
profits  remained  in  the  U.  S.  And 
yet  we  have  not  given  one-fortieth 
of  one  percent,  of  our  profits  on 

^  .munitions,  towards  feeding  Belgium. Je  stated  that  eighty  billions  of 
dollars  have  been  spent  here  by 
warring  countries  since  the  war  be- 
Kan,  of  which  fifteen  billions  are 
profits.  This  would  make  a  $50  in- 

crease per  capita,  to  the  hundred 
,  millions  in  this  country.  The  speak- 

er was  in  tremendous  earnest  when 
he  followed  up  these  figures  by 
saying:  "This  money  will  be  a  curse 
to  us  unless  we  give  and  lead  other 
Americans  to  give,  of  money  and 
service,  on  a  larger  scale  than  we 
have  ever  done  before,  at  least  in 
proportion  to  our  increase.  This 
money  will  burn  in  our  .souls  unless 
we   learn   to  give."

ATHENIAN 
The  Athenian  Literary  Society  is 

now  closing  one  of  the  most  pros- 
perous years  in  its  history.  Though 

ueginuing  in  September  under  the 
most  unfavorable  conditions,  the 
Athenians  have  been  wide  awake, 
and  have  succeeded  in  placing  the 

society  on  a  very  satisfactory  basis. 
Seventeen  Athenians  having  gradu- 

ated in  the  class  of  *16,  barely  a 
dozen  old  members  had  returned; 

but  knowing  that  in  union  there  is 
strength,  these  few  men  made  one 

concerted  effort  to  dispel  the  hover- 
ing clouds  of  gloom  and  despair.  So 

relying  upon  the  old  Athenian  prin- 
ciple of  "quality,  not  quantity", 

they  began  the  work  which  has  been 
such  that  any  literary  organization 

would  heartily  endorse.  And  in  clos- 
ing the  year  every  member  of  the 

society  feels  that  success  has  been 
immeasurably   obtained. 

The  society  has  given  two  public 
programs,  both  of  which  have  been 
highly  successful.  The  midwinter 
number  "Alaska"  given  December 
15,   favorably  impressed   the  college. 
The  Declamation  Contest  which, 

on  account  of  the  number  of  Athen- 
ians representing  the  College  in  de- 
bate, was  substituted  for  the  annual 

oratorical  contst  has  received  very 
favorable  comments.  The  manner  in 

which  the  declaimers  acquitted  them- 
selves reflects  credit  on  the  work  of the  society. 

The  forensic  training  given  by 

the  society  this  year  has  been  very 
valuable  to  the  college.  Of  the  four 
teen  men  who  tried  out  for  inter- 

collegiate debate,  ten  were  chosen, 
either  as  regulars  or  alternates,  to 
represent  the  college.  Also  in  inter- 
class  debate  Athenians  have  played

Sigma  Literary  Society  has  given  to 
the  world  over  two  hundred  gradu- 

ates. Of  those  in  this  country,  we 

may  mention.  Dr.  John  Grant  New- 
man, the  founder,  who  is  a  promin- 
ent man  and  famous  pastor,  in 

Philadelphia,  Pa.;  and  in  Africa,  we 
are  represented  by  Fred  Hope,  who 
has  done  and  is  doing  a  wonderful 
work  among  the  people  of  the  Dark 
Continent. 

The  quality  of  a  literary  society 

may  be  judged,  first,  by  the  individ- 
ual work  of  its  members,  in  oratory, 

debating,  and  literary  productions; 

and,  second,  by  the  collective  ability 
of  the  society,  as  revealed  in  the 
annual  Midwinter  entertainments. 
In  these  respects,  the  Alpka  Sigma 
Literary  Society  has  been  a  leader 
on  the  hill  for  many  years.  Take,

REACHES  $220,000 

Dr.  Wilson  Writes  of  Excellent 

Progress  Made.  "Watchful 
Waiting"  During  War. 

During  the  past  two  college  fin- 
ancial years  ending  on  May  15, 

1917,  Maryville  College  has  been 
engaged  in  prosecuting  an  fittempt 
to  secure  gifts  to  the  amount  of 
$300,000  to  enable  the  institution  to 
broaden,  deepen  und  strengthen  its 
usefulness  and  efficiency  for  the 
work  of  the  new  century  upon 
%J)ich  it  is  about  to  enter.  The 

tSfcgedy  of  the  burning  of  Carnegie 
Hall  added  $25,000  and  more  to  the 
amount  that  had  to  be  raised. 

The  blessing  of  Providence  has 
been  upon  this  movement  from  its 
inception.  On  January  27,  1916,  the 
General  Education  Board  pledged 

$75,000  toward  this  fund  on  condi- 
tion that  $225,000  additional  be  se- 

cured in  unincumbered  pledges  and 
cash  gifts  from  living  persons  by 

July  1918.  Bequests  and  annuity  in- 
vestments could  not  be  counted  in 

the  fund. 

The  calamities  befalling  the  Col- 
lege in  the  destruction  of  Carnegie 

Hall  and  the  death  of  Miss  Henry 

were  overruled  by  Providence  for 
the  advancement  of  this  campaign. 
Blount  County,  including  the  college 
faculty,  subscribed  $22,457  to  the 

rebuilding  fund,  and  Miss  Henry's 
friends  have  contributed  $17,347 
and  subscribed  $1,950  more  to  the 
Margaret  E.  Henry  Memorial  Work 
and    Scholarship   Fund. 

Other  friends  have  been  raised  up 
for  Maryville  until  now  the  writer 
is  profoundly  thankful  to  be  able  to 
announce  that  there  have  been  se- 

cured subscriptions  to  the  Centen- 
nial Forward  Fund  to  the  amount 

of  $220,009.31,  or  more  than  two- 
thirds  of  the  entire  amount  sought. 

And  there  remains  another  year  be- 
fore the  time  limit  for  the  securing 

of  pledges  shall  be  reached. 

Had  not  the  war  intervened  with 

its  paralyzing  effect  on  gifts  to  col- 
leges, in  all  human  probability  the 

entire  $325,000  would  have  been  se- 
cured by  next  year.  As  it  is,  how- 

ever, one  or  tv/o  applications  of 
great  importance  have  been  declined 
on  account  of  the  call  of  suffering 
peoples  in  the  World  War.  It  may 

be  necessary  now  to  ask  the  Gener- 
al Education  Board  to  extend  the 

time  limit.  "Watchful  waiting"  will 
have  to  be  indulged  in  at  present. 
An  active  campaign  may  prejudice 
the  cause  of  the  College. 

In  spite  of  the  great  success  of 
thie  Centennial  campaign,  the  Col- 

lege is  in  sore  financial  straits.  Its 
work  and  scholarship  funds  are 
badly  overdrawn;  $28,000  of  its 
permanent  fuiidc  are  at  present  tied 
up  by  the  cashing  of  tlie  Blount 

cWinty  and  other  four  years'  sub- 
s^iptions  to  Carnegie  Hall;  tho 
war  is  considerably  increasing  its 

expenses  and  will  diminish  its  re- 
ceipts; while  the  added  income  is 

thus  far  mainly  added  to  the  spe- 
cial funds  that  cannot  be  drawn 

upon  for  general  purposes.  The 

next  year  is  full  of  serious  prob- 
lems and  anxieties.  The  College, 

however,  will  try  to  do  its  duty, 
and  will  go  ahead  confident  that  in 

his  own  way  God  will  lead  the  Col- 
lege out  into  a  broad  place.  Mean- 

while let  every  loyal  Maryville 

heart  "praise  God  from  whom  all 

blessings  flow".

Twelve  Hundred  Men  Needed 

Twelve  hundred  of  the  choicest 
and  best  trained  men  are  now  to 

be  called  to  this  work.  Two  hund- 

red good  Army  Association  build- 
ings will  be  constructed  in  the  vari- 

ious  camps  throughout  the  United 
States*.  These  buildings  will  be 

large  wooden  structures  with  audi- 
torium, v/riting  rooms,  game  rooms, 

offices,  etc.  In  each  building  there 
will  be  first  a  General  Secretary 

who  has  large  training  and  exper- 
ience. These  men  will  probably  be 

recruited  from  the  men  of  the  larg- 

est City,  Railroad,  and  Industrial 
Associations.  Next,  there  will  be  in 

each  building  a  trained  Physical 
Director  who  will  have  charge  of 

play,  recreation,  lectures  on  First 
Aid  to  the  Injured,  and  kindred 
topics.

"armies"  gave  good  account  of 
themselves   during  the  melee. 

The  Reds,  composed  of  Compan- 
ies A  and  B  were  the  attacking 

forces,  while  Companies  O  and  D 
were  the  defenders.  The  army  of 

the  Reds  had  been  placed  at  a  place 
unknown  to  the  Blues.  It  was  their 

purpose  to  capture  the  "Hill" around  Anderson  Hall. 

Officers  with  field  glasses  scoured 

the  surrounding  hills  for  a  sight  of 

the  Reds,  but  they  kept  under  cover 
until  they  made  a  feign  attack  from 
the  tennis  courts.  The  entire  army 
of  the  Blues  endeavored  to  return 

the  fire  of  this  feign,  and  while  so 

engaged  the  Reds  completed  a  flank 
move  and  were  soon  firing  on  the 
Blues   from   left  flank. 

The  umpires,  Capt  Lonas,  Jas. 

B.  Hedge,  Jr.,  C.  H.  Gillingham 
and  T.  W.  Goddard  decided  the 
Reds  had  been  the  victors. 
The  sham  battle  was  under  the 

direction  of  Major  Brittain  and  it 

gave  a  splendid  idea  of  the  pro- 
gress and  efficiency  attained  by  the 

Battalion.  The  men  and  officers 

seemed  perfectly  at  home  with  their 
arms,  and  executed  orders  with  the 

precision   of   long   trained   troops. 
Although  no  action  has  been  tak- 

en officially,  it  is  expected  that 
Military  Training  will  be  one  of  the 
perscribed   courses   for   next   year.

soldiers,  the  daily  religious  meet- 

ings to  be  held,  training  and  per- 
sonal evangelism,  educational  work, 

etc.  Many  of  these  men  will  be  re- 
cruited from  the  college  secretaries 

of  the  Young  Men's  Associations, 
younger  alumni  who  are  now  in 
the  ministry,  and  other  alumni  who 
were  active  in  Association  work 

during  their  college  careers.  I  n 
choosing  these  men,  undoubtedly 

preference  will  be  given  to  men 
who  have  attended  one  or  more 

Summer  Conferences.  In  addition 

to  the  three  foregoing  men,  there 

will  be  located  in  each  army  build- 

ing from  two  to  four  Assistant 
Secretaries.  Most  of  these  men  are 

to  be  recruited  from  recent  gradu- 

ates, graduate  students,  senior  stu- 
dents of  marked  ability,  and  others 

who  have  been  active  in  Christian 

work. 
It  will  thus  be  seen  at  a  glance 

that  two  hundred  secretaries  with 

large  experience  will  be  needed,  two 

hundrd  physical  directors,  two 
hundred  religious  work  directors, 

and  from  four  to  six  hundred  assist- 
ant secretaries. 

Suggested    Method    of    Selecting 

and   Training   These  Men 

It  is  expected  that  the  two  hund- 
red Religious  Work  Directors  and 

the  six  hundred  Assistant  Secretar- 
ies will  be  chosen  and  trained  in 

connection  with  the  Summer  Con- 
ferences to  be  held  at  the  various 

places  in  the  United  States.  In  the 
South,  this  Conference  will  in  all 

probability  be  held  at  Blue  Ridge, 

N.  C,  the  students  coming  to- 
gether at  the  same  date  as  our 

Student  Conference,  June  12th.  To 
this  Conference  we  are  inviting  all 

men  who  are  qualified  to  fill  any  of 

these  places.  From  those  coming, 

the  best  qualified  group  will  be 
chosen  for  this  work.  Here  and 

there  an  outstanding  man  may  be 

chosen  ahead  but  with,  the  specific 
understanding  that  he  will  go  to 

the  Conference.  During  the  Stu- 
dents Conference,  we  expect  that 

there  will  be  a  regular  Association 

course  on  Army  Association  Work. 
In  other  words,  those  who  take  this 
work  must  have  as  rigid  training 

us  those  in  the  officers'  recruiting 
corps.  The  War  Council  of  one 

hundred  men  appointed  by  the  In- 
tei'national  Committee  has  decided 

that  thirty  days  is  to  be  the  time 

required  for  each  such  worker. 

Government   Recognition 
Ex-President  Roosevelt  has  said 

that  the  Panama  Canal  could  not 

have  been  built  bad  it  not  been  for 

the  Young  Men's  Christian  Associ.".- 
tion  in  the  Canal  Zone.  This  or- 

ganization kept  the  men  fit,  clean 

and  happy,  and  without  it,  officers 
testify  that  the  project  would  have 
failed.  Hence  the  United  States 

government  b'/it  the  club  houses  in 
which  the  Y.  M.  C  A.  work  was 

done,  put  the  secretaries  on  the 
United  States  payroll  and  in  every 

way  facilitated  the  work  of  the 
Association. 

The  War  Department  and  Presi- 
dent Wilson  have  been  more  than 

enthusiastic  about  the  work  done 

on  the  Mexican  Border,  hence  they 

are  giving  large  opportunities  for 
the  work  of  the  Association  in  the 

Army  Camps  to  be  organized.  I4r 
cannot  now  be  said  with  certainty 

but  there  is  every  chance  that  the 
Y.  M.  C  A.  Secretaries  will  all  be 

regularly  recognized,  thus  giving 

them   regular   army   .standing. 
A   Supreme   Chance   for  Service 

Perhaps  there  is  no  place  in  the 

war  program  where  a  man  with 
recognized  training  in  service  has 

any  larger  opportunity  than  in  the 
secretaryship  of  the  Association, 

Each  man  will  be  in  direct  relation- 

ship to  at  least  one  thousand  men 

and  if  he  can  help  a  thousand  sold- 
iers to  live  a  more  wholesome,  nor- 

mal and  manly  life,  he  will  have 
done  more  than  almost  any  other 

man  to  make  a  real  fighting  ma- 
chine. A  call  to  be  a  Secretary, 

therefore,  is  a  call  to  the  very  high- 

est patriotic  service.  It  is  volun- 
teering for  am  ost  difficult  task  and 

a  most   needed   service. 
Already  certain  colleges  in  the 

South  have  volunteered  to  pay  the 

salary   of    a   secretary    representing

Not  only  is  there  a  great  need  of 
trained  men  to  be  secretaries  but 
there  is  more  urgent  need  today  for 
trained  leadersliip  among  college 

men  than  ever  before.  If  a  man  is 

to  return  to  college  he  mast  take  up 
the  burden  of  the  Association  laid 

down  by  the  older  students  who 
have  gone  to  the  Army  Camps.  If 
he  is  to  be  in  the  ranks  of  the 

Army,  all  the  training  possible  will 

be  needed  to  help  him  do  his  share 
in  stemming  the  tide  of  temptation 

that  will  face  every  soldier  in  camp. 

This  ought,  therefore,  to  be  the 
greatest  year  for  training  that  the 
the  colleges  have  ever  had  and  let 
no  one  think  that  we  should  have  a 

smaller  Student  Conference.  We 

should  have  from  one  to  two  hund- 

red more  men  at  the  Student  Con- 
ference than   ever  bfore. 

This  war  is  a  war  for  moral 

principles  and  it  can  not  be  waged 

except  by  men  of  moral  character. 
If  ever  men  needed  to  make  real 

sacrifice  for  getting  ready  to  do 
battle  now  is  the  time.  It  should 

not  be  said  to  our  shame  tfiat  this 

war  for  moral  principles  has  under- 

cut our  preparation  for  moral  liv- 

ing.

In  the  death  o  f  Ex-President 
Samuel  Ward  Boardman,  1).  D.,  LL. 

D.,  which  occurred  at  his  home  in 
Bloomfield,  N.  J.  on  the  30th  of 
last  month,  Maryville  College  lost 
one  of  its  most  valuable  friends. 
Dr.  Boardman  was  president  of 
Maryville  College  for  a  period  of 
twelve  years,  between  1889  and  1901. 

During  his  administration  the  Col- 
lege advanced  in  buildings,  equip- 

ment and  enrollment  with  remark- 
able rapidity,  the  Willard  Memorial 

(president's  residence),  the  Fayer- 
weather  Annex  to  Anderson  Hall, 
the  Boardman  Annex  to  Baldwin 

Hall,  the  Fayerweather  Science 
Hall,  and  Bartlett  Hall  having  been 

built  in  this  period.  While  presi- 
dent of  the  college  he  was  also  pro- 

fessor of  psychology  and  philosophy. 

Dr.  Boardman  resigned  the  presi- 
dency of  the  college  in  1901  on  ac- 
count of  failing  health,  but  because 

of  the  favorable  outcome  of  a  very 
serious  operation  he  was  enabled  to 

regain  health  which  he  enjoyed  un- 
til recently  when  he  has  been  troubl- 
ed with  paralytic  strokes  which  in- 

creased in  intensity  until  the  end 
came. 

The  deceased  was  a  highly  spirit- 
ual character  and  each  year  as  the 

February  meetings  have  been  in 
progress  since  his  presidency  he  has 
prayed  regularly  at  his  home  for 
thi^x'  success.  The  influence  of  his 
Christian  zeal  and  spiritual  leader- 

ship as  put  forth  on  behalf  of  Mary- 
ville will  live  for  time  to  come. 

Dr.  Boardman  was  born  at  Pitts- 
ford,  Vermont,  August  31,  1830, 
and  had  he  lived  one  day  longer  he 

would  have  completed  eighty-seven 
years  of  life.  He  received  his  edu- 

cation in  Middlebury  College  in 

Vermont,  and  in  the  Andover  Theo- 
logical seminary.  His  long  and  use- 

ful career  has  been  spent  mostly  in 
the  northeastern  and  middle  western 

parts  of  the  country.  His  last  visit 
to  Maryville  was  in  1912  when  he 
delivered   the   baccalaureate  sermon. 

Surviving  Dr.  Boardman  are  Mrs. 
Boardman  and  four  children  who 

are  Samuel  W.  Boardman,  Jr.,  an 
attorney  of  Newark,  N.  J.;  Roger 
Sherman  Boardman,  connected  with 
the  editorial  department  of  Chas. 

Scribner's  Sons,  N.  Y.;  Elizabeth 
Boardman,  who  is  at  the  home;  and 

Martha  Boardman,  who  is  connect- 
ed  with   the     Methodist   Book   Con- 

Icern  of  New  York  City.  Three  of 
the  Boardman  children  are  gradu- 

ates of  Maryville  College. 
The  faculty  of  Maryville  College, 

upon  learning  of  the  death  of  Dr. 
Boardman,  adopted  resolutions  to 
"record  their  personal  sorrow  in 
the  death  of  their  colleague,  and 

deep  sympathy  with  his  family  in 

their  sore  bereavement." 

NEW  PROFESSOR    OF    ECO- 
NOMICS,    HISTORY     AND 

PUBLIC    SPEAKING    BE- 
GINS DUTIES. 

Arthur  F.  Southwick,  '17  of 
Wooster  College  has  been  elected 
associate  professor  of  social  science 
and  history,  by  the  board  of  direc 

tors  of  the  college.  Besides  his  con- 
nection with  the  subjects  of  history 

and  srocial  science  Prof.  Southwick 
will  be  in  charge  of  the  class  in 

public  speaking. 
The  institution  from  which  Prof. 

Southwick  comes  is  widely  known 
for  the  debaters  and  public  speakers 

which  it  produces,  and  while  in  at- 
tendance there  Prof.  Souhtwick  en- 

tered heartily  into  the  forensic 
activities  of  the  college.  He  did  not 

limit  his  platform  activities  to  the 

field  of  debating  nor  to  that  of  ora- 
tory, but  extended  his  sphere  of 

forensic  action  to  cover  both  debate 

and  oratory;  and  in  the  three  years 
in  whicli  he  was  in  attendance  at 
Wooster,  he  was  a  member  of  three 
intercollegiate  debating  teams  and 
engaged  in  eight  oratorical  contests 
with  distinguishing  success  in  both. 

Prof.  Southwick  has  been  connect- 
ed with  the  prohibition  movement  in 

Ohio  and  has  made  several  address- 
es at  the  commencements  of  the 

schools  in  nearby  towns.  Having 
studied  expression  one  summer 
under  Prof.  Irwin  L.  Potter  of  the 

Leland  Powers  School,  of  Boston, 
supplemented  by  work  under  the 
professors  at  Wooster,  Prof.  South- 

wick is  equipped  with  the  latest 
ideas  and  methods  of  handling  the 

subjects  to  which  he  has  been  ap- 
pointed. His  experience  as  teacher 

has  been  in  the  township  schools 

near  Cleveland,  0.,  where  he  was 
teacher  and  superintendent. 

Prof.  Southwick  is  well  please  J 
with  the  prospects  of  a  successful 
year  at  Maryville  in  his  line  and 
expresses  pleasure  at  the  interest 
manifested   here   in   public   ipeaking 

The  ninety-ninth  year  of  the  Col- 
lege begins  with  the  installation  of 

the  College  Pastor.  During  the  past 

century  the  professors  of  the  insti- 
tution have  done  what  they  could 

to  discharge  the  duties  of  pastors, 
but  have  been  seriously  handicapp- 

ed by  always  having  to  do  more 
work  in  connection  with  the  running 
of  the  school  than  could  well  be 
done  by  any  human  being.  Now,  by 

the  orderings  of  the  kind  Provi- 
dence, a  man  has  joined  the  faculty 

who  will  give  his  entire  time  to  pas- 
toral work   among  the   students. 

On  January  4,  1917,  Rev.  Dr. 
William  P.  Stevenson,  pastor  of  the 
First  Presbyterian  Church  ofYonk- 
ers,  N.  Y.,  a  church  of  nearly  a 
thousand  members,  received  a  call 
from  President  Wilson,  who  was  at 
work  in  the  North  in  the  interests 
of  the  Centennial  Forward  Fund. 
Dr.  Stevenson  was  able  .to  give  only 
ten  minutes  of  his  valuable  time  to 

hearing  Dr.  Wilson  present  the 
claims  of  the  College.  However,  he 

accepted  a  copy  of  "A  Century  of 
Maryville  College",  which  Dr.  Wil- 

son put  in  his  hands.  He  hardly  ex- 
pected to  find  time  to  read  it,  but 

in  courtesy  he  received  it.  On  a 
snowy  afternoon  in  February,  when 

[he  was  \jnable„to  be  oij,t  in  ,his  pas- 
toral work.  Dr.  Stevenson  picked  up 

the  history  of  Maryville  College, 
became  interested  in  it  and  read  it 

through  the  same  day.  As  he  laid 
the  book  down  he  told  his  wife, 

"That's  the  place  where  we  want  to 

spend  the  rest  of  our  life".  To  make 
a  long  and  most  interesting  story 
short,  the  result  has  been  that  Dr. 
Stevenson  resigned  his  church,  to 

the  infinite  sorrow  of  his  congrega- 
tion, and  with  Mrs.  Stevenson  arriv- 

ed  at   Maryville  on   June  28. 
Dr.  and  Mrs.  Stevenson  had  se- 

cured from  a  friend  of  theirs  a 

subscription  of  $50,000  to  provide  a 
home  and  salary  for  the  College 
Pastor,  but  the  subscription  can 

not  be  paid  until  the  end  of  the 
present  war.  Notwithstanding  this 
condition,  Dr.  Stevenson  came  to 

Maryville  to  serve  without^  any  sal- 
ary at  all  until  the  end  of  the  war, 

although  he  has  been  receiving 
what  is  deemed  a  very  large  salary 
in  the  churches  that  he  has  served. 

Even  when  the  endowment  is  paid 

in,  his  salary  at  Maryville  will  be 
only  one-third  the  one  he  gave  up 
on  coming  to  Maryville, 

Moreover,  without  waiting  for  the 

end  of  the  war.  Dr.  Stevenson  is 

erecting  the  residence  for  the  Col- 
lege Pastor.  Work  is  actively  in 

progress.  The  site  is  the  beautiful 
cleared  field  in  the  midst  of  the  col- 

lege woods,  near  the  springs.  Here, 

by  the  middle  of  January,  it  is  ex- 
pected that  the  home  of  the  College 

Pastor  will  be  occupied. 

Surely  the  whole  story  reads  like 
romance.  But  it  is  vastly  better 
than  romance — it  is  Providence. 

Dr.  Stevenson  has  already  enter- 
ed most  heartily  into  the  college 

life.  He  met  all  the  trains,  in  order 

to  get  acquainted  with  the  incom- 
ing students;  and  will  give  his  time 

in  whatever  possible  ways  may 

appear  best  to  the  Interests  of  the 
students. 

Mrs.  Stevenson,  the  Doctor  insists, 

"is  the  better  man  of  the  two."  Since 
they  are  thus  "in  honor  preferring 
one  another,"  the  students  will  decide 
the  matter  by  insisting  that  they 

are  both  the  "very  best  ever."
